* Washlngton, D, C.—30 serfous s
the situation regarded by Secretary
Wilson of the department of agricyi-
ture that he will ask for an emer
gency appropriation. of $500,000 for
Immediate use in combating the foot
and mouth disepse whieh s now
known definitely to exist among cat
tle in Pennsylvania, New York. Mich
lgan and Maryland.

Dr, S. E. Bennett, chlef of the gov-
ernment inspection service al Chicago,
Friday dingnosed the disense In 8
bunch of eattle at Linesboro, Md., as
the foot and mouth disease, and See-
retary Wilson will return to Wash-
ington from Detroit Saturday for a
conference with Maryland state offi-
clals as to precautlomary measures.
It Is altogether probable that England
will quarantine against the port of
Baltimore,

The disease threatens to bhecome
generally epidemic, and government
officinls are convinced that it will de-
velop In other states, notwithstanding
favorable reports from state officlals,
The federal authorities are taking no
chances, but are pursiing the same
methods they did in 1902 and 1903,
when the disease broke out and caused
great loes in four staiee of New Eng-
land.

The disease Is nowgofliclally known
to exist in only four states, but the
authorities believe it will develop In
New Jersey, Delaware, Ohlo and Indi
ana in the next few days.

Pittsburg, Pa—The medel mine of
the world has proven a fallure and
probably 140 men are dead benesth
fts wreckage as the result of an ex.
plosion. Officials of the Pittsburg
Buffalo company which owns the mine
say there are only 145 men in the mine
bt workmen wheo have come from
down in the works, declare there are
at leact 200 dead bodies down in the
bottom of the pit. The mine was in.
spected less than an hour before the
explosion,

The slight hope that some of the
entombed miners will be resoued alive
was strengthoened when an American
miner wns brought to the surfare,
suffering only a litle from his terrible
experience. One of the rescuing par-
ty reported that there were other
men allve below and then rescuers
were set to work clearing nway the
debris. From the condition of the
workings where the survivor was dis-
covered, Deputy State Mine Inapector
Henry Loutitt belleves that 20 others
may be spved.

There s no telling who the victims
are. The majority of them are Eog-
lsh-spenking men. Some of them are
Polish and Slavish, Until the bodles
are brought out the company will per-
mit no names to be glven out,

Unlike other mine explosions in the
Plttsburg distriet, this one did not
occur  away under some high hill
where the bodies were hidden from
slght for days, The Marlanna mines
all of them, are just in course of con-
gtruction, and all that has been done
was the driving of the entrles.

This wae pay day and the men were
to have been through work at noon,
They were busy driving eniries and
none of them were more than 400 feet
from the mouth of the shaft, This
would hnve made the work of rescue
comparatively easy had It not been
for the terribly destructive foree of
the explosion.

Ten of the bodles were recoverad in
the maln entry and st the foot of the
shaft, awalting the temporary cage
to bring them to the surface,

Others were lving in the 20 rooms
or workings of the mine, entrance to
which s atill blocked by debris,

The first resculng party worked its
way through the wreckage at the foot
of the shaft and almost Immediately
found the ten bodles,

ERROR FOUND IN COUNT

Amendment Fixing Payment of Legis-
lators Loses by Revision.

Jefferson City.—A clerieal error In
the office of the secretary of slate
was dlscovered Wednesday night,
and amendment 1, fixing the pay of
legisintors at §750, which was report-
ed carried; is found to have been lost.
The vote of Jackson county gave the
“yeas™" 16,199, The clerk read It 00
1989, passing the bill by nearly 20,000
volies.

The mistake is explained through
the fact that the figures were poorly
written and, in the excltement of the
office, resulting from the close race be
tween the Democral and Republican
candidates  for Heuntenant-governor,
the error was made. The amendment
is defeated by 20,087 votes.

The only amendments adopted were
Nos. 2 and 3. The former is the inltia-
tive and referendum, with 19500 ma-
Jority, and the latter empowers the
levy of an additional tax for road and
bridge improvement purposes of 25
cents on the $100 valuntion, by 35,868
majority.

BANDITS DEFY A TOYWN.

Gang Gets Away With Big Sum Taken
From Bank at Sweet Springs.

Sweet Springs—A posse 15 stlll
scouring the woods in search of the
five bandita who brole jnto the bank
of Sweet Springs, held the citizens at
bay for almost an hour, and left with
a booty of almost $5,000 Sunday
morning.

The yeggmen secured thelr tools
from a Missourl Pacific water tank
toolhiouse, the section pouse and the
Fisher Implement company, It re
quired four charges to wreck the
safe, a plece of it being blown through
a front window for a distance of 100
feet.
