Chicago, Nl—Wheat, which’ has
boen rising steadily for geveral

weeks, was on the upward trend
when the market opened Baturdmy
morning, going to. §1.15%, a new rec
ord for the crop. In spite of this ab-
normal high price, however, there has
been no undue excitement and none
was evident at the opening Saturday.

While traders declare the marlket is
not & speculative one, but s due o
ghrinkage in the value of money, de-
creased crops and the milder winter
in the winter whent districts, a large
number of the higger speculators, led
by James A. Patten, “the coarse grain
king” have bought heavily In an ef-
fort to corner the market and boost
the price still higher. The opportu:
nity afforded for a corner is great, as
reports indicate that the visible sup-
ply of wheat in elevators is below nor-
mal,

Since Patten began his present cam-
palgn, May wheat has sdvanced 17
cents a bushel, and he ia popularly be-
lieved to be 20,000,000 bushels long on
this future. Patten's followers de
clare the end is not yet, and that
prices will advance siill higher. Tha
market has not shownh Nervousness,
but instead has been a steady, firm
advance.

ROOSEVELT'S IDEA IS IGNORED
BY COMMITTEE IN SUNDRY
; CIVIL BILL.

MEASURE 13 REPORTED ot

Clause Authorizes §1 for the
Detection of Fraud on the
Public Domain—$18,618,.

846 for Bulldings.

Washington, D. C—Despite the
recommendations of President Roose-
velt In his last annual message to con-
gress and his earnest urging in a spe-
clal message later, the sundry civil
appropriation bill, which was reported
from committee to the house today,
contained the same clause limiting the
activitles of the secret service to the
investigation of counterfeiting and the
person of the president.

This {s the [imitation that almost
caused a breach between the execntive
and congress early in the present
sesalon.

The presence of the limitation in
the bill is taken to mean that congress
has jutified its action through the les-
timony of the executive officers of the
governmen, who declared the Investl
gation of fraud was not hampered by
the limitation of the secrst service.

Provides for Fraud Detection.

The bill, however, contains a clause
granting to the secretary of the in-
terlor $1,000,000 for the detectlon and
prevention of frawd on the public do-
main. The appropriation last year was
$500,000, and the year before $250,000,

Secretary Garfield urged that It be
increased to $1,000,000 this year, in
order that the greal mass of land-
fraud cases now on hand can be pros
ecuted to their conclusion. 'This work
|8 to be done by agents under the
direction of the gecretary of the Inte-
rior.

One clause of the bill authorizes the
president, with the consent of the re-
public of Cuba, to invite proposals for
the removal of the battleship Malne
from Havana harbor. Congress then
can declde whether the batileship Is
to be removed, and the cause ol the
explosion definitely determined.

$18,618,646 for Buildings.

This 18 the second largest item in
the bill. For the construction of pub-
lic bulldings $18,018,646 Is appropriunt-
ed, and $1,902,000 18 set aside for tha
maintenance of public buildings al-
ready erected.

Two and a half million dollars is
appropriated for the construction of
a buflding at Washington to house
the general land office, the geological
survey, the Indian office und the recla
mation service, The largest item In
the bill provides for $33,668,000 to
continue work upon the Panama canal.
This Is $4,000,000 more than was ap-
propriated last year. Even with this
there will be a deficlency in canal
work this year of $5,000,000. For the
continuance of work on rivers and
harbors that has already been author-
fzed by law $18574.614 is approprl
ated,

To ecarry out the provisions of the
Hepburn act, authorlzing the exam-
ination of railroad accounts, $350,000
{s appropriated, the same as last
year's appropriation.
