pulled the wish-bone, The aes-
thetic and gastronomic are close
akin, And favorad indead the guest
by them jointly entertained. At
three o'clock the dedication of the
Tabernacle to divine purpoges
took place,Rev.i{W. J. Williamson,
pastor of the Third Baptist Church,
St. Louis, preached the sermon.
He is an eloquent speaker, and the
big congregation followed his
germon intently, with inward ze-
gret that its termination came so
soon. The exercises congluded, a
call was made for contributions
to the Assembly, The responses
wers numerous and liberal, rang-
ing from $ to %100, and when
summed up aggregated about
82,035.

Arcadia, Mo., and it has caught|
the popular fancy as an exprossion
to describe the remarkable co-op-
orative movement among churches
of different denominations and
reprosenting the whole State of
Missouri, which is causing the
peopls of the sleepy villages of
the valley to *‘take notice.” [t
bids fair to be widely epoken of as
a unique experiment in Christian
fellowship, maintainiog at the
samp time the boundaries of de-
nomipationalism. It will give to
Missouri Baptists, Presbyterians
and Southern Methodists (for these
are the ‘threse companies') a
chanee to carry out the wholesome
advice to Christian peopls recently
uttered by Archbishop Glennon
not to épend their wvacations “like
savages,” bulr to be near the
church’s influence,
Ordinary Chautauqua methods
are surpassed in the plan of Arca-
dis Heights. The four or five well-
wooded, pently sloping small
mountaing, each from 1500 to 1500
feat above sea level, are being
opened for sottlement after this
fashion: A religious denominn-
tion receives ires a generous tract
for Assembly purposes—usually
about forty acres—with the under-
standing that the adherents of this
denomination, so far as possible,
will boy summer homes on that
hill, around the Assembly grounds,
As the choicest land on the hills
is selling at 8100 an acre, and as
labor unions are unknown in the
peaceful valley or its hills, maks
ing the vost of building very light,
the proposition is an easy one,
and the average homestead here is
five acres. Bungalows are being
built of rough logs, “chinked”
with concrete, with very artistic
effect. The logs are felled from
the homestead, and there is plenty
of stone on an acre of ground to
furnigh foundations.
The *“three companies" have
entered into their possessions, bub
others, as Christian Scientists, and
the Methodist Episcopal and
Christian churches, are negotiat-
ing plans, each on its own basis,
g0 that there is little doubt that
within a season or two more each
of the leading religions denominun-
tions of the state will be represent-
od with a dominion and com-
munity of its own.  Old Pilat
Knob, mighty sentinel of this
mountainous region, has been
trodden by more feet within the
last fortnight than it had known in
yoears befors, and the singing and
talking, the well-trodden new
roads and the busy hotel and
restaurants of the hitherto unten=
anted adjoining heights; give
color to the prediction that future
summers may bring 10,000 people
of every faith to eamp under the
mountain pines and oaks and
maples.

From Des Are.

Quite a delegation from here at-
tended the Baptist Assembly on
Arcadia Heights last Sunday, |
was surprised to see how much
work had been done in so shorta
time. BSix weeks apo scarcely a
tree had beon cut, Now they have
walles and drive ways built all ov-
er the grounds of forby acres or
more, A large hotel has been
built from logs. One man has a
house built of cypress logs ship-
ped from Arkansas. The Taber-
nacle will hold 2,000 people. Itis
bullt on a concrete foundation
with posts 10x10, oak, 12 feat high.
It is held together with iron heame
and girders, A post, 1 inchesat
the base, 30 feot high goes up in
the center, Thereis an annex on
the south end, with two large
roomes used for books, cloak room,
ete. The building is enclosed with
a wire fence with two entrances.
Gnsoline lamps magnificently il-
luminate the structure., The place
is laid off in streets with houses
and tents on either, side. There
are over fifty tents with dressed
tloors in them, A pipe haz been
laid from the deep well at the hub
factory in Ironton—a distance of
about 7.000 feet—which empties
into a large tank, and, with hy-
drants; wateris farnished all over
the grounds, The pipe is two inch=-
es and was shipped from Chicago.
Baldwin Bros. have a fine tele-
phone system which connects with
the Bell, so you ean talk to the
world, The hotel is well furnish-
ed and will accommodate over 100
people. A livery stable and a
number of restaurants on the
grounds. No trouble to get what
you want to eat. The Baptist
Publishing Company has a tent
filled with all kinds of religious
literature for sale. There are some
fifty hacks and buggies running
from Ironton to the Heights; 25
cents for the ride. Geo. M. John-
son has a wagonette, pulled by
six large horses, which will hold
twenty persons. It was a great
convenience. The telaphone sys~
tem is under the charge of the
Prince brothers, also the post-oi-
fiee. The QGreat Tabernacle (the
largest in the State) was dedicated
Sunday, The sermon was by Rev.
Dr. Williamson of St. Louis. His
text was John 17:158, 19. It was
one of the finest sermons | ever
heard. 1t was so simple and yet
80 grand. (God bless this good
man,) They had a choir from St.
Louis, The singing was fine. A
quartette — four ladies and one
gentleman—was good, The solo
by Mrs. Nelson of Farmington was
simply fine, but the best of all was
the Baptist Boys’ Band of Iron-
ton, led by Rev. Fuller Swift, pas-
tor of the ;Ironton church, Down
at Sunset Rock three little boys
and one little girl played with
their horns the song, “He will
Lead and I will Follow.” It was
superb and roceived great ap-
lause. Too much credit cannot
g given to Mr. Downey, the agent
at Ironton, for keeping ue posted
a4 to thearrival of trains, ete.
