Kansas City. There were three de-

nominational missions among
, the

Shawnee Indians, all situated In John-
son county, Kan, the Methodist, the
Baptist and the Quaker. The Society
of Friends, or Quakers, established
their mission in 1834, but the building
now in existence was not erected un-
til 1844. It is about one mile east ot
the town of Merriam, on the farm
now. owned by Mrs. Emily Loomls.
This mission usually schooled about
40 Indian children and the first aid
to the heathen is thus described:

It has weaklings in the halls
of congress, but they are a handful
compared with the men who, through
evil and good report, are fighting the
people's battles.

It is to honest Democrats, elected
on a genuine tariff reform issue, that
the hopes of Americans are turning In

an economic crisis. The fatuity ol

high-tarif- f Republicans has .
paved the

way for a Democratic house of rep-

resentatives.
And the assurance of a Democratic

lower houBe, in the middle of Presi-
dent .Taft's administration, looms cer-tai-

in exact proportion; as the new
tariff law's aftermath is fell through
out the west -

Not ayen a presidential "swing
around the circle" will be able to stem
the tide.

West to Assume Leadership.
The thing that stands out in bold

relief is that the great west has come
to a new state of consciousness on
the tariff controversy. The voice of

that people in favor of a revision that
will more equitably balance the inter-
ests of producers and consumers has
found expression in the form of con-

gressional leadership. Half a dozen
western senators, to any one of whom

the nation listens when he speaks,
and a score of representatives have
taken their Btand against a tariff dic-

tated primarily by ultra protected in-

terests. This nucleus of leadership
has gone home to justify itself before
its constituencies. Unless recent in-

dications of popular -- approval are
greatly overestimated, these congress-
men will come back with a measure
of Indorsement that will make them
more valiant and less resistible than
ever in their onslaught upon' local
standpatism and all that it represents.

The tariff bill, with its provision for

a corporation tax, has struck the
greatest blow at state rights that has
been inflicted Bince the adoption of

the constitution. It will be noticed
that the new law does not give the
federal government any control over
the creation of corporations, which
now, as heretofore, ' are recognized as
solely the creations of the state; but
for the first time it subjects them to

the scrutiny of the federal tax co-

llector under the direction of the com-

missioner of internal revenue in Wash-
ington. This Is 'centralized govern-
ment" with a vengeance, according to
its opponents; it is now only the
camel's nostril, but soon he will have
his entire body Inside, and the poor
states will be driven out in the cold.
"The power to tax," as John Marshall
said, "is the power to destroy." Lon-

And Mr. Sher-
man cannot be either so ignorant or
so indifferent as to sentiment in this
section as not to have known Just
how very amazing such a statement
would be.

It must be assumed, of course, that
the is sincere; that he
believes the Republican party has
kept its pledges. But if he does so
believe, then he must hold that the
party did not promise downward re-

vision. And note, please, the posi-

tion in which such a claim would

The country demanded tariff revi-

sion. Mr. Taft responded to that sen-

timent, became its chief exponent,
fostered it. crystallized it and was

circumstances was unmistakably a
promise of downward revision.

Think of any American
industry not being willing to accept
100 per cent, protection as sufficient
to enable it to compete with foreign
rivals! An Industry that needs 100
per cent, or more protection should
be abandoned. There is nothing even
in the fundamental theory of protec-

tion to sustain an industry at such
cost to the people. ' ;

But the reason for the rejection of
the Dolliver amendment was apparent
when the bill was completed, for then
