CARDINAL SKTOLL
DIES N ROME

PRELATE SUFFERED FROM NE-
PHRITIS AND DEATH HAD
BEEN EXPECTED.

WIS CLISE ADVSR OF PORE

Had Represented the Vatican at
Washington and Got Red Hat In
America—Was Possible Suc-
cessor Leo. XIIL

Rome, lialy —Cardinal Satolll died
peacefully at 4 o'clock Saturday
morning from infirmities due to old
age, He had been eritically il with
acute nephritis for some time and for
two weeks it was known that he could
pot survive. Extreme unction was ad-
minlstered two weels ago.

Francle Satolll was born In Marsel-
ano, archdlocess of Uerugle, Italy,
July 12, 1889, He came of an anclent
and noble family,

Sent to the United States,

Satolll was chosen to represent the
pope in America in the fall of 1889
st the celobration in Baltimore of
the centenary of the Catholle hler-
archy in the United States and also
at the inauguration of the Catholic
Unlversity of the T'nited States at
Washington.

Satolll was presented to the presi-
dent and cabinet and became greatly
Impressed with the vast possibilities
for the advancement of the church in
the United States. This visit and the
accounts he carried back to the pope
formed the prelude to his designation
as apostolle delegate to the United
States.

While here in that exalied position
Satolll traveled from ong end of the
conntrs Lo the other, although hig off-
clal residence was in Washington,

Made Cardinal in 18396,

He was elevated to the rank of car
dinal In January, 1896, at the cathedral
in Baltimore, remained in Ameries
some time longer, and finnlly wos re-
called to Rome, where he has ever
sinee been perhaps the most esteemed
of the pope's clos advisers.
