Along with the shsw season oomes
the selection of corn exhibits. Whero
corn is shown for premiums it Is cus-
tomary to show ten ears together as

sample, and consequently in judg-
ing such samples the ten ears must
be considered as a whole, instead of a
single ear. In selecting a sample it is
well to first select twenty-liv- or thir-
ty of the best ears to be found and
lay them out on a board side by side.
Then go over them with the charac-
teristics of a good ear in mind and
study them carefully. An hour spent
in picking out the gcod and bad
points of the various earn, one after
another, will help vary much in

which of the ears will mal-th-

best exhibit. Flnnliy ri-i- r out
most Ideal ear In the lot and use It as
A standard in selecting the other nine.

Bear in mind that one of the most
important points about a good sample
of corn Is what is known as uniform-
ity of type. By this Is meant that

IN WESTERN ' CANADA IT . IS
' CERTAIN.

The story of the Big Farmer in
Western, Canada, and the Immense
profits he has made In the growing of
grain, has been told and retold.

We
have this season in crop 400 acres of
wheat, 125 of oats, 90 of flax, and
run three binders, with four men to do
the stooking.

"We certainly like this country, and
the winters, although the winters are
cold at times, but we do not suffer as
one would think. What we have ac-

complished here can be duplicated in
almost any of the new districts. If
anyone doubts anything I have said
in this letter, tell them to come here,
and I can prove every word I have
written."

.every ear should look as near like
every other ear as possible. They
should all have the same, shade of
color, the same size, the same shape,
the same color of cobs, the same
character of kernels, whether rough
or smooth, wide or uarrow, and be
true to the type' of the variety.

Each ear should measure up to the
score-car- d standard for the variety, in
both length and circumference, and St.

should be solid, free
from damaged grains and all indica-

tions of mixtures. Keep in mind the
idea of "mates," as if selecting a
show team of driving horses or a herd
of cattle or other stock. , St

For the purpose of determining the
depth and shape of kernels, the char-

acter of the kernel and the size of
cob, two kernels may be removed from
the same side of the ear, but no other
kernels should be missing.
