A vast quantity of it has been put on
the main through line to Colorado
and the West, including one solid
atretch of sixty miles between Se-
dalin and Pleasant Hill. The rall also
went on the main line of the Kansas
Divigion between Leeds, Mo., and
Stilwell, Kansas. There was another
streteh laid on the Omaha Division
between Kansas City and Leaven-
worth, On the main line to the South
considerably over 100 miles have been
reluid between Kimmswisk and Pop-
lar Bluff on the Missourl Division, and
nearly a8 much on the Arkansas
Division between Little Rock and
Texarkana, In order that the work
of bringing the track up to the high-
est standard may continue, President
B. F. Bush has already authorized this
year the purchase of 25,000 additional
tons of 90-pound steel toto be placed
in track. On this amount, 10,000 tons
will be put on the main line to the
‘West, releasing 76-pound rail between
Ottawa and Council Grove, Kiansas,
and 4,306 tons will go to the Omaha
Division between Atchison and Baker,
Kansas, The Omahn Division is al-
ready a flne plece of track, almost
four thousand tons of heavy sheal_ rail
having been Inid on it during 1012,
With the completion of the work
planned for 1013 this stretch of the
road willbe as fine as any in the
country. In anticipation of Iarge
crops during 1018, the work of putting
in the heavy rail will be pushed to
completion as rapidly as pessible, the
management desiring to have the
roadbed in the beat possible condition.
The old rail taken out of the track is
sent to the mills and re-rolled Into
new #teel and then relaid on the min-
or branches of the road,dlsplacing old
light rail.
