JUNIOR SUFFRAGETTES ORGAN-
IZE SECRET SOCIETY.

Scotland Yard Learnt "Y. H. B." la
Band of Unmarried "Young

Hot Bloods."

London, Eng. Scotland iard de-
tectives have learned of the forma-
tion of a secret organization of un-
married suffragettes, who have band-
ed together to do daring deeds to wia
suffrage in England for women.

The organization, the detectives
have learned, is known as the "Y. H.
B." Investigation, they say, biought
forth the information that the women
are called the "young hot bloods."

Inspector Lawrence of Scotland
Yard says that when the union head-
quarters were raided, documents re-

lating to the secret organization were
found. He revealed this information
at the rial of the suffragettes charged
with making inflammatory speeches.

A Scotland Yard detective testified
that in the union headquarters raid
he found eight bottles of benzine con-
cealed in a traveling bag in the office
used by Miss Kenney.

The trial was adjourned until May
13, when "Gen." Mrs. Flora Drum-mon- d

became so ill from hunger-strikin-

that she had to be removed to
bed.

None of the women had eaten since
they were committed to Holloway
jail. All of the suffragettes were re-

leased on $5,000 bail each. Clayton,
the Richmond chemist, was recommit-
ted to jail without bail.

Scotland Yard authorities said that
$5,000,000 is a conservative estimate
of the damage wrought in outrages
attributed to the suffragettes since
the government recalled the franchise
reform bill in the last parliament, lit-
tle more than three months ago.

Illinois Legislator Scores President of

Peoria, Illinois. Dr. D. S. Adams,
president of the McDonough Coun-
ty Orphanage at McComb, was
reprimanded when he appeared before
the Illinois house committeis investi-
gating "baby farms."

to their future."

ONE NEGRO SHOT TO DEATH

Trouble, Which Began Some Days
Ago, Completely Ties Up Street

Car System Mayor Demands
That Company Arbitrate.

Cincinnati, Ohio. One man waa
probably fatally injured and three oth-
ers were hurt when the first clash
between the employes of the traction
company and strikers and their sym-
pathizers occurred. When the com-
pany attempted to move several of
lis cars Charles Weber, a motorma.l
of Chicago, was pulled off his car and
injured internally. He is not expect-
ed to live. The injuries to the other
three, all strike sympathizers, were
from thrown missiies.

Two other fatal injuries due inci-
dent to the strike occurred. John
Cochran, who attended a meeting of
the Coopers' union, which passed
resolutions favoring the strikers, fell
down a flight of stairs in leaving tho
hall and broke his neck. William
Goode, a negro, was fatally shot by
another negro after an argument
about the strike.

Car System Demoralized.
The strike, which bogan some days

ago, has completely tied up the street
car system of the city. Two hundred
men to be used as niotormen and
conductors arrived from Chicago and
were escorted by police to a street
car barn. Some of those volunteered
for work immediately and six cars
were started out. Mobs obstructed
the passage of the cars, and it was in
one of these clashes that Weber re-

ceived his injuries.
One of the cars was partly de-

stroyed by fire after being overturned.
The others returned to their bnrna.
A small fire in the Brighton barn of
the company, said to be incendiary,
was extinguished with little loss.

Over 5,000 Men May Strike.
. One of the largest tieups the build-
ing trades of this city have ever
known is practically assured to begin
at any hour. The Construction Em-
ployers' association has announced its
intention to lock out union employes
and the Building Todes council, em-
bracing all the unions engaged in con-
struction work, announced officially
itB intention to retaliate by .calling a
general strike.

California Measure Fixes Penalty and

Sacramento, Cal. If any mo-
nopolist in California attempts to
keep up the price of foodstuff by de-

stroying any article of food he will
be liable to six months' imprison-
ment and $500 fine if Assemblyman
Roberts' bill passes the senate.

The measure, known as the
