Labor Demands made by Unions.
.(From the Parmlngton News.)

That the labor situation in the lead
belt, which has been rather unsettled
for several weeks will reach some
sort of a definite status August first,
is evident from the way matters are
rapidly shaping up. The expected
answer from the St. Joseph and Doe
Run Lead companies to the Western
Federation of Miners organization in
regard to the request made at the
wage oonference with company of-
ficials at Bonne Terre on June 21st
has been received and being in the
negative and unfavorable in every
respect is anything but satisfactory to
the organization. The answer was
mode through Supt. R. S. Parsons of
the St. Joseph company and in it he
stated that he had laid the union's re- -

queBt before the Eastern officials of
the company and was authorized by
them to state that they were unable
to accede to the requests at this time.
This unfavorable reply from the St.
Joe and Doe Rnn companies and the
refusal of the other companies even
to grant a conference has stirred the
organization in action. The executive
committee which is composed of
representatives from all the locals of
the district met at Flat River, Mon-- I
day, and formed a straight out de- -
mand which has been forwarded to all
the companies. The demand is for a
ou cent increase in wages and recogni-
tion of the union. It gives the com-
panies until August 1st to act. Just
what the situation will be at that date
is purely a matter of speculation.
Thus far none of the companies have
shown the slightest inclination to
grant an increase in wages or make
concessions of any kind while on the
other hand the labor organization has
seemingly never been mora determin-
ed to get recognition of their demands
than they are at this time. The labor
leaders admit that the organization
has probably been stronger at other
times than it is now, they also state
thathe failure of the organization to
take a hand for better conditions
heretofore has caused quite a few to
drop out of the organization. These
they say are rapidly coming back with
assurance that the organization is this
time going to take what they have
asked for.

We sincerely trust the matter can
be adjusted satisfactory to all con-
cerned.
