Says' Washington Trip Is
. Spectacular, While College

? v Permanently Benefits.

2 Jefferson City. A communication
to the headquarters of all the boys'
and girls' farm' clubs all over the na-
tion , has .just been receivedsand rec-
ommends that; in 'place ofi a trip to
Washington, the, young, prise-winne-

ot tne corn,, canning and poultry and
other agricultural clubs? be given a
year's course 'In practical training at
some , agricultural' .college. In case
the young champion's:' academic train-
ing would not enable him to enter the
agricultural college of his state a
more elementary course in a school
where , agriculture Is Jaught ' or a
course,in an,; agricultural high school
is recommended. ,..

The department considers that such
courses have considerably more last
ing value for '

prize-winne- and for
the agriculture of their sections than
flying trips- - to the capital. The state
Rnd local organizations which have
been paying for these trips have been
sincerely ' interested in developing a
true appreciation of farming as a
business among the boy or. girl farm
ers.1 Some of these have already con
sidered this question and have, de-
cided on the agricultural course as
the more desirable prize.

One of the first persons to raise the
question as to whether) the practical
training or the more spectacular trip
was preferable was Willie P. Brown,
an Arkansas corn club prize-winne- r.

Given his choice of all the prizes of
fered by the state, including the trip
to Washington, he selected a scholar
6hip giving him a year's tuition In an
agricultural school. ' This save Im-
petus to the idea in 'Arkansasf and
now the biggest annual prize offered
the corn club boys is a scholarship
given by the bankers' association.
The same association gives a similar
scholarship to the girl champion of
the canning clubs. " " '"

Suggestions' Regarding Prizes.
Other suggestions regarding prizes

have been, ,made, from time to time by
those who have been most interested
In (these, clubs, and . understand , the
needs of the boy and girl farmers.
Some of these suggestions are offered
herewith for the consideration of oth-
ers who might care to profit by them.

While a year's course, with all exp-

enses-paid, is the .suggestion of the
department for the biggest prize for
state winners, less extensive courses
might be offered to county winners.
it has been suggested that Buch coun
ties as care to give prizes give one or
more short courses in the state agrl
cultural and' mechanical colleges to
the fortunate coufnty champions.
These courses are usually only two
weeks long and are held in winter or
in summer. The, given is of
the most practical sort, and the
amount of time spent Is no gauge of
the amount of benefit to be obtained
Ihese short courses have already
been given as prizes by certain coun
ties and have proved most valuable to
the yoUng people.

Large cash prizes are not to be en
couraged, according to those who
have worked with the young contest
ants.

More Prizes Make, More Cortestants.
In general it is better to ottet many

small prizes than a few large ones. If
20 boys try for a prize and only one

fortunate, some of ' the 19 unsuc
cessful contestants will probably be
too discouraged to try again. But if
five of ttye boys are rewarded for
their efforts more merit will have re
ceived recognition and the, remaining

will see more possible opportunl
ties, of success the following year.

the scouring was 45. Wool In the
scoured state brought less a pound
than It has for several years, the av
erage being 38 cents. In 1912, 53
cents was, the prevailing price and in
1911,. 39 .cents..

That the wool of Missouri is su;
perior in quality to that of Massachu-
setts, Rhode Island, Connecticut, Del
aware, Maryland and Minnesota is
shown by the fact that it brought a
higher price in Eastern markets. The
output was 15 per cent fine and ' 85
per cent medium, about the same as
that of other states of the Mississippi
valley.

It would take the 1913 output, of Il-

linois, Kansas and Nebraska to equal I

that of Missouri. Missouri produced
more wool than did Maine, New
Hampshire, Vermont, Maissachusetts,
Rhode Island and Connecticut, New
York, New Jersey and Delaware. It
produced nearly as much as did Vn
ginia, Nortlj and South Carolina,
Georgia, Florida, Alabama, Mississip-pi- ,

Louisiana, Arkansas and Tennes-
see combined. '

Missouri's annual crop would supply
every man and boy with one suit of
clothes a year. If half mixed with
cotton it'would clothe the male popu-
lation of the state from head to foot
completely, giving each an overcoat,
two suits of clothes, a shirt and other
garments, including a cap. The cost
of the raw material would be about

Vera Cruz, Mexico. The command-
er of the German cruiser Dresden
shipped to the German legation ia
the City of Mexico two machine guns
and 40,000 rounds of ammunition.
