Calls Lead Belt a Heathen Land

(From the St. Louis Republic.)

Objecting to any further support of
the Methodist Episcopal Church at
Flat River and in the lead belt dis-

tricts, Rev. Dr. E. J. Kulp, pastor of
Maple Avenue Methodist Episcopal
Church, made a speech scoring the
Guggenheim interests in those regions
yesterday afternoon at the annual
meeting of the St. Louis District Con-

ference of the Methodist Episcopal
Church.

"It will never do to regard our work
there except as missions," he said.
"That territory is just as much mis-

sionary territory as China, Africa or
any other heathen land. The popula-
tion there is as foreign and

just as much so as if the Italian
flag, instead of the flag of the United
States, fluttered over them."

"We cannot 6pe to make many
Methodists there, because Methodists
believe they are children of God, and
nobody can think he is a child of God
and live In that district.

"Why, in that district there is no
water supply, exoept that owned and
controlled by the smelting companies.
The corporations own them body and
soul. There are no lights, no sanita-
tion and no sewerarge."

Rev. Dr. E. F. Criesman, district su-

perintendent, who presided at'yester-day'- B

conference, said he, too, was op-

posed to granting further sums of
money for the work of the church
there.

"It is a question," he said, "whether
our denomination, paying so little for
the support of a man, can actually
fight the Guggenheim influence there

on the spiritual side, of course.
"Dr. Kulpi does not need any in-

dorsement, but I can say that I know
what he says to be true, for I have
visited that place."

Dr. Kulp's speech and Dr. Criss-man- 's
