The
Deat tning about him is that he is a
consecrated Christian. He tells me
that Godfrey O'Neal, son of WmT.
O'Neal of Frankclay, is very sick. He
was taken to a hospital in St. Louis,
but no relief was afforded, and he was
brought back home.
