An American View.

| To the Fditor of The Republic-
™ Ount fellow-vitizens avho were born

in Geérmany are both angered aud sur-
prised that the average native Ameri-
cun i sgainst Germany in the world
wir now golng on.

The object of this is to make clear
the attitade of the American people
toward the German as an individual
and thelr attitude toward his Govern-
ment.

To be entirely frank, I believe that
while our people regard the Gorman

{ immigrant as one of the beat assets of

the United States, over 90 per cent of
them are anxious to ses Germany de-
feated in the present war.

In the minds of most men two Ger-
manys exist side by side,

One ig the Germany idealized by
Carlyle, the Germany of Goethe and
Schiller, the Germany of science, art
and literatore, the Germany that has
bacome the schoolmaster of the whole
world in economics and efficiency, and
which has taught mankind to make
the forces of nature perfect servanis
of the human will ‘

The other is the Germany of auto-
eracy, where one man rules the others
by the divine asppointment of Al-
mighty God, The Germany where
the peasants and mechanic are work
oxen in time of peace snd cannon
fodder In time of war, the Germany
that has littered the earth with spies;
thut regards all flations as fature
enemies and preparea for their subju-
gation; that in time of profound peace
marks for spoliation men of wealth
in neighboring nations; that treats
its treatles as ‘scraps of paper' when
it becomes its interest to violate them;
the Germany where the military power
is mbove the civil; that makes
Troitscbke an oracle, and brandishes
the mailed fist,

For the first, Americans have the
profoundest admiration—the deepest
sympathy.

For the sscond they entertain utter
detestation—the strongest loathing.

The Germany of the Kuiser has
compelled the natioss of the earth to
buckle on their armor, snd gird their
swords to thelr sides,

Germany has songht to make them
fear her and has succeeded to her own
undoing. Her military system haa
bécome a mensce to the vivilized
world; therefore the nations draw to-
gether asthe herd of buffalo does when
the tiger comes nesr,

Germany wanta s larger place in the
sun—more of the earth’s surface, no
matter whose property she appropri-

The average American Lolds Ger-
many responsible for thy present
agitation for preparedusss.

He is for preparedness sgainst prob-

able enorgies, bat he cannot tell
how much of the present agitation
ie false alarm and how moch of

solid foundation there is for it. He
bas heen around &t election time for a
good many years and knows a dollar
when he sees it coming up the road,
and he knows that dollar is hunting
other dollars. He don't want tp em-
barrass the administration, but he
wiants (o know,

If Germany wins, It means, in all
probability, & continuation of the
present autocracy and nltimats war,
for which we must get ready and
thoroughly ready. If Germany loses
or the antocracy i8 over-thirown we

need not bother about military mal-
ters, If we have to prépare for war
we don’t want it to result ina military

edste and we are nob going to permit
it

Back of all this there ik an uneasi-
pess in the mind of every thinking
man as to what will be (he effect of
this war on mankind, It will not leave
the world as it found it, EFurope will
go into the hands of a receiver. The
nations will either repudiate their
debts.fintly, cense paying interest and
devote their energies to discharging
the principal or orgauizg their in-
dustries 80 as to abscrh thie proilts
which now go to individoals. All
money standards may be remodeled.

How will this affeat the United
Siates? No ene knows.

In any event, the soldier of indastry
looms up who must be organized into
a great industeial army because the
State mugt haye his services as o
working maun in time of peace just as
it must have his services as a soldle-
in time of war in order that the obliga-
tions of the war may be met. These
things are not pleasnnt to contemplate,
but we must begin to Lhink about
them,

Just another word to
neighbors and friends., This letter
was not written for the official Ger-
man in the United States, but to the
German who lives next door. We
know how you feel about friends and
relatives back in the old country, bug
is it not a fack that you came to this
country to escape oppréssion, to get
from under the hand of the military
autocraoy? We welcomed you with
open armé because of your lessons of
theift, economy and system that we
needed. You made two grains of
wheat grow where one grew before.
The rocks and rubbish disappear from
your acres and crops appear st harvest
time, Your children intermarry with
our childeen, and the result is a
strong, seturdy, clean, upstaodiog
generation.

You are good neighbors and ex-
cellent friends, but we want youo to be
Americans first,

To state my own views frankly I
don’t think the United States has been
entirely neutral in this war. I believe
that Germany’s warning to eitizens of
the United Stdates to keep off English
ships shonld haye been heeded, be-
cause an Eoglish ship Is a bit of
English territory sfloat, subject (o
English law, and when a ecitizen of
the United States goes aboard of one
of theseships he most take hie chances
the game as if he enters a beseiged
town,

1 know Lhere is & treaty with Prussia
100 years old covering this matter,
but that treaty did not take into con-
sideration modern conditions of war-
fure. [ believe the loan of 8500,000,000
to the Allios 18 In the nature of a
goaranty on onr part that they shall
win'the war, For if Germany wins
this money will belost. It is another
c¢ord binding ua to the Allies. But
these things are backed by publio|
sentiment because of the belie! that
if Berlin dominates Paris and London
-wo will have o Night lo maiutain our
own form of governmeunt.
