Bt, Louis, Mo, June 14.—Following
i» a condensed version of the address
delivered at the opening of the Demo-
cratic national convention todny by
Temporary Chairman Martin  H.
Glynn, former governor of New York

Gentlemen of the Convention: The
Democratic party, in this convention
assembied, meots to perform a duty,
not to itself but to the nation,

We have entered this hall as Demo-
erats; we shall deliberate and act here
a8 Americans,

If in this great crisis that now con-
fronts the nation, the American people
faiter, their apostasy will be visited
gpon the descendants of their chil-
dron's children.

THeregarding the divisions that make
one man a4 Tory and another a Whig,
one man a Republican and another a
Democrat, Americans will cast aside
the tingel of party emblems.

From the great, pulsing heart of the
nation will come a patriot command
to crush partisanship and rebuke what-
ever Is mean or blind,

And when, a century from now,
America's children come to read our
history, we pray God that the history
we are about to make may prove &n
Inspiration to thelr loyalty.

In the attainment of this hope, the
utterance of this prayer we who gather
here toduy have a responsibility that
sobers ogur emotlons as it strengthens
our resolutions,

For two yvears the world has been
afire. That fire still burns, but thus
far the United States has held the
flame at bay.

Must Support Principles.

What the people of the United
Blates must determinas through their
suffrage Is whether the principles that
have been agsertod as our national pol-
ley shall be indorsed or withdrawn,

This is the puramount issue,

For 240 years neutrality was a the-
ory; Americe moade it & fact. To win
this priceless right of neutrality this
nation had to undergo a long and pain-
ful struggle.

Where is the American hardy enough
to challonga o policy o firmly fixed
in the nation's traditions?

The president of the United States
stands toduy where stood the men who
made Americe and who saved Amer-
fea ond made American neutrality a
national creed.

It Washington wns right, if Jefer
son was right, it Hamilton was right,
if Lincoln was right, then the presi-
dent of the United States Is right
today; if the Republican leaders are
right then Lincoln was wrong and
Jefferson was wrong and Hamilton
wng wrong and Washington was
wrong.

In all the history of the world
there is no other national policy that
hus justified ftsell so completely and
estirely as the American poliey of
neotrality and isolation from the guar-
rels of European powers.

Neutral Rights Asserted.

No American who knows the facts
can honestly oppose or criticise the
policy of neutrality which the present
Democratic administration hasg pur-
sued.

America’s doctrine of meutrality
never meant that this nation muost
rush headlong into war at the first
invaslon of its neutral rights. This
does not mean that America will not
resort to war when all other means
of protecting It neutral rights have
failed, but it does mean that America
will exhaust every peaceful means of
protecting those rights before it tekes
the step fromi which there Ig no ap-

The issue, ralsed by our opponents,
of the vigor with whieh our neutral-
ity hag been enforced Is & compara-
tive laitue which can be decided only
by comparative results.

power"” to declare war Is conferred
by the Constitution of the Unlited
States, not on the individusl will of

president, but on the composite rea-

gon, the repregentative deciglon of

The geniug of this country Is for
peace. There is no danger of mili-
tarism,

We have bullt our greatness on the
resources of nature and the peace-
ful toil of cur people,

With us war has never been a
cholee, it has always been a fate,

Like the old Mohawk chief who
loved peace, we would like to throw
the tomahawk of war so high in the
gky that no man's hand could ever
pull it down. But when some other
tribe among the races of men sends
us o bundle of arrows wrapped In
the skin of & raltiesnake, we want to
be in a position to send that rattle
enake’'s skin back stuffed with powder
and with ball,

We deprecate the compulsion but
we recognize the need of the police-
man on the beat, the safe in the
bank and the watchdog on the farm.

The war pcross the neas has
brought home to us the feay that ao
long as men are men and nations na-
tions, wars will eontinue,

For these reasons this admiinistra-
tion has done more for our army and
our navy than any administration in
our history.

The Democratic party advocates and
seeks preparedness, byt It Is prepared-
ness for defense, Mol preparedness
for aggression.

Our Notional Soul.

These, then, are the principles that
have been asserted and followed hy
the president of the United States
during the past two years-—thai tho
United States shall not embroil it
self In European strife, that the Unit-
ail States shall endeavor to maintain
friendly and cordial relations with ev-

So lopg as the other nations of the
warth realize that the millions under
America’s flag think as one, believe as
one and act us one in the face of for
elgn war, we shall be freé from fopn
elgn intrigue, and all that it entalls,

High above every other issue rhat
this couvention offers to the Ameri-
can people we must therefore wrila
& vindication of American loyalty.

Our Domestic Policies.

Four years ago the people of this
country entrusted their government
to & man aogd to a party who profo-
ised that they would liberate the ua-
tion from the chains of indum’tal

tyranay. who pledged themselves {o|

break down the barriers behind which
special privilege sat entrenched; who
engaged themselves to emancipate
business, to throw wide the gate of

lawful enterprise, to restore to the
men and women of America the paths

of progress which had been choked
and blocked by long years of invisible
government.

BRITISH TOTAX AMERIGANS

MUST DEPOST SECURITIES WITH
OFFICIALS.

May Cause Exodus of Citizens Who
Seck Information on New
Measure.

London, England—Americans domi-
eiled here who are subject to the in-
come tax must sell to or deposit with
the British government their Amerl-
can seourities, under penalty of an
extra two shillings tax. This informa-
tion is given by an official of the
Amerjcan Dollar Securities commifttee,
The riling holds whether the securi-
tles are held here or in America.

The tax of two shillings added to
the Income fzx will apply to Ameri-
tans who have resided here long
enough to becole subject to the regu-
litr income tax, the incidence of which
will be followed, except that no abate-
ment will be granted on American se-
curities which appesr en the govern-
ment's lst.

If American securities are deposited
with the government only the ugual
income tax, with the ordinary abate-
ment, will be charged, but the goy-
ernment prefers to purthase the se-
curities outright.

In the evemt that American resl-
dents here deposit their American se-
eurities held in the United States, the
| government will collect the interest
and pay It to the owners In sterling,
Ameriean residents holding such se-
curities In America may elther dde-
posit them with or sell them to the
government,

Silent, but cheerful; solemn, bl with
due regard for each delezate’s opiniont
it was Impossible to reach the zaths
ering place without passing apparents
Iy thousands of these thoughtful and
serfous faces. Many delegates were
much Impressed with the business-
like appenrance of these women, and
It angurs well for their deaires.

There seems to he no doubt in the
minds of any of the delegates ns tok
the nomination of Wilson and Mar
shall Some few under Instructions will
vote their first vice-presidential ballot]
for another than Indinna’s famoug
Demoernt, but all are assured that
the two present Incumbents will be
nominated “and trivmphantly elected
next November.
