Gould System Plans.
Plans for the reorganization of the

Missouri Pacific & Iron Mountain
Railroad. System were submitted to
the state public service commission
recently by M. L. Utter of New York
City, representing the banking house
of Kuhn, Loeb & Co., of New York,
they being tho reorganization man-
agers. The commission set the appli-

cation for hearing October 17.
The plan is substantially the one

agreed upon last June. It provides
for a total capitalization of the en
tire system of $383,642,282 and an-

nual interest charges of $9,984,447.
The proposed decrease in the fund-

ed debts is $51,938,058, a decrease a
mile of $5,936, amounting to more
than 14 per cent, and a decrease in
interest charges of $31046,941 a year.
The holders of common stock are to
pay $50 a share for new common
stock.

It is estimated this will produce
$41,419,792, which the managers can
apply to the payment of gold notes
to a similar value. The new securi
ties the reorganization managers de
sire to issue are as follows: First
refunding 6 per cent $4,923,160;
general mortgage bonds, 4 per cent,
$51,350,792; preferred stock, 6 per
cent, $71,800,135; common stock $82,-

839,585.

Charity Board Shut Out.
Not only has ' the governor estab

lished a complete quarantine against
the Kansas City club women who
wanted to investigate the penitenti-

ary, but has extended these regula-

tions to the exclusion of the state
board of chairities and corrections.
In a letter to one of the Kansas City
club women which has been given to
the public, the governor says that the
state board has no authority in law
for making an investigation of the
prison.

In a previous statement, which the
governor gave out, he told MrB. Hen
ry N. Ess, president of the Susan B.
Anthony Club at Kansas City, that
if a committee of club women came
here, they would be admitted to the
prison only under the rules that ap
ply to visitors generally. Following
this communication the women de-

cided there would be no use in their
coming here, since they would not
be allowed to investigate anything,
and they then asked that the state
board of charities and corrections be
authorized to make the Investigation.

BUSHELLS SINCE LAST
REPORT WAS MADE.

WHEAT ACREAGE DECREASES

All Crops Show Losses, But Price
Will More Than Equalize fcosa in

Bulk Pastures Are Poor
Hogs Healthy.

Jefferson City.

Estimates on the Missouri corn
yield for 1916 call for 146,000,000
bushels, according to the crop report
issued by W. L. Nelson, assistant sec-
retary of the state board of agricul-
ture. The report is as follows:

Corn Official crop reporters of tie
state board of agriculture place the
condition of Missouri corn at 64.8, and
estimate that 88 per cent of the crop
is now safe from killing frost. This
is a more optimistic report than was
made on September 1, when the con-

dition of corn was given as 63.4, with
grave fears of heavy damage from
frost At that time the indicated
yield of corn was for but 135,000,000
bushels, but it was also stated thAt
with a seasonable September and a
late frost, later figures should show a
material increase over the prelimi-
nary estimate an increase now
placed at 11,000,000 bushels.

Wheat Based upon the most re
cent reports of correspondents, the
Missouri wheat acreage for the 1917
harvest will be about 17,000,000 or
about 100,000 more than was indicated
on September 1. This, however, will
be the smallest acreage for many
years 12 per cent less than that seed'
ed for the 1916 harvest. Fields were
plowed too wet in 1916, the ground is
hard, and a vast amount of work is
required to get it in shape for seed.
ing. In some sections it has been
practically impossible to break and
prepare stubble ground. The result is
that a very large per cent of the
wheat crop is going In on corn
ground, which in most cases is work
ing well. The poor yield of wheat for
the 1916 harvest, the present high
price of seed and the difficulty of get
ting the ground in condition are in
fluences in the present decreased
acreage. By sections, October 1 seed-
ing shows: Northeast, 46; northwest,
63; central, 45; southwest, 60; south
east, 22. Present acreage estimates
for the 1917 crop, as compared with
the previous year, are as follows:
Northeast, 91 per cent; northwest,
104; central, 81; southwest, 82; south-
east, 79". With sufficient rainfall at
once, and this followed by fair weath
er, these figures may be raised. ,

Other Crops The harvest of tim
othy seed, of good quality, will aver
age about 3.4 bushels per acre. The
clover seed crop has been cut some
what short and may not average bet
ter than 1.5 bushels. Potatoes are
about 60 per cent; tobacco, 81. Con
dition of cotton is 67, but the short-
age in yield will be made up in re
turns by the increased price. Rye
acreage is 86 per cent. Condition of
cowpeas is 71; alfalfa, 79.

