PURPOSE IS TO "GZT VILLA"

American Commander Took No Ac-

tion Without Securing Consent of
Interested Parties Original .

t
Instructions Broad Enough.

Washington. A report is In circu-
lation in Washington that Maj. Gen.
Pershing, commander of the Ameri-
can punitive expedition now In Mex-

ico, had sent a force of troops to the
relief of Gen. Trevino, commander of
the Carranzista army engaged in de-
fending Chihuahua City. Secretary
Baker declined to comment on the
report whictf gives the impression
that it has foundation.

If American troops have been sent
to Chihuahua City, the reason for this
action is plain. Officially, they will
not be ordered to afford relief te. the
Carranza forces, but to make an ef-

fort to capture Francisco 'Villa, who
is said to be personally in command
of the contingent that has been trying
to capture Chihuahua City, and was
said to have returned there after hav-
ing been driven off in an engagement
last week.

One of the purposes of the Persh-
ing expedition was to "get Villa,"
dead or alive, and with definite know-
ledge that he la near Chihuahua City,
Gen. Pershing might feel his instruc-
tions required him to send troops in
tV.at direction.

It is doubtful, however, if Gen.
Pershing took action of that kind
without knowledge and consent of the
Carranza authorities.

Washington. More than $500,000,-00- 0

Commission-
er Osborn's annual' report, just made
public, shows that receipts broke all
records with a total of $512,723,288,
or $97,000(000 more than last year.

Corporations paid $56,972,721 and
individuals $67,943,596 on account of
the income tax law, an increase of
almost $18,000,000 .for corporations
and $27,000,000 for individuals.

CARRANZA TO PASS ON PLAN

Each Country to Patrol Own Side of

Border, But United State Re

serves Right to Cross Lin
When Necessary.

Atlantic City. N. J. A protocol
providing for the withdrawal of the
American troops from Mexico and for
the patrol of the border was signed
by the members of the Mexican-America-

Joint commission. The commis-
sioners then took an adjournment of
two weeks.

The protocol provides for the with-

drawal of American troops command-
ed by Gen. Pershing within 40 days
of the date of its final approval un-

less by that time the conditions in
Northern Mexico have become such
that the American border is endanger-
ed by the bandits.

The control of the border has been
left to the Tespectve armies of the
two governments, each to' patrol its
own side. The question of

on the border is left to the com-

manding officers of the two armies
on the border.

Although not incorporated in the
written argeement, the American
commissioners told the Mexicans
that this government would reserve
the right to pursue across the bor-

der into Mexico and bandit forces
that crossed the international line in-

to the United States.
On Way to Carranza.

The adjournment was taken to al-

low Alberto Pani of the Mexican
commission to go to Mexico to place
before Carranza a copy of the pro-

posals for an international border
agreement made by the Americans.
Pani has left New York to start for
Mexico. Secretary Lane and the
other two American representatives
left for their homes. Luis Cabrera
and Ignacio Bonillas, the other Mexi-

can representatives, will remain in
the United States.

They insisted that they must be giv-

en an opportunity to refer to their
government a full account of the pro-

posals for border control made by the
American commissioners after Sec-

retary of the Interior Lane, chairman
of the commission, had obtained the
approval of President Wilson to the
plan.

MEXICO HEARS STRANGE TALE

Revolution in Several States, Accord-

ing to Dispatches Printed In El

Democrata of Chihuahua. "
