A little time spent in planning a

garden will save a great deal of sub-

sequent labor. C. Q. Carpenter of
the Missouri College of Agriculture
suggests that the rows of vegetables
run north and south so that one side
will receive sunlight In the morning
and the other In the afternoon. This
Is the best arrangement wherever it
is possible. The slope of the garden,
If it is on a hillside, may prevent
running the rows north and south.
It Is also advisable to space the rows
so that horse-draw- n implements can
be used. Sometimes it pays to arrange
even such small plants as lettuce and
radishes so that they may be cultivat-
ed with labor saving implements,

In general, planting should be be-

gun on one side of the garden and
continued to the other. This will
enable the gardener to keep the weeds
