Tt ylelded 4,800 bushels and
he sold It at $2.05 per bushel, giving |
him £0.840, The land cost him £4,500,
brenking, seeding, seed, cutting und |
threshing, $1920. Iz profit was |
$£3,120 after paying for his land and |
hils costs of Improving. 1o has now
£3,120 to commence another season
with a “paid for In full" fmproved
farm.
