Dovavras, Aniz,, Oct. 8, 1017,

Dear Mother and Father—I wrote
you n letter, I think abont Beptember
25, and not recelving any answer I
thought I wonld write again. Maybe
my letter naver reached you. I wrote
sister a letter and have not recelved
any answer yet, '

Ireceived both of your last letters,
REeGisTER and the other, alsothe plot-
ures; I think the pictures are fine, but
1 dopn't hardly know bow to keep
them. I'll find some way to keep
them. Ialso had & letter from Mr,
‘Barton a little over & week ago and I
want to answer it today, aa I have a
little time. T wantto write Mr, Bar-
ger o few lines to-morrow if I have
time. Mr. Barton told me in his letter
that Mr. Barger was not well.

We are sure getting some hard
drilling now. We have had target
practice several times now, 1 think
we wil gat reyolver practice about
the end of this month, I hope so.

Increased Postage Rates.

Detailed instructions to postmasters
on the increased letter mail rated
which become effective November 2,
under the terms of the war tax bill,
were issued Uetober 5, by Postmaster
General Barleson, They do not apply
to mail to most foreign countries,
which are ftixed by International
treaties, but they do apply to all
domestic mail and under that class-
Hication is included mail to Canada,
Mexico, Cuba, Panama, the United
States postal agency at Bhanghai, and
all personsin the miiltury seryvice of
the United States in Europe, The
instructions to postmnsters are us
follows: “Postmasters shall, on and
after November 2, see that postage is
paid at the rate of § ceénts an ounce
or fraction thereof on letter aud other
firat class matter, excapt drop letiere,
All drop letters, that is lettera maiied
for delivery from thoe cflice at which
pusted, including those for delivery
hy city, rural or other carrier of such
ofHee, are regnired to have postage
paid on them at the rate of 2 cents an
ounce or fraction thereof. Postal
cards are required to be prepaid 2
cents, and, therefure, the 1 cent postat
cards must have & l-cenl stamp af<
fixed to them in addition to 1-cemt
stamp Impressed on such cards. Post
cards (private mailing cards) bearing
written messages, must have 2 cents
postage prepaid on them.”

The Wheat Price Explained.

Although there has been much said
by way of explaining the government
price of wheat, many people ara still
asking for information on the subject,
and thisis not at all strapge, for the
problem of price fixing by the gov-
ernment [s entirely new to our coun-
try.

The price now ie 82,20 at Ohicago
for No. 1 wheat of the different
varietiea, This price was determined
by & committes of twelve selected by
the president, the membership of the
committee belng composed of two
prominent economists, two repre-
sentativos of organized labor, two
representatives of big buainess, two
presidents of stale agricultural col-
leges, three representatives of or-
ganized agricalture and one individoal
farmer, There were on the committee
four men actually engsged in farm-
ing.

1 wheat at
Chieago In a fixed price for the 1017
crop antl will not be changed belore
Joly 1; 1018. The government will
buy mll wheat offered at that price,
provided there are no other buyers
who will pay as much, but will not

Hog cholera Is o disense spread by
bacteria mach ke typhold or small
pox. Ananimalsuffering from cholera
does not alwnye ghow the eame
symptoms, Inthe past this has cans-
el some coniusion in that veterin-
arinng gave different names to the
same disenee. Bince hogs have very
few other disenses, It is usvally sale
Lo assume that a sick hog is snffering
from cholera,

There are very few if any cures for
cholera, Placing sick hogs in a clean
pen with no food and clean drink-
ing water is probably as good & treat-

ment a8 can be given. But thereis n|

sure preventative. A well hog treat-
ed with serum will not take the
cholera, The serum {8 Injected into
the nnimal in much the samo manner
a8 we vaccinace against emall pox,
Serum can be given by the owner but
it is usually much better to get a
veterinarlan. Thére are 8 pumber
of assistant state veterinarians lo-
cnted in various paris of the state
whose services can be had for the
asking, Dr.J. L. Hickman, Brunot,
Mo., serves the counties of Wayne,
Iron, Reynolds and Madison, A post-
al card nddressed to him will get Im-
‘mediate attention with no charge
save for the perum.

Duying a recent trip through these
counties I was very much surprised
at the number of hoge that were dying
with cholera. 1 could not help con-
trasting conditions here with those In
counties like Cape Girardeau, where
there Is a stock law. Cape County Is
practically free from oholera. Only
oecaslonally s theto s onse and that
i usnally be traced to hogs coming
in from neighboring opunties, Range
hoge contract the dlsesss and dle-be-
fore thelr ownors know they are aiok.
Dogs scatter parts of these animals
where they will' be found by other
hogs, or they are washed
