I told him that I had and
that-tho- lived near Charlottesville.
He said, "I will wire them to come
and take yon home. We cau't look
after you as we like." So he sent the
message. By 4 o'clock the next day
the doctor came to me and said,
"Your mother is jherr; now don't get
excited." In less than a moment my
motnercame and fell down ou her
knees .beside my cot. That was a
happy moment for mo. Isaac.
