In the German song, “Deutschiand
Weber Alles,” which is probably nol
'belng shouted as vociferously todng
#8 It was four years ago, It is de
<lared that Germany stretches “from
the Muus to the Memel"” As a mat
ter of fact, the German population
stops conslderably short of the river
Memel, the commlittea on public In
formntlon says. The Memel wvalley
fs Inhublted chlefly by Lithuanians
and the seaport of Memel, loeated af
dts mouth, Is almost wholly a Lithu
anian clity.

In the middle nges the Lithuanian
anee In this region extended up to the
Vistula. DBut In the thirteenth cen:
tary the Teutonle kn{ghts conquered
the territory and started to oppress

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No matter how early the bargals

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I got up about four o'clock the next
morning, which was Sunday, Decem-
ber 10, 1016—a date I do not think
will ever forget.

As soon as 1 was dressed I went
down to the forecastle peak and from
there Into the paint locker, where I
found some rope. Then back again on
deck, and made myself & hammock,
which I rigged up on the boat deck,
figuring that I would have a nlce sun
bath, as the weather had at last
turned clear,

As soon as I had the hammock
strung I went down to the baker and
had & nice chat with him—aund stole a
few hot buns, which was what I was
reelly after—and away to the galley
for breakfost. I was almost exactly
emidships, eltting on an old orange
box. I had not been there long when
0ld Chips, the ship's earpenter, stuck
his head In the door and sang out,
“Ship on the starboard bow" I did
oot pay any attention to him, because
thips on the starboard bow were
oo novelty to me, or on the port
either. Chips was not crazy about
looking at her, elther, for he came In
and sat on another box and began
scofling. He sald he thought she was
& tramp and that she flew the British
flag astern.

I ate all I could get hold of and went
out on deck, I stepped out of the gal-
ley just In time to see the fun. The
ship was just opposite us when away
went our wireless and some of the
boats on the starboard side, and then,
boom! boomn! and we heard the report
of the guns. T heard the shrapnel
whizzing around us just as I hod many
& time before, I jumped back in the
galley and Chips and the cook were
shaking so hard they made the pans
rattle,

When the firlng stopped I went up
to the boat deck. I had on all of my
clothing, but fnstead of shoes I was
wearing a pair of wooden clogs, The
men and boys were crozy—rushing
around the deck and knocking each
other down, and everybody getting In
everybody else's way. We lowered our
Jacob's ladders, but some of the men
and boys were already In the water.
Why they jumped I do not know.
Then the German ralder Moewe
headed right in toward us and I
thought she was golng to ram us, but
she backed water about thirty yards
away. She lowered a lifeboat and It
made for the Georgle, passing our
men in the water as they came and
crashing them on the head with boat-

hooks when they could reach them.
I noticed that there were red kegs in
the German boat.

When the lifebont reached the Ja-
cob’s ladders I went over to the port
alde of the Georgic and then the Ger

the first thing I knew, I was kicked off

were asking each other If
downhearted and answering, “Not a
bit of It, me lads,” and trying to sing,
“Pack up your troubles in your old kit
bag” only they could not do much
singing on account of the waves that
slipped Into thelr mouths every time
they opened them, That was just like
Limeys, though.

Bome of the boys were just climbing
up the Jacob's ladder on the Moewe
when the old Georgic let out an awful
roar and up went the deck and the
hatches high in the apir in splinters.
One fellow let go his hold on tho lad-
der and went down and he never came
up. The Germans were mnking for the
Moewe in the lifehoat and we reached
it just before they did. Up the lndder
we went and over the side and thd)
first thing we caught sight of was the
German revolvers in our faces drilling
us all into line,

The lifchoat brought back the ship's
papers from the Georgle and we had
roll eall. They kept us up on deck in
our wet underwear and It was very
cold indeed. Then the first mate and
the old man and one of the German
officers called off the names and we
found we had fifty missing,

The Boche commander had gall
enough to say thnt he was not there
to kill men but to sink all ships that
were supplying the allles! He sald
England was trying to starve Germany,
but that they would never suceeed and
that Germany would starve the allles
Very soon,

After roll call some of us asked the
Germans for clothes, or at lenst a
place to dry ourselves In, but Fritz
could not see us for the dust on the
ocenn and we just had to stand there
and shiver till we shook the deck, unl-
most. Then I went and sat down on
the pipes that feed the deck winches,
They hnd quite a8 head of steam In
them and I was beginning to feel more
comfortable when I got a good eclout
alongslde of the head for sitting there
and trying to keep warm. It wns a
German garby and he started calling
me all the various kinds of schweln-
hunde he could think of and he could
think of a lot.

Finally they mustered us all on
another part of the deck, then drilled
us down into the forecastle and read
the martial law of Germnny to us.
At lenst I guess that (s what it wns,
It might have been the “Help Wanted
—Dog Catchers" column from the Ber-
lin Lokal Taggabble for all most of us
knew or cared. It shows what cards
the Germaons are—reading all those
four-to-the-pound words to us shiver-
ing garbies, who did not give a dime
a dozen whether we heard them or not,
Fritz Is like some other hot sketches—
he is funnlest when he does not mean
to be, Every German ls a vaudeville
skit when he acts natural,

There were hammocks there and we
jumped Into them to get warm, but the
Germans came down with thelr re-
volvers nnd bayonets and took the
hammocks away and poured water on
the decks nnd told us to gleep there,
They could not have done & worse
trick than that,

Then they put locks on the portholes
and told us that anyone caught fiddling
with the locks would be shot at once,
This was becuuse we might eight a
Britlsh or French man-of-war at any
time and as the Moewe was ealling un.
der the British flag and trying to keep
out of trouble they did not wnnt us
at the ports signallng our own war-
ships for help. If they hnd bucked
any of the allled ships and had o fight
we would have died down there llke
rats,

The Moewe hnd alrendy captured
the Voltaire, Mount Temple, Cambrian
Range and the King George and had
the crews. of these vesscls between
decks with us. 'These men told us
how the Germans were treating them
and it looked to me ns though the eve-
nlog would be spent in playlng games
and a pleasant {ime would be had by
all—not.

