Our Soldier Boys.

Private L. R. Robinson, Co. K, 188th
U. 8. Infantry, c. 'o. 3d Battalion
Scouts, writes on January 1: “We are
justcommencing a New Year. Hope
it is mot like the old year. Have had
some rain the past week. We are
stillanxiously waiting for the good
news of returning. We have done
about all we can, Came over to help
end the war. Itis over now, let us
return. As for boilding op the coun-
try, let the Humns build it np. They
destroyed the homes, We are now
with the scouts, We were quarterad
insome Frepch barracks, We only
stald one night, and then got runners
out, Itis cold, but not so bad when
it is not raining. Then it is disagree-
able, We certainly spent the holi-
days, no place to go. We are glad
there are no tranches in our way. It
would be Pas Bon to spend these chil-
ly nights in the trenches. I received
a letter from Dewey Pollock. He said
his only disappointment was that he
did not get to serve in Eoropeun wa-
ters, Icannot say what mine is. Sup-
pese it is we did not get to come
home to spend Christmas. May be we
will get home for the 4th of July. 1
hope 8so. 1 received the Christmas
Baclmga just in time for New Years

ay. A little late in coming, but in
time for one holiday any way. Well,
news is scarce, so will ringoff, Burnt
up a candle in writing these few linea,
I hope you enjoyed & happy Christ-
mas and New Year. We did (?).
Write soon and all the news.”

Private 1et Olass, Walter Hatten,
127th Infantry, writes again from Sal-
ters, Germany, December 20: “The
time is certainly passing fast since we
crossed into Germany., We will soon
be on German soil a month, and it
seemslike & day to us boys. This is
not a very large place, but it certain-
ly abounds with large German Hotels.
We are the only battalion in this town
now and we all have fire and electric
lights in onr billeta. All the houses
have water works in them, so we do
not have to go out of the honse to get
drinking or washing water. In even
the smallest of the towns they had
elgetric lighs in their barns, When
the German soldiers returned, through
these German towns they stole every-
thing they could get their hands upon.
In a speech made to us by our Divi-
sional Oommander, Major General
Haan, at Brehenville where the war
ended, he told us that France had lost
two million six hundred thousand men
killed. He said he wanted us to keep
the towns cleaned up, asall the work
we did lightened the burdens of the
French women. For the splendid
showing of this Division Major Gener-
al Haan was promoted to Corps Com-
mander. Our Divisional Commander
ia now Major General Lassiter., The
Division we are with is in the Third
Army Corps, and it is this Corps that
followed up and took control of the
bridgeheads on this side of the Rhine.
We do not know when we will be re-
lieved and start for the port of em-
barkment, but we would all be glad if
it would be some time soon. The
Thirty Second was the fifth Division
to arrive in France, so we figure we
will be among some of the first Divi-
slons to get home, We had a white
Ohristmas this year here, and these
Dotebmen came to town in their
sleighs. Most anything they haul here
in palled by milk cows. I had to come
to France and Germapy to see them
hauling wood and plowiog with milk
cows. We have been hav nf guite a
bit of slest and raln here Intely Tt
is now most supper time. We eat at
4:15 here, as it gets dark early, es-
pecially this time of the year."?

Private J. Earl Oslvert writes from
Germany: ‘“When the armistice was
signed we were in the Argonne Forest
near Verdun, where we were engaged
in the hottest battle we have been in,
or that any other American soldier
was in. That last caonon that fired
sounded as if were full of music, for we
were pretty weary. We bad chased
the Hon from the wood to the river
which was several miles and really
seamed farther, for these old machine
fnnn got awfual l:uvy on top of your

ull pack which we bad to carry as the
nights wera pretty cold. We hiked
from there back to Verdon and from
there to 30 miles morth of Qoblenz
where those of us belonging to the
First Divislon are among the troops
of ocoupation. The Hun receives ns
coolly, but at the same with reaspect,
and sa mlku the Americans more
than the allies, We are gott

Last
night we played a concert in a theatre
for the boys of the 16th and the fellows
of Divisional Headquarters. It was the
first Band concert the_fellows from the
16th had heard since the 16th Band play-
ed ‘for them at camp rear Bordeaux.
They salvaged their instruments at
Chateau Thierry, July 28th, when we
wenl into action and haven't gotten them
yet. Now that the war is over the Regi-
mental Commmander is trying to reor-
ganizethe band.”” QOn January ist, he
writes: “‘I am here at Bad Bertuch wait-
ing for transportation to take me to the
16th, and [ suppose this will be the last
letter that you will receive from me from
over bere.

I received a
bundle of Magazines from you last even-
ing, and also the REGisTER. I receiyed
some from- you while we were in the
Argonne Woods, and believe me they
came in handy to all of the fellows in my
53."' d or detail. They certainly devour-
ed' them. While | am waiting here I have
fone day to call mine, I am here in one
of the most exclusive summer resorts in
the world, one for those in high circles
with Old Bill. The forests surrounding
B, B. are inhabited by wild boar, deer,
fox, etc., and before the war were re-
served for the German nobility to hunt
in. There is some real rustic mountain
scenery. The place is famous for its
mineral baths. The water is ¢8 F, at all
times. In coming here we passed through
the Black Forest in West Prussia border-
ing on Luxemburg. The law on forest
conservation is very strict in Germany as
well as all over Europe. Nearly all for-
ests of any note are set out in rows and
are very thick in growth. Pine and oak
are not mixed, It reminds one of a field
of corn and wheat adjoining each other,
The pine here is similar to the spruce
and white pine in the southern part of the
U. S.; while the oak is not very different
from the white oak of our own country.
Beech and hemlock grow extensively
here,"' E

Captain P. D. Camnell, H Company,
sth Regiment, Marine Corps, A, E. F,,
writés on January oth: “I am in receipt
of your letter of November 6th, 1918, re-
3uestm informaiion concerning the

eath of your son, Private Russell Riggs,
formerly of thiscompany, and who was
killed in action on October sth, 1918, in
the battle of Blanc Mont Ridge. Your
son was instantly killed by the fragments
of a high explosive shell, a rough piece
of shrapnel having struck him in the
heart, He was lying in a small dug out
when the shell struck a short distance
away. He remained there unobserved
from the time he was killed (about 11 »,
M.) until early the next morning when a
chow detail went to call him and found
him dead. It 1s understood that he was
sleeping when he was killed. In your
letter you asked about his Testament,
but I am sorry to inform you that it was
impracticable to obtain these little person-
al effects, due to the fact that the com-
pgny pushed on shortly after he was kill-
e .I!
