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Mr. Lodge's Triumph?

The Lodge treaty of nullification
has been killed, the treaty of Versaiiles
still lives, though passion and par-
tisanship and the spirit of revenge
have prevented, for this session of
Congressat least, ita ratification and
acceptance by the United States, says
the New York Times, commenting on
the action taken by the Senate. It
will be put into effect by the other
‘signatories, leaving this country with-
out its benefils, standing before the
world as the one nation that refuses
to sanction measures for the pre-
vention of war, We shall not long
remain in that shameful position.
The tresty must be called into exist-
ence, the United States must join the
other 'nations in sanpctioning the
agreement reaehed at Versailles, in
the League for peace.

As the hour for nullifying the
President’s work approached the
splendld discipline of the Republican
party asserted itself, The scruples
and compunctions of the **mild reser-
vationists” gave way, they put them-
selves altogether under the leader-
ship of Mr. Lodge. The Benators of
the *‘battalion of death” did not
desert their parly when they voted,
thirteen of them, against the Lodge
resolotion snd reservations, They
voted to destroy the treaty, and that
is precisely what the thirty-five
Republicans who supported Mr.
Lodge’s treaty voted for., Forty-two
Democrats, Mr. Hitchcock’s entire
band of loyal supporters, voled as
the President desired, “‘against the
Lodge resolution of mnullification,”
hoping in that way to prepars the
way for saving the Versailles treaty.

The country will not for an instant
be in doubt as to the responsibility.
Who has supported the treaty of Ver-
sailles from the moment of ita sub-
mission to the Benate, who has tolled
and striven for its ratification? Who
has opposed ratification, who has
piled Ossas and Pelions of obstruc-
tion scross ite pathway, who has en-
gralted upon it reservations that blast
and destroy it? When we &ay who
we mean which party. An cbserving
people will judge, has judged.

It has been a work of blind partisan
recklessness, done in callous disre-
gard of the need and the suffering of
nations and of millions of men who
will have to bear their burdens unre-
lieved until, with the eatablishment
of conditions of peace, works of
mercy and npbuilding can be under-
taken. Itis a fearful responsibility
that the enemies of the tredty and of
peace have taken upon themeelves,

The hearing of George Begley, Jr.,
in volancary bankruptey proceedings

However, Referee Kne-
hans is disposed to have a trostee
elected at the first meeling.
Mr, Begley left town last Friday and
it is not known by the public where
he is, His relativea have said he went
to Chicago from here to be gone a
few days.
No new deveiopments with regard
to the Begley failure havé been made
pablic. Many tangled conditions are
presenting themselves in the various
sffairs, especially where there are
more than one first deed of trust
against the same property. Lawyers
have been employed by most of those
who hold Begley paper and it is to be
threshed ot as to which of these pa-
pers are genuine snd which ones are
the forgeries.
One case has become known in
which there are four first deeds of
trast, They are against the Collett
property on Main street which is now
owned by Chas. Miller, When Mr,
Miller bought the property from Mr,
Collett he assumed & 85000 indebted-
ness ngainst the property. Mer. Collet
had given a first mortage deed to the
United Realty Company of which
Begley was anofficer. Itnow appears
that there are altogether four such
deeds of trust, each for §5000. Three
of them are evidently forgeries with
the deputy recorder’s eignature, the
notary public’s name and seal and the
recorder’s seal all forged. It is re-
ported that the holders of these
mortgages are the Cairo National
Banlk, Missourl State Life Insurance
Company of 8t. Louis, 0. W. Mason
of 8t. Louis and E. E, Kimel of Hot
Bprings. It is not known which one
holds the genuine deed of trust,
