Posiac 37.

AN ACT to provide for the care and preser-
cation of the works constructed ly the
United States for bringing he Folomae
water into the cities oL? Washington anil
Georgetown, for the supply of saul water
for all governmental purposes, and for the
uses and benefits of the nbabitmnts of the
said cities.
Be it enacted by the Sewrde wid Honseof Rep-
resentatives of the Uwited States of Ameriea
in Congress wesembles!, That the damsa nd ague-
ducts, water-gates, reservoirs, and all fixtnres
and improvements connectod therewith which
have been or may berealter be o mstruotet by
the Uniled States for the conveysmoe of the
water from the Polomac riy or. above the
Great Falls thereof, to the eities of Washing-
ton and Georgetown, together with the lamds,
houses, fencing, water. Al other rights and
appurtenances connccted with the same amd
belonging to she Govermment, as also the
inin condwis, Supply-pipes, basing, hydrants,
fountairs stop-cocks, sewers, dmins, receiving
% and all other fixtures connected with
same, which have been or may heveafler
be Inid down or constructed by the United
States, shall be pliced by the President of the
United States, under the immediate care,
management, and superintomslence of a pro-
perly qualitied ofticer of the United States
corps of engineers, to be appointed by him,
who shall aet under the Depariment of the
Interior, and who shall make an sunual re-
port to that Department in the month ol Noy-
ember in each year, to be laid before Congress
at the commencement of their regular annual
session, of the work, proceedings, repairs,
casualties, and expenditures connected with
the said water-works for the preceding year;
and such officer, as a compensation forthe du-
ties and responsibilities imposed upon him by
this act, shall receive for lis pay as said en-
gineer no more than his regular pay a8 an
officer of the corps; he shall ocenpy lko ne-
cessary apartments in one of the pullic build-
ings in the city of Waslington as may be
directed by the President, and shall be sup-
plied by the Government with the stationery,
instruments, books, and furniture required n
the perfrmance of his public duties. And
in this office of the engineer of the Potomae
water-works shall be kept and preserved a
complete record of all the lands and other
property and matters and things enumernted
in thig section and otherwise connected with
or belonging to these water-works, or which
may hereafter be acquired or procured for the
same.
