The Galphin and Gardiner Swindles.

It will be remembered that great swindles
were perpetrated upon the government during
the sdministrations of Gen: Taylor and Mr,
Fillmore. On__e_nminuinn, the

of this claim ‘were impudent forgeries The
award of $431,000, was made under the treaty
of Guadalowpe Hidalgo, upon a msss of writ-
ten ‘evidence showing an imterest in mines,
&c.  The moncy was pald to Dr. Gardiner
and his assignees in the spring of 1851.—
About $250,000 of the amount was deposited
in banks in New York and Washington, and
with 10,000 the successful claimant proceed-
ed to Europe. It appears that the monef
had been attached in the funds of the depos-
itaries as soon as the frgeries were detected.
Upon the discovery of the fmud, however,
Gardiner returned from Europe, boldly pro-
claimed his innocenge and demanded a trial,
which he had, and the jury hiled to agree—
In the moantime a commission was dispatehed
to Mexico to take teStimony, &e¢. Gardiner
nccompanied it and returned with it. The
testimony taken was fatal to him, however,
and he was convicted on' the 30th of May,
1854, and sentenced to ten years imprison-
ment ; but immediately upon entering his cell
the unfortunate man swallowed strychnine
and died.
It appears that of the money thos fraudu-
lently obtained, Gardiner deposited $130,000
in the Mechanies' Banking Association of New
York. This sum was claimed by the United
States and by John Charles Gardiner, as ad-
ministrator of hig brother's estate.  The final
ward giyes the United States the principal
and the administrator the accummulaied intar-
ést upon the fund at five per cent., amounting
to £52,000.
This isgonsequently the end of the celebra-
ted Gardiner frvud.

There is, perhaps, no phase of the abeve-
named institotion, which so fully commends
it to the contidence of its friends as its largely
predominant moral and religious element.
