party, it I am not mistaken, rose in his
dace in the Senate, and said, in substance,
while we were rejoicing over the decision in

he Dred Scott case, " Gentlemen, go on

you will have a short life of it The
ime is not far distant when that court will
e entirely changed." And we know it to be

true. The Judges of the Supreme Court are,
or the most part, aged, and their places must
soon become vacant. These places must be

.illed by Executive appointment, and those

ippointments confirmed by the Senate. The
President being a Black Republican, will se-

lect Black Republican nominees, and the Sen-it- e

wiU obey his behests. Thus, there is noth-

ing to prevent their changing the character of
.he Supreme Court in the course of the next
few years.

All this we foresee. If you suppose we
ire blind to your purposes, that we are not
looking to the future, and calculating the
fiances of keeping the Union together under

the Constitution, and defending our own pe-
culiar institutions, you are most egregiously
mistaken. The people of the South are fully
awake to all these facts, and are preparing to
ueet them. With tho masses of the people
against us at the North, and with tho whole
Government against us in all its forms, what
uture is there for slavery in this Union?

What have wo to Jook forward to as slave
owners? We are to have no expansion no

legislation for the protection of slavery in the
Territories. The fugitive slave law is to be

repealed or set at naught Slavery in the
District of Columbia; in the dock-yard- s, the
irsenals, and all public places, is to be abol-

ished.
1 ask, again, what will be the future of the

southern slaveholder? If slavery be confined
to its present limits, the institution will nec-

essarily be overthrown. It is only a ques-
tion of time. Wo have now four million slaves
in the fifteen Southern States. That popula-
tion, doubling itself, according to the census
returns, every twenty-fiv- e years, by natural
ncrease to say nothing of African importa-
tions we will in iifly years from now have
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Mr. Singleton. Then I understand yon tr

Bay that the people in your State are in CiVoi

of enforcing the fugitive slave law ?t
Mr. Curtis. I said that many men in my

State think the present law is constitutional
in form, but inhuman in its practice ; but I

ay further, that in every instance which hag
come to my knowledge, when it has been at
tempted, the law has been executed in my
Btate.

Mr. Singleton. Do you speak for the party
to which you belong?

Mr. Curtis. There is nothing said in the
national platform of the RepuMican party, oi
in that of my State, in regard to thaf law.

Mr. Singleton. Suppose a bill should be in
troduced into this House to repeal the fugitive-slav-

law, will you vote for it ?

Mr. Curtis. I will vote to arnsnj the law,
for it does not please me.

Mr. Singleton. Do I understand you to
peak for the party to which you belong ?

Mr. Curtis. I speak for myself, and I speak
bow as I have spoken to the people of my dis-

trict at Council Bluffs, in one of the last speech-
es I addressed to them. I stated that while
the law stood upon our statute books as it was,
we had to submit to it, and that we would en-
deavor to carry it out, although it was ob-

noxious to us in many of its features.
Mr. Lamar. Will the gentleman allow me

to ask him a question ?
Mr. Curtis. I do not wish to be responsi-

ble for prolonging this debate. I hold the
floor by the courtesy of ths gentleman from
Mississippi Mr. Singleton.

Mr. Lamar. I am ready to incur my share
of the responsibility. I merely wish to ask
the gentleman if he was not a supporter of
the Whig platform of 1852, which made the
measures of 1850 a finality ?

Mr. Curtis. I voted for General Scott, and
that is about all I had to do with it.

Mr. Lamar. You went for the platformtoo ?
Mr. Curtis. I went ibr the platform.Mr. Lamar. The gontleman voted for Gen-

eral Scott upon a platform pronouncing those
measures a finality ; and now the gentlemmannounces himself in favor of what he calls an
amendment sf one of those laws.

Mr. Curtis. Yes, sir ; because the Demo-
cratic party has since constan ly and persist-
ently introduced this question, and forced it
upon the people.

Mr. Singleton. It must be perfectly ap-
parently that the gentleman has placed him-
self outside of the Republican party, by de-

claring that ho is in favor of enforcing the fu-

gitive slave law. Does any other Republican
on this floor take this position ?

Mr. Stanton. I intend, whenever the House
is organized, and the proper timo comas, to po
into a discussion of the powers of Congress
under the fugitive slave clause of the Const-
itution; the execution of it; form of the law;
and all about it; and gentlemen shall have no
misunderstanding or misapprehension as to
mf views upon those subjects. But I decline
to enter into the discussion of a constitution-
al question of great diSicuky, in the shape of
a dialogue, while another gentle taaa has the
floor to make a speech.

Mr. Singleton. 1 would like to hear the
gentleman now.

Mr. Stanton. I decline to make my argu-
ment now.

