Bat, sir, when Missouri applicd for sdmis-
sion into the Union, a8 a slave State, the anti-
slavery sentiment, which has now bocome in-
tolerant and overshawdowing in the Northern
States, was first exhibited. [t came from the
enemies of our institutions in England, from
Fxoter Hatl. Missouri had complied with all
the pre-requisites for her admission into the
Union, but her admission as a slave State waa
defiantly refused ; and in the sectional strug-
gle which ensued, the Union itsell was well
nigh being wrecked. At last, however, a com-
promise was effected by which Missouri was
admitted, but slavery was forever ?mhihiml
north of 38 degs., 30 men.
