Speech of Hon. John C.Breckinridgeat Frankfort, July 14, i860.

Fellow-Cittze- n s I t'lank you out of the
fulness of a grateful heart, for this cordial
welcome to my home. 1 feel, fellow-citizen-

the impropriety upon an occasion like this, of
doing much more than returning to you my
coraiai anu srrau-iu- i acknowledgment lor your
kindness, remaps, however, 1 may be allow
ed here, in the midst of my old district, and
surrounded by uy neighliors and friends, on
the soil of Kentucky, to make one or two ex
planatory statements. I forbear on this occa
sion to enter into any statement or argument
in reference to the circumstances that occur
red at Baltimore, and which resulted unex
pectedly to nie, in Dlacing me before tlie
country for the office of President. I5nt 1
think it Vue to you, and to myself, to say,
that being cognizant of all those facts, having
onservea ail those transactions, having pon-
dered carefully over them, havine consulted
with my friends, unconscious altogether of
being animated or sustained by a hot ambition
1 feet that the position whicn I occupy to-

day, i right. (Great cheering.) I feel that
I could not have shrunk from it without being
raise to my country, laiso to my friends, and
false to myself. Consequently I accepted the
nomination with all its responsibilities. To
those who take advantage of the position of
a silent man, to heap upon him execrations, I
say pour on, I can endure. Applause. I
reave it to others to explain more fully the
facts and circumstances of this nomination.
Pei haps, also, I may be allowed to say that
the charge that I stand before the country as
a sectional candidate, cannot lie true, whether
reference be had to the number of the States
whi:h in the nomination, or to
the character of the principles whieh anima-
ted them. When you find the Democratic
organization aided by large, conservative
elements of other parties in all the Southern
States, and in those two States unon the Pa
cific ocean, which have been so far removed
from the contests of the Atlantic and Missis-
sippi valleys, that their judgment as to what
is sectional ought to be conclusive, and when
you find a majority of the Democratic organ-
ization of tbe State of Pennsylvania, and a
supposed majority of New Jersey, Connect-
icut and Massachusetts, with large and im-

posing organizations in all the other States co-

operating, how can such a nomination as that
be properly called sectional ? A majority of
the States of the Union sectional and at war
with the principles upon which the Union
itself is founded !

Fellow-citizen- s, this is perhaps the last time
that I will have an opportunity to say any
thing to my neighbors and friends, during the
pendency of this canvass. While, therefore,
I shall enter into no argument upon the par-
ticular topics of the day, perhaps you will
pardon me for making two or three observa-
tions, which, it seems to me, should commend
themselves to all parties, everywhere.
Fellow-citizen- s, we live under the best
government on earth. We are the only
country in the world where the experimentis demonstrated, that free institutions may lie
established over a great population and a large
area of territory, and be consistent with pub-
lic ordor. it lias been demonstrated, in our
case, lor the first time in the history of the
world. How are we to preserve these insti-
tutions? How are we to preserve intact that
double form of government, State and Feder-
al, that has been handed down to us bv our
forefathers. My answer is. that we can only
do it by clinging with unfaltering fidelity, un
moved by policy, to the Constitution they be-

queathed to us. 1 hold that fidelity to the
constitution of the United States in all its
parts, and in all its obligations, is the condi
tion of the American Union, and of its per
petuation. That constitution was framed
and transmitted by the wisest generation of
men that ever lived in the tide of times. It
may be called an inspired Instrument It an
swered them at an early day. It has an
swered our purpose. It is good enough for
our posterity. Let us keep it pure.

Fellow-citizen- s, every hum 11 being in the
United States, whatever may be his position,
has resting upon him, as a citizen, a personal
obligation to sec that the true character of the
Confederacy is preserved. Each in his place,
is responsible, and no man can cast off the ob-

ligation. We must abide by that Constitu-
tion. We must not cast away its obligations
and duties on the one hand, nor claim for it
power not contained therein.

The moment we do that, we change the
character of the Government. The moment
we violate one principle of the Constitution
for policy, that moment it ceases to be the
Government our fathers gave us, and when
once we have drifted away from the land-
marks of the fathers of the Government, we
may find that the system of Government has
been clianged. What are two or three of the
fundamental principles of the Constitution ?

I assert without fear of successful contradic-
tion anywhere, that the great fundamental
principle underlying it, is the Equality of the
States of the Union.

They were equal and independent sove-
reigns before that instrument was framed.
It was framed to preserve and certainly not to
violate this equality. This government is a
confederation of equals, and the very moment,
that applied to btates, or the citizens of the
States, or to property of citizens of the States.
you discriminate between one description of
property recognized in one State, and that in
another, and that very moment you change
the character of the Government; that mo-
ment you destroy the equality of the States
and their citizens, and that moment you de-

grade one portion of the confederacy, and it
becomes a union of some States and some
provinces.

