ferring rights upon different States,
in the Territories of the Union. That it haa
refused to avow that construction of the Con-

stitution in the following propositions:
let That the government of a Territory

organized by Congress, is provisional and
temporary, and during Ms existence all riti-ze-

of the United States hare an equal right
to nettle with their property in the Territory,
without their righto, either of person or
property, being destroyed or impaired by Con-

gressional or Territorial legislation.
2d. That it is the doty ofthe Federal Gov

ernment, in all its departments, to protect
when necessary toe rights of persons and
property in the Territories, and wherever else
its authority extends.

3d. That when the settlers in a Territory,
having am adequate population, form a State
Constitution pursuant to law, the right of
sovereignty rnwisaanum, and being consum-
mated by admiaawa into the Union, they
stand on an equal footing with the people of
other States; and the State thus organized
ought to be admitted into the Unkm, whether
its Constitution prohibits or recognizes the in-

stitution of slavery.
All of which the Democracy, and their

candidates, Breckinridge and Lane, moat
cordially endorsed, and would fearlessly
maintain.

Aug. x w xm

Douglas Offers to Become the Suppo-
rter of a Black Republican Admin-

istration.

Below we publish extracts from the late

speech pronounced at Norfolk by Douglas,
the candidate for the Presiden-

cy. It is the culmination of his treachery and

of his alliance with the Black Republican par

tyan alliance which was commenced dur-

ing the Kansas struggle, and is now in the
full bloom of its complete development.

Douglas' candidacy for the presidency has no

other object but the defeat ofthe Democratic

party and the election of Lincoln. This was

before apparent to any man of the least dis-

cernment, but his proffered championship
of Lincoln's prospective administration against
the uprising of an outraged and insulted peo-

ple, clinches the testimony. His avowal that
the South should bend her neck and accept
the Black Republican yoke, is interlarded

with the usual common-place- s ot Seward and

Greely about the "Union and resistance to the

laws," but under all these velvety phrases,
the forked-tongu- e of the Abolition adder dis

tills its vernom. His reference to lien. Jack-

son's administration is an outrage upon the

memory of that great man. The Tariff ques
tion of that day, was a mere feather to a

mountain, compared to the causes of the pre-

sent agitation, The issues of this day involve

the very existence of the slave-holdin- g States,
whose people are struggling to save them

selves from the clutches of a worse than
Russian despotism.

We understand that there are a few men

who phariasaically boast their orthodoxy on

the slavery question that are disposed to cavil

because the delegates to Charleston and Balti- -

morne did not come nearer to their self-a-s

sumed unapproachable eminence, and who with

disgusting inconsistency are, in the mean-

time, in the habit of lauding Douglas, the

disorganizer and traitor, to the skies. We
suppose that since he has pelted them with
the rotton eggs and carrion of his Norfolk

tirade, and has threatened them with the halt-

er if they treat the election of Lincoln as the
"overt act," they have been brought to their

We will see. Meantime, we shall
hold ourselves ready to vindicate the action

Fiom an Exchange
In the middle of Judge Douglas' address, a

slip ot paper was handed to him. It was cut
from the Norfolk Daily Argus, and contained
two polite queations lor Judge Douglas,

Having ascertained the questions as thus
propounded, he said : ,

I am not in the habit of answering ques-
tions propounded to me in the course of an
address, but on this occasion I will comply
with the request, and i jspond, very frankly
and unequtvocally, to these two questions.

The first question is, if Abraham Lincoln be
elected President of the United States, will
the Southern States be justified in seceding
from the Union.

To this I emphatically answer no. Great
applause. The election of a man to the Pre-

sidency by the American people, incomformi-t- y

with the Constitution of the United States,
would not justify any attempt at dissolving
this glorious confederacy. Applause. Now
I will read to you the next question, and then
answer it

Question. If they, the Southern States,
secede from the Union upon the inauguration
of Abraham Lincoln, before he commits an
overt act against their constitutional rights,
will you advise or vindicate resistance by force
to their secession ?

