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The Appropriation to Purchase Arms---
The Alleged ‘‘Disunion Scheme'’ Sup-
ported by the Leading Oppositionists.

The Oppesitionists aro making a greal ado
over the charge that the Demoecatic party of
Mississippi, at the last session of the Legisla-
ture squandered ‘the people's money,” and con-
strue the act of the Legislature to which they
referinto “a mad scheme of disunion and
treason.”

The charge is based upon the fict that the
last Legislature very properly passed an act
approved Dee. 15, 1839, appropriating one
hundred and fifty thousand dellus for the
purchase ot arms, &c., to supply the militin
and prepare the State, in some degree, 10 mect
the exigencies of the times, whatever they
may be, (Forsaid act see acts of '5U, pu 125,
129.) .

The record will bear us out in saying that
the Oppositionists of Missisaippi connol con-

priation without condemning themselves at
the same time. And if they prove it to bea
scheme of disunion and treason, they brand
tRemselves as disunionists and tritors. Ac-
cording to theirmumbers in the Legislature,
they are shown by the record to be as deepin
the mud as the Democracy is in the mire.

Let us look at the history of the matier and
consult the Journals. A all offering to ap-
propriate a Hlank sum of money, for the pur-
poses alluded toabove, was introduced into the
House by Gen. Chas. Clark, alter consultation
with the Military Commitiee, consisting of
Messrs. Clark, Miller, Matthews, Withers and
Van Eaton, four Democrats and one Opposi-
tionist. The bill was introduced by leave, |
the rule suspended and read a second time,
when the House resolved itsell into commit-
teeof the whole on its consideration. The
only dispute was as to what sum should be
appropristed. Finally,asa compromise, the |
sum of one hundred and filty thousand dol- I
lars was inserted. The bill was immediately |
reported back to the House, the,rule fu rther !
suspended, and on the 15th of Deconber 1858,
the bill passed without calling the yeas and
nays. (See Houle Journal for 1859, page
229,) :

Though there were adozen or more Opposition
men in the House, such men as E. P, Jones,
T. H. Wheeler, M. D. Johnson, A. Q. With-
ers, J. Akers, R. A. Pinson, Douglas Wal-
worth, Chas. A. Pipes, W. C. Smedes, W. A.
Lake, and others, pot one expressed a desive
to have his name recorded as voting against a
bill, which man now pretend to look upon
as a perfect “raw head and bloody bones.” If
our memory is not greatly at fault, Mr, Lake,
one of the most prominent members of the
Belleverite party in tins State: one of the
most active canvassers, and one of the accred-
ited representatives of its principles and poli-
cy, delivered a very energetic speech in favor
of the objects of the bill ; and was loudly ap-
plauded by all sides of the House. The meas-
ure, we repeat thercfore, was carried through
the House by & unanimous vofe and with the
decided and unequivocal expressions of ap-
proval by the leading members of the Opposi-
tion party.

On the 13th of December 1859, the bill
was taken up by the Senate—the same day it
passed the House, The only oppasition it
met with, under parlismentary rule, was a
metion to postponoto s day certain, which
motion was laid on the table snd (he
bill put upon its immediate passage. The
yeas and nays were called, (See Senate Jour-
nal for 1859, page 254.) with the following
result :

tion of Mr, Douglas i§ mfect, that the elec-
tion of s man to the Pregidency of the United
States, by the votes slone of one section, who
is pledged to use all the powers of the Govern-
ment for the destructim of the rights and
property of the other seetion, would not jus-
lify the weaker in resistance; but that if in
such an event, the fifteen Southern States
should assume to determine on the extent of
their danger, and to quietly withdraw from it,
he should regard théiraction as revolt, and as
such to be punished withell the forcygof the
Government.  Thap this -xe can conceive of
no doctrine more dafigerotis to the South. It
confounds resistancetothe established law, by
individuals, which it would be the duty of the
Chief Magistrate to punish, with the peaceable
secession of States frim a compact no longer |
consistent with the interest or existence of its |
constituents; but it trests the Union as a per
petaal bond, exactinguncenditional subiuis-
sion forever from a weaker to a stronger sec-
tion. It strips the Stales of the chief attribute
af sovercignty, to wit, the right todetermine
when their existence i put to hazard, as to
the means neeessary to their preservation, and
nilivms that, wiile it is legitimate in the peo-
ple of the North having control of the General
Government, through it, to inflict upon the
States of the South whatever wrongs it may
be consistent with their interest or feelings to
impose, it would be tresson in the people ol
the South to obey the orders of their States
in opposition to Fedeml suthority.

Fraught with error as this doctrine is, sub-
versive of that constitwtional theory in which
alone the rights of the States are to be found,
it has at this moment, and uoder the circum-
stances, a bloody significance. The enemies
of the South, in the Northern States, have se-
lected Abmham Lincoln to lead them in the
“ireprissible conflict” which he has pro-
claimed. Mr. Sewand, the most distinguished
counsellor of Mr. Lincoln, declares'at Boston
that the election of Lincoln is sure—that with
it the power of slavery will end, and that the
“ irrepressible conflict” will be pressed to its
infamous and bloody close.

At such a moment the proclamation of such
sentiments by Judge Douglas, coming imme-
diately after Seward’s Boston speech, uttered
here at the South, and addressed to the citi-
zens of a State whose Executive declared to
