Notwithstanding the changes which are

every day rung upon tho disunion charge

against the Democratic party, by peripatitic
Union-save- rs in the interest of the Bell party,
we imagine that there is nothing that savors
half so strongly of disunion even in Mr. Yan-

cey's Slaughter letter, as certain resolutions
submitted to the Legislature by none other
than the distinguished Opposition leaders
whoso names head this article.

On the 14th Decemlier 1859, Mr Sraedcs
offered a long and ably drawn string of reso-

lutions in the Mississippi Legislature, embrac-

ing all the sectional issues pending between
the North and the South.

The 9th resolution ol the scries refers di

rectly to the election of a Clack Republican
candidate upon the platform to which Lincoln
is committed, and says that it would be "in
violation of the spirit of the Constitution" and
would "be calculated to drive tho Southern

States into open and direct hostility to tho
Government." But let the reader peruse for
himself:

9. Resolved, That the organization of a sec-

tional party, based upon opposition to slavery,
and existing alone in the
States, whether its objects be to provent the

spread of slavery into tlte territories of tlte
United States, or to effect its destruction in
the States where it now exists, is an organiza-
tion at war with- - the just and equal rights
of tbe slave-holdin- g States, destructive of the
peace and harmony which ought to prevail
among the members of a common government'
and offensive in every way to the people of
the Southern States. A President of
the United States elected bv such a party
and upon such principle, would be the
President of a section, and not of a Nutioti :

and would be by the very mode of his election
and the principles upon which it would be ef-

fected, odious to the Southern people ;

and his election, though according to the forms
of the Constitution, wouhl be in violation of
the spirit : and he calculated to drive 'Me South
ern states tnto open and direct hostility to his
government. Therefore, for the sake of our
common country, and to save the Union of
these Slates from peril, if not from certain
overthrow, we urge the Northern people be-

fore it is too late, to abandon such an orsani- -

zation, and once more to stand upon Nation-
al ground. Any other course will hurry the
government to destruction. (House Journal,
p. 241.)

So much for Mr. Smedes !

Mr. Lake is more pointed and emphatic.
He leaves no room for controversy as to what
he thinks the South ought to do in the event
of Lincoln's election. Nay, his resolution as-

serts that it would furnish just ground for

"separation," to elect to the Presidency a can
didate "upon the avowed principle" (whether
he proposed to carry it into practise or not)
that "it is in the power of Congress or the ter- -

ilorial Legislature, to prohibit the introduc-

tion of slavery into any of the territories of
the United States, or to interfere by unfriend
ly legislation with the institution of slavery
in such territories."

This doctrine commits Mr. Lake to disso
lution in the event of tho election of Lincoln,
Bell or Douglas '. In his Pacific Railroad
speech, Mr. Bell "avowed the principle" that
Congress has "plenary power" over the terri-

tories ; and in his Freeport speech and in his
hate Rochester speech, Mr. Douglas claimed
for the territorial legislature the power to ex- -

dnde or abolish slavery. T.ii.ooln ...j ht
Congress not only possess this power but
should exercise it.

Here is Mr. Lake's resolution, offered in
the Mississippi House of Representatives,

February 1st, I860.

Mr. Lake offered the following amendment
to the resolutions :

Strike out the second resolution and insert
in lien thereof the following :

That the election of a President of the Uni-
ted States upon the avowed principle that it
is in the power of Congress or of the Territo-
rial Legislature organized under act of Con-

gress to prohibit the introduction of slave-

ry in any' of the territories of the United
States, or to interfere by unfriendly legisla-
tion with the institution of slavery in such
territories, would be in direct conflict with
the rights of the Southern States to equality
in the confederacy of States and would be

just ground for the Southern States to take
counsel lor tneir separation, saiety ana pro-
tection.

So much for Messrs. Lake and Smedes on
disunion.

What the Oppositionist! thought in
1849 of Voting to Eeceive Abolition
Petitions.
In oar sKiewof John Bell's record, some

weeks ago, we showed that he had invariably
voted with John Quincy Adams, J. R. Gid-ding- s,

the "inevitable Slade" and other aboli-
tionists for the reception and consideration of

183,, when Slade f Vcrniont WMmost outrage aasault
ever made , CongTes8i Mr J
refused to retire with the other

delegates, but even when it w time to
adjourn any way, voted with the abolitionists
against adjournment in order that Slade might
vuiiuiiuc in.--) luinuijuu speecn. lie was the
only Southern man whoso voted, The South
crn delegates, who had retired, the next day
presented a resolution that all abolition peti-
tions should be laid on the table without fur-

ther action, and John Bell refused to
with the South in the passage of that re-

solution. Then in 1838 he vcted against that
part of the Atherton resolutions which said
these abolition petitions should bo laid ou the
table withoutbeing debated printed or referred.
In all these struggles John BeU stood side by
side with Slade, Giddings, Adams and other
abolitionists.