Live Stock Pastures are poor and
much live stock is, now being fed new
corn. There is a scarcity of stock on
most farms. But little hog cholera
is reported.

ply with the statute requiring each in
corporated company to report to the
secretary of state before July 1 of
each year the amount of its capital
assets and liabilities and to furnish
affidavit that it is not a- trust or com

Recorder of Deeds Joy, who is re
quired to give the corporations notice
of their delinquency, said that officers

ALLIES LOOK FOR WAR

Prepare to Circumvent German Flo-tiil- a

Sent to Prey on Trans-Atlanti- c

Trade.

Washington, D. C. British naval
authorities are preparing for a series
of German submarine raids on this
side of the Atlantic. It was learned
In diplomatic circles that information
had reached both England and France
that several flotillas of submarines
will leave Germany shortly headed for
this side, to make an organized at-
tempt to halt and sink munition and
supply ships. These vessels will op-

erate in twos and threes to meet the
problem growing out of the fact that
hereafter all Anglo-Frenc- h merchant-
men will be armed "for defense."

In order to meet the problem it is
expected here that certain freight
and munitions will be diverted from
ports south of Nantucket. A safe
refuge will be provided for cargo
ships probabjy by placing nets, in
the Bay of Fundy and St. Johns
harbor, such as now is in force off
Northern Scotland and the Irish coast,
will be made effective.

JAPS AFTER PACIFIC TRADE

Building Fast Steamers for Service
Between Oriental and United

States Ports.

Tokio, Japan. The Toyo Risen
Kaisha is building two large passen-
ger steamships, each of about 17,000
tons gross, for service to San Fran-
cisco. One will be called the San
Francisco Maru but the name of the
second has not yet been selected. The
liners will have a length of about
636 feet. They will have quample
expansion engines and each will af-

ford accommodation for about 300
saloon passengers, with 100 second
class and S00 third class. The speed
Is estimated at 23 knots, making them
the fastest and largest on the
Pacific.

The company will also build 11
freight steamers, five of which will
be utilized in the New York service
by way of the Panama canal.

SLUES IKE CONCESSIONS

PROMISE TO EXPEDITE ALL

MAILS CENSORED.

Identical Replies From England and
France to Be Made Public

Tomorrow.

Washington, D. C Some radical
changes in the treatment of mails on
neutral ships are promised in the re-
ply of the British and French govern-
ments to the American protests
against interference with mails. The
changes, while short of an abandon-
ment of the contention of the right
to search for information of value to
an enemy, are regarded by the allies
as sufficient to meet the wishes of the
United States.

Great Britain and France contend
they have a right to seize and open
all mail passing through their ports,
but give pledges that all mail will be
expedited hereafter.

The text of the reply was not made
public, but the allies are understood
to give renewed promises that every
effort will be made to minimize delay
and annoyance caused by examina-
tion, but to insist upon certain legal
rights in regard to mails which the
United States has denied.

The notes, which are identical, will
be made public Sunday morning.

LOOK TO ALLIES FOR HELH

Rumanian King, In Interview,
Hope That They Will

Protect His Subjects.

London, England. The Times pub-

lishes an interview given to its cor
respondent with the Rumanian army
by the king of Rumania, In which the
monarch appeals to the allies not to
permit his country to suffer the fate
of Servia and Belgium.

"The Rumanians will not falter,"
the king said, "in their alliance to the
cause, nor-ca- the enemy wean them
from their faith in the allies. Yet
the Rumanians pray that in spite of
their existing exigencies and their
own huge problems, the allies will
not allow the affairs of Rumania, who
has staked her all in this conflict, to
pass into the back of their minds and
to suffer to such an extent that she
may meet the fate of either Belgium
or Servia."

KAISER TO KEEP PROMISES

WILL NOT VIOLATE

PRIZE LAWS.

Holland Informed Full Indemnity Will
Be Paid If Bloomersdijka Was

Sunk Unlawfully.

The Hague, Netherlands. The
Dutch government has received
from the German legation a state-
ment that implicit instructions had
been given commanders of German
submarines to sink neutral steamships
in no case unless the vessels could
be destroyed in accordance with the
German prize law. Therefore it was
considered extremely unlikely that the
captain of the Bloomersdijka was told
by the captain of the submarine
which sank the steamship that he
would send to the bottom every ship
which otherwise might touch a Brit-

ish port. Such a statement, it was
pointed out, would have been com-

pletely opposed to the orders given
the commander.

The government also was informed
that should it be proved the Bloom-eradijka-

sinking was not in accord-
ance with German law, Germany
would grant indemnity for the vessel
and cargo without submitting the mat-

ter to a prize court. t

PLANE CARRYING ARMY MAIL

Regular Service Established From
Columbus, N. M., to Colonla

Dublan, Mexico.

Washington, D. C. A regular
daily mail service cy aeroplane has
been established between Columbus,
N. M., and Colonia Dublan, Mexico,
headquarters of Maj. Gen. Pershing's
punitive expedition, by the first aero
squadron of Gen. Pershing's forces.