The crew of the Mount Temple were
on deck working when the ralder sud-
denly opened fire on them., Two or
three men jumped into the water and
the Germans turned a gun on them
while they were swimming and killed
them, That was Just a sample of what
had happened to them,

The men now began runhing up and
down in a line to keep warm, but I
took a little run on my own hook and
treated myself to as much of 'a once-
over of the ship as I could. I do not
belleve the Moewe hod more than a
three-fourths-Inch armor plate, but be-
hind that she had three Tows of pig
iron, which made about a foot in thick-
ness. There was nothing but cable
strung along the deck and when I saw
that I would bave given anything to
bave had a crack at her with a 14-inch

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For our first meal they slung a big
bag half full of ship biscult—
us and some dixies of
tea. After this festival we began
roaming up and down the deck agaln,
because it was the ouly way to keep
warm.

underwear and telllng each other that
Whosis Unlons—the Roomy Kind—
were just what they wanted from
Snnty, Only we did not have any
Christmas tree to sit around, We must
have looked funny, though, and I would
have hnd a good laugh If I had not
been so cold.

We could not go to sleep Lecanse
the decks were wet, nor could we sit
down with any comfort for the mame
reason. Besldes, we thought we might
bueck up agalnst a British cr a French
crulser at any minnte and most of us
thought we would stuy up and get an
eye full before we started for Davy's
well-known locker.

About two bells the followlng mom-
Ing the Moewe's eogines began to
groan and shake her up a bit and we
could hear the blades jump out of the
water every once In a while nnd tear
awny. BShe went nhead in this way for
some tlme and wo were hoplng she
was trying to get away from n crulser
and some of us were pulling for the
crulser to win and cthers hoplng the
Moewe would get her heels clenr and
keep us from getting ours,

The Huns were running up and down
the deck yelling llke wild men and
one of our men began to yell too, He
was delirious and after he yelled a
bit he jumped up and made a pass at
the sentry, who shot at him but
missed. The shot missed me too, but
not, very much, Then they dragged
the delirlous man up on deck and Lord
konows what they dld with him, because
we pever saw him again, But we did
not hear any sound thnt they might
have made in shiooting him.

Then the Huns began shelling and
they kept It up for some time, i

Then they ordered us up on deck
to see the ship they had been firing at
and when we came up the companlon
wny they were just bringing the other
ghip's skipper nboard. It was the
French colller 8t. Theodore, hove to
oft the starbonrd slde with u prize
erew from ‘the Moewe aboard and wig-
wagging to the ralder

Then the Huns began shouting and
they rousted us below deck again. The
place where we had been was filled
with smoke, from what or why I do
not know, but It was almost Impos-
slble to brenthe In it, When the
smoke cleared up a bit the Marathon
started again, for we were still in our
underwear only. One of the hoys had
nsked Fritz for clothing and Frits anld
the English had tough enough sking
and they dld not need clothing, Then
he sald: “Walt until y~n see what our
German winters are |

The following morning the engines
began to tear awny ngnin and the
puns started firing, After a while the
firlng stopped and the engines too, and
after an hour they had the old wan
of the Yarrowdnle nboard, She was a
British ship charterod by the French
and hound for Brest and Liverpool

When they rousted us on deck dnnIn
Bt.

she bad the nmdunm.ﬂ“ 8 2, boe
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most of us who had volunteered fig-
ured that we would recelve clothes
and shoes. In the morning an officer
came down below and read out the
names of those who were to go and I
felt even lighter when he called mine,
We were each given a life belt and
mustered on deck,

The sen was pretty nasty and some
of the men hnd narrow escapes from
falling between the Mocwe and the
lifebonts when the swells rocked us,
One man fell from the ladder and
broke hls neck on the gunwale of the
lifeboat. They took over boat after
boat to the Yarrowdale until finally
we were aoll there. Then they mus-
tered us on deck and warned us not to
start anything, becaunse they bad a
time bomb in the engine room and two
on the bridge. Meantime they had
brought over several boatloads of hard-
tack and we threw it Into No. 8 hold,
This was to be our fcod for some tlne,

CHAPTER XVII,
Landed in Germany.

They had a coolle craw on the Tar-
rowdale and when they routed them
on deck the coolles began to pray, and

I sneaked up to where the rest of
the fellows were and the guards
drilled us into No. 4 hold. There was
nothing but nmmunition In it. They
battened the hatches down on us,
which made the hold waterproof, And

only alr the 580 of us got was through
the ventllators, That hold wns cem
talnly foul.

They next day some of the men bad
got cigarcites somewhere. In a fow
minutes they ns well ns the rest had
lit up and were puffing nway In great
style. I divided a clgarette with nne
other fellow. Remember, wo were slt=
ting and standing on ammunition all
this time, It shows how iuch we
cared whether school kept or not,

The Germans saw the smoke com-
ing out of tho ventllators and they