Mr Singleton. The position taken by the
Republican party on this floor, of excluding
slavery from all the Territories which now be-

long to us, or which may hereafter bo acquir-
ed, and their determination to repeal tho fugi-
tive slave law, will, if persevered in, sooner or
later prove the destruction ofevery tie which
binds us together. If you imagine that tho
people of the South will submit to he cnnlinwl

So far as I am concerned, I

should regret exceedingly to see disunion. I

represent a portion of the great West. We
are a conservative people. We are disposed
to ho'.d this Lnion together, peaceably if we

can; and we are in lavor of administering a
little chastisement on those who would at-

tempt to resort to force to overthiow the Gov-

ernment.
Mr. Singleton. Then you would attempt

to force us back?
Mr. Kilgore. Yes: by all legal and legiti-

mate means. If men commit treason, and
levy war against the Government they must
suffer for it.

Mr. Singleton. We do not intend to carry
on war against the Government while we live
under it; but we do claim a right to sever all
connection with you. We were originally
thirteen sovereign States, recognized as such
by (ireat Britain, and these sovereignties made
the Constitution which binds us together.

hen we leave you, wo expect to occupy ly

the same position that we did belbre we
ce.me into the confederation of States.

I Hank the gentleman for the word ' chas-
tisement." That is a thing which we do not
submit to in the South.

Mr. Kilgore. I did not use the word in an
offensive sense. I merely speak of the legal
chastisement of those who violate the laws or
commit treeen. I meant no other chastise-
ment.

Mr. Singleton. I am glad to hear the gen-
tleman explain it in that way; because there
iivo very few white people in tho South who
would submit to anything of the kind; and I
accept the gentleman's explanation. When-
ever gentlemen undertake to play that game
w itli its, tiiey will find us ready for them.
Them is not a boy ten years old in the State
of Mississippi who docs not know how to
handle tho shot-gu- and rifle.

Mr. Singleton. The impression made upon
my mind and it was the impression made
upon the minds of other gentlemen with whom
I have conversed was as I have stated.

Mr. Clark, of Xew York. I did not say
that.

Mr. Singl.ton. Well, tliat was the impres-
sion made upon me at the time. The gentle-
man's speech has gone to the oonntry. and its
language will be properly judged.

Mr. Clerk, there is one ether question to
which I wish to direct the attention of the
House for a moment and that is the question
of squatter sovereignty as advocated by cer-

tain gentlemen on this floor, and by their great
leader, Mr. Douglas. Sovereignty, as I un-

derstand it, and as it is defined by lexicogra-
phers, is the highest power the supreme
power in a State; and, if this definition be

correct, (and I apprehend nobody will contro-
vert it,) when Mr. Douglas and his followers
undertake to put f.10 Territorial Legislature
upon the same footiirr with a State Legisla-
ture, iu my judgment thay are guilty, of a
most egregious blunder. Xovr, let me ask
what sovereignty is there call it squatter
sovereignty, popular sovereignty, or whatever
else you please belonging to the people of a

Territory ? Cun they organize a territorial
government lor themselves ? Can they

the bounJaries of their Sute ? Can

they elect their. own officers without the
special permission of tho Congress of the
united States ? Every net that is passed by
the Territorial Legislature is subject to the
revision of Congress, and liable to Le annulled
by that body, and there is not a single act a
Territorial Legislature can perform showing it
to be sovereign.

But tho gentlemen claim that the Legisla-
ture of a Territory lias the same power as the
Legislature of a State. Why, sir, never was
more erroneous proposition asserted. A State
Legislature may perform a thousand acts of

sovereignty, its power being controlled by no
superior. It may pass acts deaningand estab-
lishing its limits, enlarging or diminishing its
bjundaries. The people of a State select their
own officers, establish their own judicial tri-

bunals, alter or abolish their State government
at will. And when gentlemen undertake to
put a State and Territory upon the same foot-

ing in respect to sovereignty, they involve
themselves in difficulties which they cannot
meet successfully, and fall short of a correct
view of the matter.

Having alluded to this sul ject, it may be
that some gentlemen would like to know "what

my opinions are hi regard to the approaching
election of President, or whether I would
vote for a man who advocates the doctrine of
squatter so-- , ereiguty. Well, sir, I state to you
now, as I have stated to the people of my dis-

trict, that I ears not who the man may be
entertaining these views, and claiming that a
Territorial Legislature, either by unfriendly
legislation or by refusing to legislate at all, can
exclude slavtrv from such Territories, and
that Congress, in such case, cannot or ought
not to pass laws protecting slave property,
can never receive my vote for President of the
United Stat es Democrat as I have always
been. 1 'wil, not consent, under any circum
stances, so far to stultify myself and injure
the South s to lend support to anv such
heresies. Tliere wasatiino wheal looked
upon Judge Douglas as the treat man of the
party. And I may safely say that if he had
not rone off utoii this Locompton question, at
the approaching Charleston convention the
whole South would have gone for him ; and
had he net become by his course
upon that question, he would not only have
come out of that convention with the South
united for him, but he would have gone ii to
the Presidency beyond a doubt But I now
assert, in the mo-- t emphatic language, that if
he shall be the nominee of that convention, I
care not upon, what platform be may stand, I
will not cast my vote for him.