Now, fellow-citisen- growing out of this
doctrine of lhe equality of the States, which,
in the abstract, no man will deny, rose the
duty of the Federal Government to protect
the rights of citizens, and their property, ev-

erywhere, within its jurisdiction, whenever it
shall be proper and necessary to do so. ful-

ler the flag of the Union the citizens of Mas-iUhs- ss

m kiWfrart wti Vermont; had" the
same rights, no more, no less, as the citizens
of Kentucky, Louisiana, and Texas. That
proposition is indisputable. I forbear to ap-

ply it ; but I lay it down as a fundamental
idea. Another fundamental idea is the

of Government from every system
of Religion or faith. This is given us by the
Constitution. Happily for us, no serious at-
tack is made upon it now, in any quarter.
The Government is also charged with the
preservation of order. Then if we associate
and maintain these fundamental nriwinWa i
freedom from religious tests, the duty of gov- - I

ci uuieitt u prvieci me citizen ana his proper-
ty recognized as such, and tho equality of the
States of tbe Union, and the equality of the
rights of the citixens in their persons and
property, we never can go wrong. And we
have a chart by whieh we may ever steer in
smooth water and ever placent seas. I hold
these principles as a portion of those of which
I stand the representative. I believe
these principles are essential to the continued
existence of this Union upon the principles
upon which it was originally framed. I b
lieva that by adhering to them the freedom of
our confederacy will long continue and the
Union of prosperous and happy States be pre-served Then let us do it Let us look eaoh
for himself upon this question. Fellow-citizen-

why not adhere to the principles which
every man in the Commonwealth by their
voices and votes declared a year ago, were
principles of the Constitution '?

FeUow-citizen- s, 1 find, however, that be
trayed by your kindness, I am wandering in-

to saying more than I intended. My lips
from this time forth are of course sealed. I
have laid before you principles which I believe
to he essential te our peace and our Union.
I pass that question over to Kentucky . I
pass it over and place it in charge of her gal-
lant and patriotic sons. It is now for Ken-

On the 18th inst., the Constitutional Dem-

ocracy of New York City held a mass meet-

ing to ratify of Breckinridge
and Lane, and to express their approbation of
the platform upon which the Democratic party
is rallying in the present momentous struggle.
Among the speakers on the occasion was that
noble old Roman, Daniel S. Dickinson,
whose address was characterized by its or-

thodox sentiments as well as the eloquence
and power with which they were presented.

Mr. ThcKivsox's name was received with
vociferous cheering, which having subsided
he made a very long speech, from which we
make the following extracts.

After referring to the good resulting to the

country from the measures of the Democratic

party, he alluded to the Republican party as
follows:

This organization, with many elements of
personal cleverness, bodes evil to the best in-

terests of freedom and humanity; it is founded
in sectional disturbance; its aliment is preju-
dice and passion; its efforts calculated to array
State against State, section against section,
man against man, brother against brother; to
destroy all kindly relations and light up the
fires of sectional discord and strife, to end in
battles of blood. Though its managers threw
overborn d its great founder and leader, Gov-

ernor Seward, cheers and hisses because he
had too plainly declared Its principles hoping
thereby to conceal its dangerous tendencies
its true theories are belched by the Sumners
and the Cheevers, and are reduced to practice
by its John Browns. It disturbs and embit-
ters the social relations; it severs the holy
ties of religious brotherhood; it breaks the
bonds of a common political faith; it blots out
the great memories of the Resolution; it de
stroys commercial interests and the inter-
changes of trade: it degrades us as a nation
before the envious monarchies of earth, and
deprives us of our inherent power to vindicate
our rights. It sows broadcast the terrible
seeds of domestic strife and passion, that the
people mar reap in due season a harvest of
ashes and desolation, f Applause.!

The speaker then gave an animated sketch
of the proceedings of the Democratic Conven
tion, both at Charleston and Baltimore, in
which the authors and causes of the disrup-
tion were set forth in glowing colors. He
said:

Waiving all question of the merits or de-

merits of Mr. Douglas as a candidate, his
pretensions were pressed upon the Conven-
tion sometimes under the pretence of a plat-
form upon which he could stand with conve-
nience sometimes in the admission and re-

jection of delegates by the process of ma-
chinery and management, and at other times
in the direct presentation of his name beyond
all precedence or bounds of courtesy or rea
son in a manner ana in a spirit ana with a
feeling which spoke defiance to nearly one-ha- lf

of the States of the confederacy, when
it was well known they would not acquiesce
in his nomination that they would not sup-
port him if nominated and that he could
not be elected without their votes pressed,
too, in a tone and temper, and with a dogged
and obstinate persistence, which was well
calculated, if it was not intended, to break up
the Convention or force it into obedience to
the behests of a combination.