Voices "No, no !"
Mr. Douglas. I answer emphitically that

it is the duty of the President of the United
States, and all others in authority under him,
to enforce the laws of the United States as
passed by Congress and as the courts ex-

pound them, (Cheers.) And I, as in duty
bound by mv oath of fidelity to the Constitu-
tion, would do all in my power to aid the

the United States in maintaining
the supremacy of the laws against all resis-
tance to them, come from what quarter it
might (Good.) In other words, I think the
President of the United States, whoever he
may be, should treat all attempts, to break up
the Union, by resistance to its laws, as Old
Hickory treated the nullificrs in 18U2. (Ap-
plause.) The laws must be enforced, but at
the same time, be it remembered, it is the duty

WW m, MAnm,mm
puouc iuncuonary, to preserve, maintain and
vindicate the rights of every citizen and the
rights of every state in the Union. I hold
il.i -- I n j l -
uju uie ousiiiuiKiu iias a remeav tor everv
grievance that may arise within the limits of
the Union. 1 am very frank in answering
tnese questions, i am not in lavor of any
policy which would tend to give rise to
complaints or murmuring, much less to such
as would call for resistance from any quarter.
I acknowledge the inherent and inalienable
right to revolution whenever a grievance be-

comes too burdensome to be borne. I ac-

knowledge the right of every man to rebel and
change the form of government under which
he lives whenever it proves detructive to the
ends for which it was establ'shed. That is a
right, however, never to be resorted to until
the operations of the government becomes
more grievous than the consequences of revo-
lution. And therefore I say that the mere
inauguration of a President of the United States
whose political opinions were, in my iudcr- -
ment. hostile to the Constitution and ssfrtv
ofthe IJsHSlf? without an overt act on his part,
without striking a blow at our Constitution or
our rights, is not such a grievance as would
justify revolution or secession. (Cheers.)
Hence I say wnoever may be elected Presi
dent of the United States, he must be sustain
ed in the exercise of all his just constitutional
prerogatives and powers.

Mr. Douglas. t.incoIn has no hone ofbeinir
elected except through the efforts of the se
cessionists, who have divided the Democratic
party supposing that Breckinridge would
carry every Southern State though it now
seems ne is not going to carry a single one by
the people. Still, by dividing the North.
he gives every one of the States to Lincoln,
thus allowing him to be elected by popular
vote. Why, what was the true asiiect of the
contest before the secession ? Lincoln had
no show whatever for more than two States
till the Breckinridge division took place, and
1 would nave beaten him in every State but
Vermontand Massachusetts. As it is, I think

will beat him in almost all of them yet.
(Cheers). But should Lincoln be elected, the
secessionists, who nominated, and now sup-
port Breckinridge, will be entitled to the
credit of it and upon them will rest the
responsibility of having adopted the fatal
policy ; and dreading the result of their own
rash and unpatriotic acts, which gives to
Lincoln a chance of success, they come for
ward and ask me it I will help them to
dissolve the Union in the event of Lincoln
being raised to the Presidential chair. I tell
them, no never on earth. (Cheers, and cries
of "Good.") I am for putting down North-
ern abolitionism, but am also putting down
Southern secessionists, and that, too, by the
exercise 01 the same constitutional power.
("Good.") I believe that the peace, harmony
and the safety of this country depend upon
destroying both factions. (Cheers.) Both
parties they can be called, aro allies iu a com-

mon cause ; for however hostile they may be
to each other, however opposed in purioses
and objects, yet their course of action tends
to the same deplorable result ; and without
meaning any disrespect or personal unkind --

Protection to Slave Property in xne
Territories No New Doctrine.

The Twenty --third Congress (says the Mem

phis Alalanche,) was one of the most talented

that ever illustrated the history of this coun-

try.

The Executive Administration was no less

distinguished ; Andrew Jacksop was at its
head.

Lewis McLane, Roger B. Taney, Levi

Woodbury, Lewis Cass, and Wm. T. Barry
were in the Cabinet

At this period in the history of our coun-

try, the Legislature of the then Territory of
Florida, assailed the property of nt

citizens of the United States by taxing their
slaves to an excessive extent, so as to preclude
their introduction. One of the very devices

suggested by Judge Douglas, by which a Ter-

ritorial Legislature may exclude slavery no
matter what the Supreme Court may decide.
James M. Garnett M. Garnett and Maria EL

Garnett. of Virginia, were sufferers by this
exercise of Squatter Sovereignty by the Ter-

ritorial Legislature. They petitioned Congress
for its protection.