When these facts were first brought to
light in the South, the Oppositionists arjolo- -

gized for John Bell. But now they go fur-
ther and justfy his course. We in the South
have held that Congress had no right to re-

ceive petitions to do an unconstitutional act,
even if it was a grievance to the petitioners.
But when, as in this case, slavery is no grie-
vance to the abolitionists, and Congress has no
Constitutional power to abolish it anywhere,
how can they demand the reception of these
petitions under that clause of the Constitution
which gives "the people, the right peacoably
to assemble, and to petition the Government
for a redress of grievances?" The Opposi- -

liomsts held in 184!) that Congress had
no right to receive these, petitions. The
Mississippi Convention of October 1849 issued
an address to the Southern States calling the
Nashville Convention. That Convention was
composed ol men of all parties. In that ad
dress, which was signed by W. L. Sharkey
U r. Lhfton, Jotin I. (fuioi), and several
other distinguished gentlemen, they say :

"For years, petitions have been addressed
to Congress by women, who claim a social.
civil and political equality with men, and by
men wno admit this equality, demanding the
abolition of slavery, as a great moral, social
and political evil. And although Congress
has no more powers over the subject, no more
right to receive such petitions than if they
were petitions to abolish the laws of marriage
as a great mural, social and political evil, or
than the supreme court of Massachusetts
would have, if such petitions were addressed
that respectable tribunal; yet a refusal to
receive them has raised an outcry, that the
great right of petition has been violated. It
has also been yielded to by Congress, thereby
asserting power to abolish slavery."

In 1849, Judge Sharkey and the other
leading lights ofthe Whig party, thought that
to receive these petitions was a great outrage
and insult to the South, but in 1860, for pol-
itical considerations, and in order to justify
John Bell, they say that to refuse to receive
them would be a violation of the great right of

petition. "O ! shame, where is thy Mwk ?

He
had differed with other candidates for whom
he had voted. When the news of the Balti-
more nominations react. i him he was in the
midst of a warm eonteat. He had not seen
the official proceedings of the Convention which
nominated .fudge Douglas; he has not seen
them yet

A voice You never will.
The proceedings were meagre, and by tele-

graph, and he relied upon the statement of a
memlier of the Convention and the facts be-

fore him. He had a high admiration for Major
Breckinridge, and knew him to be an honora-
ble man and good Democrat. Applause
He endorsed every resolution in the platform
upon which Breckinridge and Lane stand
Immense cheering, the Convention rising to

its feet And as he said before, would al-

ways defend them. Major Breckinridge was
his preference. He had said so all the time,
and now repeats it. It is only a difference
about a nomination a difference of fact He
desired to see the party united; he went to St
Louis for that purpose, and to meet the Cen-
tral Committee.

At the close of Governor Jackson's speech,he was surrounded by his particular friends,
and greeted warmly 'by tbe hand. All felt

henceforth act with the Democracy. The
band struck up the lively air of " Few Days,"
and everybody felt that it would be only a

Douglas Sneers at the Courage of
Southern Citizens.

In his speech at New York, Douglas thought
proper to sneer at the courage of Southern citi
zens. Substantially, he said that while eager
to play the part of traitors, they desiro to be
secured against the penalty of treason. In
other words, Mr. Douglas tells them that they
want to break up the Union, but are afraid to
encounter the risk of the gallows which he

proposes to erect for all who refuse to succumb
to Lincoln and an abolition administration.

Sneers and threats of this nature come with
bad grace from any man; and certainly none

anxious to promote friendly feeling between
ifferent sections would give them utterance.

Falling from the lips of Douglas, however,
they are disgraceful in the extreme. He
should be the last to impugn the courage of
other people, when it is well known that he
crouched iike a whipped spaniel under the
lash of John J. Crittenden, and that he never
showed himself any thing else than a hero of
the Bob Acres school, in his encounters with
other Southern men.

The Only Way to Save the Union.

The election of Lincoln will inevitably
bring about a dissolution of the Union. Mr.
Fillmore in 1850 said that the South ought
not, and would not consent, to live under a
Black Republican govniment Bolin Peyton,
the leading Bell elector in Tennessee, says

Watts the
leader of the Bell party in Alabama, takes the
same view of the matter.