Mr. Logan. I wish right here to contrast
my lhsmocraey with tint of the gentleman.
As this matter has been brought up, I wish to
say, and I believe I express the views of my
Democratic ceUugUes from Illinois, that we
will vote for tho nominee of the Charleston
convention whoever he may le, whether from
the Xorth, South, East, or West, for the pur
pom of putting down the Republican party.

Mr. Singleton. 1 thank the gentleman for
informing mo of the difference of opinion be-- j
twecn him and myself. If that is the way
tho gentleman propose.-- , to put down the Black
liepubliean party by voting lor a man woo
denies protection to slave property in the Ter-
ritories. I must decline the honor of taking
part with him in such election. I do not wish
to be misunderstood upon this question I
shall here and endeavor to define
my position in Lnguage that shall convey my
ideas.

Mr. Adrain. I wish to ask the gentleman
from Mississippi if he supported ihe Kan s--
Nebraska biii '

Mr. Singleton. I did.
Mr. Adrain. Then I ask the gentleman if

that bill does not leave the people of the Ter
ritories perfectly free to regulate the question
of slavery for themselves, and whether the
portion taken by Judge Douglas is not the
position upon which the gentleman supported
that bill ?

Mr. Singleton. Yes. s;r; the Kansas and
Nebraska bill leaves this question to be settled
bv the people themselves, but it must be at
the proper time ; and that is when they makej
their constitution, prior to coming into the
Union as a Stale. They have not the right to
regulate the question of slavery anterior to

that time.
Mr. Adrain. I wish to ask the geutloman

another question. I wish to ask him if the
Kansas and Nebraska bill declares that the
people of a Territory have not the right to
settle the question of slavery until they form
a constitution preparatory to coming into the
L'nion ?

Mr. Singleton. Yes, sir ; that is the lan- -

guazc of the Kansas and Nebraska act ?
Mr. Adrain. Well, sir; I deny that inter

pretation of the act On tho contrary, it ex
says that it is its true intent and

meaning not to legislate slavery into any Ter-

ritory, or to exclude it therefrom ; but to leave
the people perfectly free to control it them- -
selves.

Mr. Singleton. Yes, sir ; I understand the
difference of interpolation of this act b;twecn
you and myself. It is a very wide one.

Mr. Adrain. I am sorry that there should
be a difference between as.

Mr. Singleton. I am not sorry. Men
have a right to hold their opinions here, and
there is no necessity for shedding tears about
the matter.

Mr. Adrain. I am not defining my posi-
tion. My object was to understand the gen-
tleman's position.

Mr. Clark, of New York. I would like to
ask the gentleman whether he understands the
act creating the territorial organizations for
Utah" and New Mexico, as not permitting the
people of those Territories to exclude slave-

ry while they remain in a territorial condition?
Mr. Sing'eton. I have not examined the

provisions of that act very recently, and will
not undertake, at this moment, to answer the
question of the gentleman in positivo terms ;

but my impression is, that it hears no such
interpretation.

Mr. Clark, of New York. Well, sir : I
will simply say to my friend from Mexico

sixteen millions. What else is true? It is a
fact known to all, that in the border counties
of Maryland, Vi.-tini-a, Kentucky, and Mis- -

souri, slavery is almost a nominal thinj;. Men j

cannot afford to own slaves when, by crossing j

an imaginary line, thev fall into the hands of
our enemies and their friends who aid thorn
in their flight. Hence you find slave owners
in those counties selling off their slaves and
crowding them down into the States on tho
Atlantic coast and Gulf of Mexico. This op- -

eration is going on daily, as every man knows.
Confine us within our present limits, and it
will not be long before the institution will
sink of its own weight We ought not to
wait for that time. Do you think, gentlemen,
that we will remain quiet while this is being
done? Do you think that we will ever con
sent to have our four million negroes placed
on a footing of equality with ourselves, our
wives and children? If you do, I tell vou
that you reckon without your host. The
South will never submit to that state of thine.
It matters not what evils come UDon us ; it
matters not how deep we may have to wade
through Wood ; we arc bound to keep our
s'aves in their present position. And lot me
ask you, what good would you bring to the
slaves by this process of abolition? You may
possibly have the object in view of benefiting
the slave, or benefiting the white race, or both;
but suppose you could carrv out your plans
and confiue us to our present area ; and sup
pose that the institution of slavery should
a'wlish itself, what would you have done?

on know it is impossible tor its to live on
terms of equality with them. It is not to be

for a moment that we can do so.
The result would be a war between the races,
which would perhaps involve the utter anni-
hilation of one or the other ; and thus you see
that; instead of benefiting eitlier, you wouid
have brought disaster upon both.