The authors of this outrage, whom we
should hold accountable, and who are justlyad directly ohaigeable with it, were the rul-

ing majority of the New York delegation.
They held the balance of power, and madly
and selfishly and corruptly used it for the
disruption of the Democratic party, in en-

deavoring to force it up to a fixed point to
subserve their infamous schemes. They
were there charged with high responsibilities
by a patriotic and confiding constituency, in
a crisis of unusual interest in the history of
the party and the country they, in an evil
moment, held in their leprous hands the des-

tiny of a noble party and of this great coun-
try they professed to be governed by hon-

orable considerations, and to desire the unity
and harmony and success of the Democracy.
They proclaimed personally and through their
accredited organs, that in their view tbe
Southern States were entitled to name a can-

didate, and declared that it would be their
first policy to second such suggestions as
were made in that quarter, and support such
candidate as should be named by or be most
acceptable to the South; and with such pro-
fessions and false pretences on their lips they
went to Charleston.

tering upon the lobbies of State and Federal
legislation, to purchase chartered privileges
and immunities by corrupt appliances who
thrive in its fetid atmosphere, and swell to
obese proportions like vultures upon offal
office seekers who crawl and cringe around
the footsteps of power, and by false pretences
secure themselves, or vile tools, places of offi-

cial trust and emolument, that they may pack
and control caucuses and copvontiorm at the
expense of the people they defraud and be-

tray, while honest men are engaged in their
industrial vocations to earn their bread. Oh,
hnw has the once noble spirit of the Democ-

racy fled from such contaminating approaches!
Rome, whose proud banner once waved tri-

umphant over a conquered world, degenerated
in the pursuit of sensual delights to a band
of fiddlers and dancers, and the Democratic
party of New York, founded in the spirit of
Jefferson, and emulating for many years the
noble efforts of a Jackson and a lompkms,
has, in the hands of "political gamblers,"
been degraded by practices which would dis-

lar sovereignty in the territories, as is so often
and so pompously alleged ; but Utear opposi-
tion to him arioet, to say nothing of his unfor-
tunate controversy with the administration,
from his advocacy of what they regard as a
most rank and mischievous error, the squat-
ter sovereignty heresy ; contending, as he
does, as we have alrealdy seen, that notwith-
standing the decision of the supreme court,
in the Dred Scott case, holding that all citi-
zens with their property are to be admitted
thore on equal terms, slave property included,
a territorial legislature may, by its enacted
law, exclude slave property from the territory;
thus virtually investing a territorial legisla-
ture with power to annual this provision of
the Constitution, as construed by the highest
tribunal known to the law.

These are the articles ofcreed proposed byMr. Douglas, to which the South object In
the celebrated compaign debate with Mr. Lin-
coln, previous to the Dred Scott decision, in
answer to certain questions proposed by Mr.
Lincoln, Mr. Douglas, answered as fellows':

"The next question propounded to me byMr. Loncoln is, can the people of the territoryin any lawful way, against the wishes of the
United States, exclude slavery from their
limits prior to the formation of a state consti
tution ? I answer emphatically, as Mr. Lin-
coln has heard me answer a hundred times
fiom every stump in Illinois, that, in mv
opinion, the people of a territory can, by law- -
iui means, exciuae slavery irom their limits
prior to the formation of a state constitution.
Mr. .Lincoln knew that I had answered that
question over and over again. He heard me
argue the Netnaska bill on that principle all
over the State in 1854, in 1855, and in 1856,
and he has no excuse for Dretendinc to he in
doubt as to my position on that question."

jiiier me urea cott decision had been
pronounced and published, Mr. Douglas states
uis pusiuuu uius :

"It rnaUers not what wiv the Suorrme Cmirt.
may hereafter decide as to Vie abstract question,
wheVier slavery may or may not go into a ter-

ritory under One Constitution, tlie veoole have
the lawful means to introduce it as tlteu nleaae.
tor that slavery cannot exist a davoran hour
anywnere unless it is supported by local po
lice regulations. Ihose nolicc mmlatanna
can only be established by the local legisla
ture , ana u the people are opposed to slavery
they will elect representatives to that body
who will, by unfriendly legislation, effectually
prevent the introduction of it into their midst.
If, on the contrary, they are lor it, their le-

gislation will favor its extension. Hence,
no matter what the decision of tie Supreme
Court may be on tltat abstract gtiestion, still
the right of tfie people to make a slave territory
out ofa free tenitory is perfect ami complete
under the Nebraska bill. I hope Mr. Lincoln
deems my answer satisfactory on that point.

If it be true that the territorial legislature
can, by an act, exclude the citizens of a
southern State, with his slave property, from
all enjoyments of, and participation in the
common territorial property ot all the States,
a-- is asserted by Mr. Douglas, the Constitu-
tion, and the decisions of the Supreme Court
and the rights of person and property there,
are the playthings of a territorial legislature,
to be put up and down to be given or taken
away at pleasure.

In relation to a slave code in the territories
he empirically denied that the Breckinridge
platform, which he read, endorsed any such
doctrine. He concluded as follows :

Gentlemen, the democratic nominees
(Great applause three cheers for Breckinridge
and Lane hisses and cries of "put him
down.") No, no, don't put him out Rome
was saved from destruction by the cackling of
geese and we may be saved by the hissing of
one. (Great laughter.) Breckinridge and
Lane, their names, their history constitute
for them the best eulogy. It needs none from
me. They were nominated, not by machine-
ry but they were nominated by the sentiment
of the democratic States.