The petition was referred to a uommittee
of nine, five of whom were from the tree
States, and at the head of which was the
celebrated Lewis Williams, of N. C, for

many of the last years of his service the ol
dest consecutive member ot tne uouse.

Their report will be found in the official

volumns, being No. 258, First Session of 23rd

Congress.
It is as follows :

February 11th, 1834.
"Mr. Wfl'.iams from the Committee on Ter

ritories, made the following report,
"The Committee on Territories, to which

was referred the memorial ot James ai. uar-net- t,

M. Garnett, and Maria H. Garnett, of
Essex county, Virginia, report :

"The memorialists allege that they are the
owners of a"number of slaves removed sever-
al years ago from Virginia to the Territory
of Florida ; that the Legislature ot said ter-

ritory has imposed a tax of ten dollars a head
on all slave of ts which shall be
hired out, without reference to the amount
for which said slaves may have been hired ;

that an ex post facto operation was given to this
enactment by applying it to slaves hired out
several weeks before the passage of the law ;

and that the same, or perhaps another law,
subjects any slaves that may be
sold in the Territory to a further tax of fifteen
dollars each. They therefore ask Congress
for relief."

"The Committee are satisfied that the me-

morialists are entitled to relief. It is certain-

ly against the policy of the United States, as
well as the dictates of common justice, to al-

low any Territorial Legislature to tax the
property of higher than the
same property of resident citizens."

"The provisionary authority appointed un-

der the Act of 23d of February, 1819, having
passed an ordinance providing for the naturali-
zation of the inhabitants of Florida, and the
City Council of St Augustine having imposed
by ordinance, certain taxes upon the inhabi
tan t, an Act of Congress was passed on the
7th of May, 1822, repealing both ordinances
and making the execution penal." (See 7th
vol. Laws of the United States, page 58, chap.
86.)

The Committee think Congress should al-

ways protect the property of the citizens of

the United States when subjected to the
operation of unjust legislation by the Terri-
torial Government In the case above re-

ferred to, that principle of protection is asser-
ted and maintained in practice. The same
principle requires that same practice now, and
for that purpose the Committee herewith re-

port a Bill."
The hill weaaaaaap passed Ww Ooig' n,

whose distinguished character we have por-

trayed, without a division, and teas approved
by President Jackson on the 30th of June 1834.
The law can be found in the 7th volume of
Statutes of large, page 69, chap. 86. It is fo-

llows :

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of
Representatives of the Uuited States of Ameri-
ca in Congress assembled, That all such acts
or parts of acts passed by the legislative coun-
cil of the Territory of Florida as may impose
a higher or greater tax on the slaves or other
property of nt citizens than is'im-pose- d

on the slaves or other property of resi-

dent citizens be and the same are hereby, re-

pealed and declared null and void.
Sac. 2. And be it farther enacted. That if

any person shall attempt to enforce any of the
sets or parts of acts passed by the legislative
council of the Territory of Florida as afore
said, by demanding or receiving any tax, im-

position, or assessment authorized or prescrib
ed thereby, such person shall, on conviction
thereof, be punished by fines not exceeding
two hundred dollars, or by imprisonment not
exceeding six months, or either or both of
said punishments."

The Washington Constitution, in comment-

ing upon it, ' says : This law establishes as a
fact that a Democratic Congress intervened
for the purpose ofprotecting property in a Ter-

ritory against the unfriendly legislation of the
Territory, and that intervention was approved
by Andrew Jackson. The report of the com-
mittee above cited, which in 1834 met the un-
animous approval of the Democratic Presi-
dent and the Democratic party in Congress
assert the same principles which are recog-
nized by the Supreme Court of the United
States, by the resolutions of the Senate, and
by the platform reported by a majority of the
States at Charleston and adopted by the
Convention at Baltimore which nominated Mr.
Breckinridge for President, viz :

"first, That the government of a Terri-
tory organized by an act of Congress is
provisional and temporary, and during its ex-
istence all citizens of the United States have
an equal right to settle with their property in
the Territory without their rights, either of
person or property, being destroyed or in-

jured by congressional or territorial legislation.
"Second, That it is the duly of the Federal

Government in alt its departments to protect
the rights of person and property in the Ter-

ritories and wherever else its constitutional
authority extends."