Webster ox States' Rights and Oblioa-oation- s.

In a late number of the Alexandria
(Va.) Sentinel we find a very useful compila-
tion of the sentiments uttered by some of the
great men of all parties, on the questions of
union and disunion, or the relative duties of
the States towards each other, and their alle-

giance to the Federal Union. Out of many,
we quote the extract from Daniel Webster's
speech, delivered on the 28th of June, 1851 :

I do not hesitate to say and repeat that, if
tne .Northern states refuse, willully and deli-

berately, to carry into effect that part of the
Constitution which respects the restoration of
fugitive slaves, the South would no longer be
bound to observe the compact. A bargain brok-
en on one side is broken on all sides."

OCT At the conclusion of a serenade speech
in Detroit, Senator Seward said :

Believe me sincere when I say that if it had
devolved upon me to select from all men in the
United States a man to whom I should con-
fide the standard of the cause which is the
object for which I have lived, and for which 1

would be witling to die that man would
have been Abraham Lincoln.

Who says now the radical opinions of Sew-

ard and Lincoln are not identical ?

Black Eepal in the Constitn- -

tional Union avention A Missis- -

sippi Bell tor Endorsing an
Abolitionist.

We have lieforepr the official proceedings
of the C'onstitutioaHLjJnion Convention which
assembled at Bali on tho.9th of May,
I860, and nomt ohn Bell and Edward

Everett. The p Sngs of that Convention
exhibit facts which! snd the attention and
condemnation of ern men. It was well

they resolved that their "duty to re- -

cognize no poli rinciples" other than

meaningless genei , upon which the vilest
Black Republican, ell as the most violent
Fire-eate- r, can s or there were men in

that strange medl iubbed the "Constitu- -

tional Union Coa hn," men who were

prominent candi rite nominations who
have eoln, and who stand
to-d- ax dial F opposed to the South
and her constitutkuitl rights as Seward or
Sumner, Hale or Hamlin, Wade or Giddings.

In that Convention John M. Botts received
9J4 votes for the nomination for President,
and John McLean, of Ohio, received 21 votes,
more than double the number which Missis-

sippi's candidate, the Hon. Wm. L. Sharkey,
received at any ballot It is startling that
such men as Botts and McLean should be
voted for in a Constitutional convention; but it
is more astonishing still that they should be

endorsed, not silently, but with hot words of
praise, by Southern delegates in that conven-
tion.

But first, let us glance at the political status
of Botts and McLean.

John M. Botts hails from a Southern State,
(Virginia,) but his past record has been so

uniformly upon the side of the North that many
of the blackest abolitionists urged his nomina-
tion by the Chicago Convention, which nomi
nated Lincoln. The New York Tribune said
it would " heartily and zealously support John
M. Botts," for, it said, " we regard as coming
within the scope of the organization, Repub-
lican, unless we misunderstand their position,
such men as" liotts, etc. Ills nomination
was urged by other leading Black Republi-
can journals, for he was looked upon in both
sections of the Union, as a Southern man with
Northern principles.

But the evidence against John McLean, of
Ohio, is more damning still, for he is a Black

Republican, in full fellowship. He was one of
the Judges of the Supreme Court who gave a

dissenting opinion in the Dred Scott case. Mr.
Justice Curtis, another Black Republican, was
the other.

Let the South read the dissenting opinion
of Mr. J ustice McLean in that case. He holds
that the Missouri Compromise was constitu-

tional, that negroes are citizens of the United
States, and that when a slave has once visited
a free State, with the consent of his master,
he thereby becomes free, although he may
subsequently have been removed to a slave
State. For the benefit of our readers, who
cannot lay th.ir hands upon the opinion, we
will give some extracts.

At page 531 of the published Report, by
Appleton, speaking of Dred Scott, an African
slave, he said:

Being born under our Constitution and laws,
no naturalization is required, as one of foreign
hirtH. t tw ls1 Tcitiz-!!- - Tl.o luoat gen-
eral arni'aTjpTOpriate dSfinition of the term is
"a freeman." Being a freeman, and having
his doinkil in a State different from Hint of tht
defendant, he is a citizen within the act of Con-

gress, and the courts of the Union are open to
lam.