But I tell you here, y, that the insti-
tution

j

of slavery must be sustainei. The j

S juth has made up its mind to keep the black
race in bondage. If we are not permitted to
do this inside of tho Lnion, 1 tell you that it
will be done outside of it Yes, sir; and wo
will expand this institution; we do not intend
to be confined to our present limits ; and there
are not men enough in all your borders to co-

erce three million armed men in the South, j

and prevent their goin; info tho surrounding
territories. Well, sir, you ask mo if we can
preserve this institution out of the Union?
That question is very frequently asked. I do
not know what the result will be. I believe
that, although fanaticism is rampant at the
Xorth; there is still good sense enough among
the people to hold abolitionism in check, and
nrcvent it from making personal war upon us
whenever we make up our minds to secede '

peaceably from this Confederacy.
The gentleman from Pennsylvania Mr.

Hickman said tho other day that they would
coerce us. I would like to know if he will
head the force that comes down for that pur-
pose? lie will remember that Mississippi
acquired some character in tho war with Mex-

ico, lie will recollect that wo had a regiment
of rillemen there, headed by Jefferson Davis, j

who still lives to lead, it may be, a southern
army in defense of her rights. I would remind
him, also, that there was a Palmetto regiment
from South Carolina that did some good ser-

vice
i

in the Mexican war. Other Southern
States were represented there, and gained an
immortality of renown. If he will but cast
his eye back upon these things, and then re-

collect that everything we have, and every-
thing that we hold dear and sacred on earth,
will be staked upon the issue, he must see at
once that any attempt upon the part of the
North to coerce us must result in bloodshed

I might say knee-dee- p upon our borders.
No, the North will never attempt to coerce
us. w ncnever tne ooutu niaxes up uer mir.a
to remain no longer in this confederation of i

States, we will say to you, "We want no
bloorahid; we havenoth'ngagaii st you, if you i

ill let us alone : we will shake hands with
you, and walk out of this Confederacy bidding
you God's blessing, and wishing that you may
prosper ; we will leave you as peace, ana in
tend to make no war upon you." But if you
undertake to make war upon us, first look
well to the consequences. I believe there is
still sufficient conservative feeling left in the
North to prevent this state of things. Not only
that, but I believe there aro men upon this
floor, from the North, over whose dead bodies
you will be compelled to walk before you
ever reach the South. But you will not at-

tack us. You will not send' down an army,
and expend millions of dollars, for the purpose
of reducing us to a condition worse than that
of our slaves. You will never undertake to
force us back into the Union, and compel us to
live in it, when you have lorced us out of it
by your intolerable conduct towards us. My
word for it, no such thing will be done. And
not only that, but we shall be able to take care
of our slaves. You do not want them. Al-
though your people would force them from us,
when we travel among you ; although they
seduce them from us at home, and give aid j

and comfort to them when they escape, vou
do not want them in your States ; they are
not a fit element for society. It may be asked
what evidence hare I of that fact '.' Thero is
scarcely a northwestern State that has not a
law upon its statute-boo- k preventing the in-

gress of tree negroes into its borders. Why,
sir, I am told that in the very town where the
Kepublacan candidate ibr the Speakerihin re
sides, the town council, a short timo since, be
passed an ordinance excluding negroes from
the place, and they were absolutely stoned
out of the town. There is a gentleman now
in tho House who informed me of the fact, j

and who was present w hefT this occurred, or
soon after.

Do you want a free colored population in
your midst? You would not feed and clothe if
them as we do. I hare traveled through j bio
your section of tbe country, and, so far as my
recollection goes, J have never seen a negro
engaged in agricultural pursuits within tho
borders of a free State. Yon hare nothing to
do with them. If you want to employ labor-
ers, you employ white men. They are crowd-
ed together in tbe large cities, live there as
they can on the offal of tbe streets or on what
they can steal or what little they can get for j

their menial services. Yotsfcnow yourselves
you have no use for such a population as this.
Why even in Canada, I understand that it is free
seriously contemplated to force the negroes
into settlements of their own, to colonize them.
so troublesome hare they become. Why in- -
tertere with our slaves i Hare we not built
up your northern cities bv our commerce?
Are they not dependent upon us y for
our support in the way of trade? The gen-