The principle so rsserted ; adopted and ap-

proved by the Jacksonian Democracy in 1834,
is utterly at variance with that other doctrine
that the peeple of a Territory, during its ter-
ritorial existence, have the right and may lata- -

fully exclude or effectually prevent the intro
duction of slave property into the 1 erntory by a
unfriendly legislation enacted by the territorial
legislature, and when such legislation has
been passed, that Congress has no power to in
tervene for the purpose of protection, because
of a qualified or absolute sovereignty in the
people of the Territory."

This place was once the centre of a flour-

ishing trade . It had a wider reputation than
almost any other town in the State, and came

within one vote of being selected by the Leg-

islature as the site for the permanent location
the Capitol of the State. Its trade lan-

guished, but its fortunes have been revived

by its having become the seat of learning and
of prosperous schools, in which its citizens
take a not less deep than commendable inter-

est It might be not inappropriately styled
the Athens of Mississippi. A feature of the
town is a magnificent new church and col-

lege building, which is near its completion,
under the immediate auspices of the Baptist
denomination, and for the use of the Missis

sippi College. The cost of this building, we
learn, will fall little short of $30,000. It is

hundred feet long, and fifty-si- x feet wide.
The first story is divided into recitation rooms
and a large chapel. The second story is
formed principally into one hall, 100 by 56

feet, with arched ceiling 33 feet high, with
galleries at side and front, and two vestry
rooms in rear. The roof and cornice extend
over in front, forming an entablature support-
ed by six round brick columns, and coped
with iron Corinthian capitals. The whole
structure presents a fine appearance, and re-

flects credit alike upon Mr. Lannour, the

architect; our townsman, Mr. McLaughlin,
the builder, and the enlightened and public-spirite- d

community by whose liberality the
work has been commenced and carried out.

Under the same auspices, a magnificent
new building is in process of erection for the
use of the female school. Situated on a beau-

tiful eminence in full view of the railroad, it
cannot tail to strike the eye of the traveller,
and to impress him with an appreciation of the

enlightened public spirit of the community
in which it is located.

Disunionism Hostile legislation Of

the North.

Daniel Webster, in his celebrated speech
delivered at Capon Springs, Va, June 28th,
1851, said :

" I do not hesitate to say, and repeat, that
it the .Northern States retuse, wilfully and
deliberately, to carry into effect fiat part of
the Constitution which respects the restora
tion of fugitive slaves, the South would no
longer be bound to observe the compact. A

bargain broken on one side is broken on all
sides."

What do tha old Webster Whigs say to
this Yancey ism of the Great Expounder of
the Constitution, now that every

State East of the Rocky Mountains
has nullified the Fugitive Slave law, and wil

fully and deliberately refused to carry into ef
fect that part of the Constitution which re

spects the restoration of fugitive slaves?
JOHN BELL, in a speech delivered in the

U. S. Senate, July, 1850, went further. He
said that " mutual hatred and distrust" be
tween the sections would render "separation'
just and necessary. Listen to his words:

"The question i
whether mutual trust and confidence shall
continue to animate and encourage mutual
efforts in promoting and multiplying common
benefits, or whether mutual hatred aad dis
trust shall step in to check all progress; to
distract and confound all joint endeavors for
tne common welfare; in line, to entail upon
the country all the evils of endless discord.
1 hat is the question. And when you present
that issue to me, I say give me separation: give
me disunion; give me anything in preference
toa Union sustained only by power, by const-
itutional and legal ties without reciprocal trust
and confidence. If our future career is to bl
one of eternal discord, of angry crimination
and recrimination, give me ratlier separation
with all its consequences.

In 1856, Millard Fillmore said that the
election of a Black Republican to the Presi

dency, would be the overt act. Read the
following extract from his speech:

"But we now see a party organized in the
North, for the first time selecting candidates
for President and exclusively
from the Northern States, with the avowed
intention of electing him taggreiii-ah- Booth
as well as the North. By what rule is
President thus elected, to select his cabinet
councillors, his foreign ministers, judges and
administrative officers.' Are these also to be
selected exclusively from the North? or may
you take a cabinet omcer trom tne South, tho:
you cannot a President or ?