On page 538 he says, " all slavery has its

origin in power, and is against rigid;" and on

page 540 he argues that Congress has absolute

power over slavery in all places under its ju-
risdiction. On page 543 he says that Con-

gress can prohibit slavery in tho Territories.
We copy an extract:

If Congress should deem slaves or free col-

ored persons injurious to the population of a
free Territory, as conducing to lessen the value
of the public lands, or on any other ground
connected with the public interest, they have
the power to prohibit them from becoming set-

tlers in it.
On page 548 he denies that slaves are prop-

erty under the Constitution. But we have
extracted enough for our purpose.

Is it a wonder that a man holding such
views was a prominent candidate before the
Black Republican Chicago Convention, and
received a considerable number of votes for

nomination for the Presidency?
But then it strikes us as humiliating in the

extreme to the whole South to see Southern
men standing upon the floor of what they call

Constitutional Convention, and endorsing
such men as Botts, And bespattering with ful-

some praise such men as McLane willing to

give up our constitutional rights, willing to

sacrifice the institution of slavery, which is
'" the very warp and woof of our social and po-

litical existence," upon the altar of a Union
which would then eease to carry out the ends
for which our fathers formed it Neill S.

Blown, of Tennessee, who figured in that
Convention, says: "I would not give this

Un$on for all tbe land and all tho negroes of
the South." And Gustavus A. Henry, an-

other delegate from Tennessee, says: " Ifcivil

war should ensue on this slavery question
between the North and the South, I would

not fight the North. I would be hung first"
But it was left for a delegate from the proud

State of Mississippi (who is now canvassing
this State as elector for John Bell) to endorse

and laud to the skies such men as John M.

Resolved, Tht the platform adopted y
tho Democratic party at (Jmcinnati is affirmed,
with the following explanatory resolutions :

First That the Government ofa Territory
organized by an act of Congress is provisional
and temporary, and during its existence all
citizens of the United States have an equal
right to settle with their, property in the Ter-tor- y,

without their rights, either of person or
property, being destroyed or injured by Con-

gressional or territorial legislation.
Second That it is the duty of the Fed-

eral Government in all its departments, to
protect, when necessary, the rights of
persons and property in the Territories, and
wherever else its constitutional authority ex-

tends.
Third That when the settlers in a Terri

tory, having an adequate population, form a
State Constitution, the right of sovereignty
commences, and being consummated by admis-
sion into the Union, they stand on an equal
footing with the people of other States ; and a
State thus organized ought to be admitted
into the Federal Union, whether its Constitu-
tion prohibits or recognize tbe institution of
slavery.

Resolved, That tbe Democratic party are
in favor of the acquisition of the Island ol Cuba,
on such terms as shall be honorable to our-
selves and just to Spain, at the earliest practi-
cable moment

Resolved, That the enactments of State
Legislatures to defeat the' faithful execution
of the' Fugitive Slave law are hostile in char-
acter to, and subversive of the Constitution
and revolutionary in their effect.

Resolved, That the Democracy of the United
States recognize it as an imperative duty of
this Government to protect naturalized
citizens in all their rights, whether at home or
in foreign lands, to the same extent as its na
tive-bo- rn citizens. And,

Whereas, One of the greatest neces-
sities of the age, in a political, commercial,
postal and Military point of view, is a speedy
communcation between the Pacific and Atlan-

tic coasts ; therefore, be it
Resolved, That the National Democratic

party do hereby pledge themselves to use
every means in their power to secure the pas-

sage of some bill, to the extent of the consti-
tutional authority of Congress, for tbe con-

struction ofay Pacific lUilroari, from the Mis-

sissippi river to the Pacific Ocean, at the earliest
practicable moment.

1 say, then, because I believe in the doc
trine of btates rights because I hold to tho
faith of 1798-9- 9, as expressed in the Virginia
and Kentucky resolutions, and in the famous
report of Mr. Madison that I will not con-
sent to arm the Federal Government with a
power not conferred by the Constitution, with
a power which it can never wisely exercise,
with a power which any attempt to exercise
and enforce, must inevitably bring on discord,
confusion, and ill blood, and keep us estran-
ged."

The Grain Crop. The Chicago papers
state that the seven Northwestern States
have produced over 118,000,000 bushels of
wheat, and the surplus that can be spared
from Indiana, Illinois, Iowa, Wisconson and
Missouri, after keeping abundance for bread
and seed, will be equal to half their whole
crop.

Beli, Nominated bx Abolitionists. Can
any honest and impartial enquirer after truth,
doubt the political complexion of the Conven-
tion that nominated Bell and Everett There
were certainly twenty-on- e Abolitionists in
that body, who made bold to declare their
sentiments in their votes.