These, in practice, as I have said on another
occasion, must become embarrassing ques-
tions. The North is beyond all question the
most populous, the most wealthy, and pos
sessed of the greatest number of electoral
votes, and that it should declare that for some
fancied or reayafcstice done at the North, it
would elect nBJ ma President or a Vice- -

rresident ol 'mfmvs, from the South, to
rule over the mm : Bo you think, fellow
citizens, you would submit to this injustice?
(NO ! NO !) No, truly, you would not; but
one universal cru of NO would rend the skies.
And can you suppose your Southern brethren
less sensitive than yourselves, or less jealous
oi ineirnenisr it you do. let me tell nan
that you are mistaken and you must there-
fore perceive that the success of such a party
wun sucn anoqjea, must tst, A. JLUSSOLU
TION OF THE UNION."

support.

3. That the Territorial Governments are
subordinate and temporary, and not sover
eign, and hence cannot destroy or impair the
rights ot persons or property. Whilst they
continue to be Territories, they are under the
control of Congress, and the Constitution no
where confers on any branch of the Federal
Government the power to discriminate against
the rights of the States, or the property of
their citizens in the I em tones; that the era
zens of all the States may enter the Territo
ries of the Union with their property, of
whatever kind, and enjoy it during the Ter-
ritorial condition, without let pr hindrance,

ritorial Governments.
4. That the principle of protection to

slavery in the Territories has always been
held one of the fundamental grants of the
Constitution, by every party in the South
and we deny that any party or the people of
the South ever endorsed or subscribed to the
doctrine of squatter sovereignty.

5. That in order to make one further and
united effort to save the Government and the
Constitutional Union of the States, this meet
ing would earnestly urge all good citizens of
the State to join in one common effort to elect
Breckinridge and Lane, and thereby main
tain the equality and the honor of the States.

Col. Coffey was then invited to address the
meeting, and did ao in a few very able and
pointed remarks. CoL Trotter was then
called to the stand, who responded in an elo
quent and appropriate manner. Col. Drane
was then invited io respond, and did so in his
usual chaste and forcible style.

Letter from Senator Hammond,
South Carolina.

Coming from the source it does, the follow-

ing letter w 11 bo read with general interest :

Reocliff, Aug. 5, 1860.
Dear Sir: I have received your polite in-

vitation to a dinner to be given on the 9th
inst, at Williamston, to my esteemed friend
and your able Representative, CoL Ashmore.
If the weather was not so unusually hot my
engagements would not pernit me, on ao
short a notice, to do more than thank you very
sincerely for your kind remembrance. The
shortness of the notice is not due to yon, for

your letter was dated a week ago, and might
have reached me in 24 hours. But this hum-

bug of "cheap postage," so gratifying to those
who live on railroads, and are not aware that
by other methods of taxation they pay twice
the nominal charges, in the South four times,
has, under a system of economy which strikes
down the weak rural routes, reduced this
route, once a daily, to a weekly one.

The political exigency of the day, is the
election of the next President It gives me
great pleasure to find that South Carolina,
having with her usual promptness and unan
imity, made her choice, is properly and per-

sistently pursuing the same quiet course in
reference to it that she has so long pursued.
It never was a sounder policy than at this
time, bvery man in America Knows where
she stands, and the whole influence of her
undivided supiwrt of Breckinridge and Lane
is as fully felt, though she gays nothing, as it
would be were she ever so vociierous; while
any departure trom tne course ane has so

long followed, and any unusual expression of
interest, would perhaps be damaging to the
candidates of her choice. South Carolina ia
notoriously charged with disunion proclivities.

Slavs Increase. The new census will

probably show the number of slaves iu the
United States to be over 4,000,000. This is

on the computation that the rate of increase
will be not less than it was from 1840 to 1850.
The addition to the numbers within that pe-

riod was 716,756, the rate of increase nearly
29 per cent; precisely 28.80 per cent. At
this rate of increase which is not likely to be

less, computations have been made of the fu-

ture numbers of the slave population, within
a few years. The figures are, indeed, startling
from their magnitude. It is very certain
that within the first quarter.of the next cen-

tury it will be at least fifty millions.
