We assume it as a fixed fact that the public

sentiment of the State is for disunion in pre-

ference to abiding under a government admin-

istered with no other avowed purpose but the
destruction of her institutions and her degrada-

tion from her position of equality in the Union.

The election of such a party by the non slave-holdin- g

States with such a purpose, makes

void the.coinnact between them, because the

Union was established not to inflict wrong and

outrage upon any of the parties to it, but "to

establish justice, ensure domestic tranquility,

provide for the common defence, promote the

general welfare, and secure tbe blessings of

liberty to ourselves and our posterity."
The question, therefore, arises when shall

this purpose of withdrawing from our associa-

tion with the Northern States, which have
thus broken faith, be carried into effect?

1. Our great agricultural staples are going
to market. The sooner wv act, the more of
these staples we will have on hand. --to control
the conduct of .the people of the North and of
foreign nations, to secure a peaceful result for
our deliverance. Tnousands at the North, and
millions in Europe, need our Cotton to keep
their looms in operation. Let us act, before
we have parted, with our agricultural pro-
ductions for the season;.

2. The commercial and financial interests
of the South require that we should act
ipeeddy in settling bur relations towards tbe
North. Suspense is embarrassment and loss.
Decision, with separation, will speedily open
new sources of wealth and prosperity, and re-
lieve the finances of the South through the es-
tablishment

of
of new channels. In all changes

of Government, respect should be had to all
classes of the people, andghe least possible
loss be inflicted on any.

3. The moral effect'of promptitude will be the
immense. Delay will dispirit our friends, and the
inspire confidence in our enemies. The evils
against which we are to provide are not the
growth of yesterday. They have been gath
ering head for thirty tears. We have tried.
again and ajrain. to avert them by compromise
and submission. Submission has failed to
avert them ; and wise, prompt and resolute
action is our last and only course for safety.

4. Black Republican rule at Washington
will not commence until the 4th of March
next? four short months. Before that time
all that South Carolina or the other Southern
States intend to do, should he done. The set-
tlement of our relations towards the General
Government, in consequence of our measures
of protection, should be completed during the
existing Administration. . in

5. Jt is exceedingly important also, that our
measures should be laid as soon as possible
before the present Congrest. The secession of

sectional madness Che North. Hwfijffl
that we are wronged and erMangered by Black
Republican ascendancy, and Be will not, we
have a right to suppose, lend himself to carry
out their bloody policy.

6. By communication from the President of
the United States, as well as by the with-
drawal from Congress of tbe uieinbers of the
seceding States, the question of the right of a
Force Bill, must arise in Congress for action.
The Representatives from the other Southern
States will most probably be forced cither to
continue members of a body which orders the
sword to be drawn against the seceding States,
or they must leave it. They will most prob-
ably leave it; and thus the Scuth will be
brought together by action in Congress, even
though they fail to at once by their
State authorities. It will not be wise to pre-
termit either of these instrumentalities for the
union and of tbe Southern States;
but, it is our opinion, that Congress is the best
place to unite them. By prompt action, and
through the question of secession in Congress,
the agitations which must; ensue, will not only
tend to unite the Southern members of Con-

gress, but to unite and stimulate State action
in the Steles they represent.

Wo conclude, therefore, by urging the Leg-
islature about to assemble, to provide for the
calling1, a Convention, as soon as it is ascer-
tained that Messrs. Lincoln and Hamlin have
the majority in the Electoral Colleges for Pres-
ident and Vice President of the U. S. : and

Uhat this Convention snart assemble at thejr--
hest day practicable, consistent with The
knowledge of our course by our sister South-
ern States. To this end we would respect-
fully suggest Nov. 22d and 23d as the day of
election, and December 15th as the time of as-

VIRGINIA PREPARING!

Important Resolutions ! Southern

Wrongs and Aggressions Vividly and

Graphically Portrayed !

.

A large and enthusiastic meeting was held

in Princess Anne county, Va.,on the 25th ult,
at which Gov. Wise put in motion the ball of
resistance to further wrongs and aggressions

upon the South. We received the Enquirer
last night containing full proceedings,of the

meeting, which we publish this morning to the

exclusion of muchlfitefesting matter Tbe

speech of Gov. Wise is represented as the
ablest of his life. It was divested of all par-tiza- n

spirit. He dealt in no party politics.
He portrayed in the most vivid and eloquent
manner tbe wrongs of the South, and the ag

gressions of the North. The resolutions

submit a plan of thorough organization for

Southern defense. In s caking of the meet-

ing, the Richmond Enquirer says :

From a report in y 's Enquirer, it will
be seen the county of Princess Anne, under

the lead of Gov. Wise, has initiated a company
of Minute Men, and recoinmenus to all the
cities and counties in tbe State the same ac-

tion. This is a most important move for pro-

visional measures ; and should Lincoln be

elected, the State, from one end to the other,
will be rife with "Minute Men." The report
madi by Gov. Wise will be read with great
interest throughout the country at this time.

When a man like Gov. Wise, whose devo-

tion to the Fedesgd Union has never been ques-

tioned, deems the occasion important enough
for such a course on his part, the people of Vir-

ginia will be no laggards in the contest that

Tho Minute Men are for the protection of
the State as well as tf r wist any attempt on
the part of tho Federal Government to coerce

edy for a violated Constitution.
A despatch says that on the 3d instr, Gov.

Wise addressed an immense assemblage at
Norfolk of these resolutions, and

they were adopted by acclamation men of all

parties voting in favor of them : '

We ltud the pleasure of attending on last
Wednesday the largest mass meeting erer held
iu tbe county of Princess Anne. , There were
between eighteen hundred and two thousand
persons, including some four hundred ladies.
A sumptuous feast was spread, and there was
enough to eat and drink fat everybody, and
plenty to spare, although tbe crowd was much
larger than any one could have anticipated.
The day was lovely, and all nature seemed to
contribute to the enjoyment of the occasion.
the presence ot tour hundred ladies, among
them some of the loveliest of Virginia'sdaugh-ters- ,

seemed to inspire the orators of the occa
sion with unusual eldqucnce.

Col. Edward 11. Herbert to the chair, and ap
pointing. Edgar B. Mason, Esq., Secretary.

The Hon. HENRY A. WISE (now a citi
zen of the county) was introduced with a few
appropriate remarks by the President. Gov-

ernor Wise made one of the most splendid
efforts of his life, riveting the attention of his
audience, and carrying thoui with him in his
soul-stirrin- g appeals for a union of uie south
for Uie safety of the South. He disclaimed
part

not attempt a report of the Governor's

speech, which was received with the greatest
enthusiasm:

We, a portion of the people of Princess
Anne county, here, assembled, .desiring to con-
fer with our fellow-citize- of the Common-
wealth of Virginia generally, and to express
to them our views upon the impending dan-

gers threatening our property, our lives, our
social safety, our political equality, our char-
acters as a people, all the securities of our
peace, and the means of our common defence,
do earnestly appeal to their solemn considera-
tion of past, present and coming events, touch-
ing these dangers, and tbe protection of these
dearest rights of a free people.

A large body of fanaics has long been
formed in tbe United States, with the single
intent of abolishing property in slaves. It is
needless to trace their origin, history and pro-
gress. In the beginning they were, professed-
ly at least, of a religious and philanthropic or-

der; and then were but few and of little irrflu-nc- e,

not disturbing the public peace. They
soon changed into a political clement, and at
once becaine aggressive and sectional. This
was easy and natural, as well from the cause
of climate as from the political status of the
two great sections of the country.

Climate abolished slavery in all the North-
ern States, simply because it made it unprofit-
able. It was abolished in the North by being
tfonsfeired to the Southern States, whose
slave labor is profitable. The people of the
Northern States were not only the common
carriers from Africa to the Southern States,
hut when their laws abolished slavery in their
own limits, it was by a process so timely that,
tlie owners could sell and send to the South
the most ol their slaves.

At about the same time that the slaves were
thus sent from the North and congregated in
the South, the greitpolitical divisions became
distinctly defined. Tne abolition particularly
the six New England States adopted the
scheme of Federal policy, headed by Alexan-
der Hamilton, of New York, and contended
for largetend consolidating powers in the Fed-
eral Government as a national and supreme
governrnent. The slave Statos, almost uni-

tedly, particularly Virginia, Kentucky, Ten-
nessee and North Carolina, headed by Thomas
Jefferson, of Virginia, adopted the Democratic
Republican creed of the rights of the sovereign
States, of a mere agency for the States, in a
Federal Government of a limited power, under
a strict construction of the Constitution, as a
compact between sovereigns.

This was the state of political parties, when
the first unfortunate division occurred In the
Democratic Republican party of 1801. Aaron
Burr, as candidate lor the Vice Presidency,
ran even on Uiolkket with Mr. Jefferson, as
candidate for the Presidency, and, under the
Constitution before amended, the Federal
tiartv attempted to repair its defeat bv elect
ing Burr instead of the choice of the Democ-

racy. It is a remarkable fact tbat in this con
test tbe leading motive ol Hamilton, oft re
peated to his party, was, though he himself
was opposed to rsurr, to aeieat ana destroy tne

Vtratntfl dintastu," whom lie denounced as
Jacobins." Thus showing his jealousy of the

Southern Democracy. The Democracy then
succeeded, but then was sown tho first seeds
of division in it by Aaron Burr, who permitted
himself to be the instrument of the Federal

party's attempt to defeat the real popular will.
The " Virginia dynasty," in the administra
tions of Jctlerson, --Madison ana Monroe, in
succession, lasted twenty lour years, irom
1800 to 18125, and all aspirants became jealous
and antagonistic to its influence. And it is
still more singular tnat, tnougn Hamilton, the
leader of the Federal party, was opposed to
Burr, the first creat traitor to his party before
he was tried for treason to his country, and
though tho former became the victim of tne
latter on the field or honor, yet now their
biographies disclose the fact that Burr agreed
with Hamilton in being the arch enemy of the
' Virginia dynasty, synonymous with south- -

era Democracy. Thus Democracy bad be-

come identified with the slave States, Vir
ginia, the largest, in the lead; and tuns it had
its double enemies, first in Hamilton and the
Federalists, and second in Burr and a North
ern Democratic Wing composed of his " myr-
midons," the TO un'ted in nothing but in hos-

tility to what they called " the Virginia dy-

nasty." It was a union in lact Of Federalists
with disaffected Burrites in free soil TStatcs, to
crush the Democracy, existing mostly in the
stave States, led for a quarter of a century, by
Jefferson, Madison and Monroe, and in 1824
what before had been denounced as "the slave-ocra- cy

of tho South."

Thus Federal antagonism and Burrite trea-

son to Democracy in the Northern States
seized on anti-slave- fanaticism in the North
to crush Democratic Republicanism in the
whole country. And thus abolition of slavery
became politically allied to the enemies alike
of Democracy and the Southern States.

Dr. Sam1 Cartwright-F-- cte vs. Fancy.

This gentleman, quiet in hip habits, a thor-

ough going Democrat, has published in the
last New York Day -- Book, a reply to-- . H.

Seward, the arch-fien- d of aholitnjnism, and

the following is an extract from that reply.
Dr. Cartwright lived in Natchez twenty-6v- e

years, was lcnown to all as a gentleman of

high character and talents, who thoroughly
understood medisal and political science. He

loved the South from boyhood, ami took an

enthusiast's pride in studying the status of

races and our institutions generally. He

built up a name in our midst, made friends

and fortune by his honesty and industry, and

he never wavered in his devotion, or thought
ofabandoning the South in the hoar of calam-

ity, lie was willing to st aid in the front of
danger, like a true hero, and form a barrier

against the march of fanaticism. In this

campaign Dr. C. has been unusually active,
and his voice has beet) heard on several occa-

sions. Though feeble in step having reached
an age when quiet is needed be still goes
into tbe political arena and expounds, in his
own bold and Scientific way, the true theory
ofour government. These great men, Southern

lights, are passing away. They have fought
hard the battles of Constitutional Democracy
against the mongrel hoHIes of Abolitionism,
Know Nothingism and Squatter Sovereignty,
and they will soon repose in death, leaving
the young politicians to follow in the path
illumined by their genius.

This is a digression, but Dr. Cartwright is
one of those rare men, who has labored so

zealously with pen and tongue for Democracy,
that we have no excuse to maksfor this pass
ing tribute. In the following extract he

proves the fallacy of Seward's doctrine that
the negroes of the South are discontented and
would fight against their masters.

after Washington died. Gnat Bntam resorted
to a series of measures, late most nefarious that
ever disgraced a nation, to rend Hayti from
France and to transfer its rich indigo culture
to her East India possessions. Advantages
were taken of he circumstances which there
transpired, to make the people of the United
States believe that there had been a terrible
insurrection of the negro slaves against their
nasters in Hayti, and that the black heroes
had whipped one of the largest and best
appointed armies of Napoleon, sent to reduce
them to subjection. Many people in the
South, who had no other means of information
than that acquired through British on North-e- m

books and publications, were led into the
egregious error, and are still in the error of
believing that the negroes actually had met
and conquered Napoleon's army. Hundreds
came to New Orleans with wounds received
ia. defence of their master, and of tho hun-
dreds of masters who reached our shores, not
a iingle one of ttem ewer knew of a single in-
stance of a negro slave rising against his
imster.

One of tli highest attributes of great ip

is to throw into the enemy's camp
the seeds of panic to take roet. The British
have out generated us, and lent us the seeds
of panic in school books ana histories written
by the servants and dupes of the ruling
arist icracy, and published in Boston, New
York and Philadelphia. The same class of
persons control, in a great degree, the boots
used in our public schools at the present lime,,
aad have filled th?m with British ideas
misstating facts to promote British policy, and
omitting (o mention altogether many fasts
and circumstances which would explain the
tfne theory and principles of our Republican
government. Our public schools, instead of

being a benefit, are a nuisance, as they fasten
Britishism instead of Americanism, upon
scholars educated in them. They are not in-

dependent as schools should be, each to select
its own books and to have its own system of
instruction ; but the same books are forced
on all of them without any means of correction.
So public schools can correct the errors of

weakness of the South" Such British fallacies,

taught in our public schools, have brought the
northern and southern Slates to tbe verge of
a great calamity, which if not averted) will
have the effect of depriving the Northern
States of their manuftcturot, and will pro-

mote British policy bf putting down a much
dreaded rival in the manufacturing line. The
North has everything to loose and nothing to

to use the Federal Government as he would
use a maul, to split the States asunder, instead
of linking, thefn closer together, as a man of
more ability acd statesmanship would do.

The outrages jjhich abolition fanaticism has
continued year by year to heap upon the

South, have at length culminated in the elec-

tion of Abraham Lincoln and Hannibal Ham-

lin, avowed Aboliitionists, to the Presidency
and Vice Presidency both bigoted, unscru-

pulous and d enemies of the peace
and equality of the slaveholding States, and
one of the pair strongly marked with tbe blood
of his negro ancestry.

In view of the formal declaration, through
the ballot-bo- of a purpose by the Northern
States to wield the vast machinery of the

Federal Government as now constituted, for

destroying the liberties of the slaveholding
States, it becomes their duty to dissolve their

connection with it, and establish a separate
and independent government of their own.

such by their exclusive suffrages to rule over
us at the North. Do you think tee would
submit to it ? So, not for a moment. And
do yon believe that your Southern brethren
are less sensitive on this subject than you are,
or less jealous of their right ? If you do, let
me tell you that you are mistaken ! And
therefore you must see that if this sectional

rparty succeeds, it leads inevitably to the de
struction ol this heautilul labnc reared by our
forefathers, cemented by their blood, and
bequeathed to us as a precious inheritance.
I "I tell you my friends that I feel deeply, and
therefore I speak earnestly, on this subject,
(tries of "you're right !") for I feel that you
are in danger.

The temporizing conces-
sions and compromises made by and with the
"Hunkers," as they were called, of bis admin-
istration from 1830 to 1840, on the' slavery
Question, laid the foundation of the disruption
which has resulted in two divisions of the De
mocratic party in 1860. Van Buren himself,
chagrined by his'defeat in the slave States,
openly wenf. over to But most
of his free-so- il partisans remained in the De-

mocratic party, and have succeeded in so
wielding minorities in the
and States, as to claim the pow-
er of controlling the majorities in the Demo-
cratic and slaveholding States, and ofdictating
to the party its nominees and a change in its
principles in the form of what is called "Squat-
ter Sovereignty." .

Thus Federalism and Hunkerism of Burr
and Van Buren, really politically
have seized fanaticism in their embrace to

It seized upon all the territory acquired by
common conquest from Mexico, and deprived
slave labor of the privilege of operating in the
wealthiest mines of the earth the goldmines
of California.

It has bribed a slave State with ten millions
ofcommon funds to sanction a prohibition of
slavery in all New Mexico. .

It claims to abolish slavery in the districts,
forts, arsenals, dockyards and other places
ceded to the United States. To abolish the
intcr-Stht- e slave trade, and thus cut off the
Northern slave States from their profits of
production- - and the Southern States from
their source of supply of labor.
Sclauns to forbid all equality and compe-

tition ofsettlement in the common Territories
by the citizens of slave States.

It repeals all further admission of now slave to
States.

It has nullified the fugitive slave acts in
fourteen Satets ol the Union. It has denied
PTtraditirn nf ""'-di- mt - J
other felons in several others.

refused to prevent or punish. '"IrfT"
State authority, tbe spoliation of slave pro

-

perty ; but on the contrary, it has made it
criminal offences in the citizens of several
States to obey the laws of tho Union for the
protection of slave property. in

It has advocated negro equality, and made
it the ground of positive fegisiatioej hostile to
the Southern States.

It opposes protection to slave property on
the high seas, and has justified piracy itself in in
the case of the Creole.

It has kept in our midst emissaries of in-

cendiarism, to corrupt our slaves and induce
them to run off, or excite them to rebellion
and insurrection.

It has runoff millions of slave property by
a system of what is called "underground rail-

roads ;" and has made its tenure so precarious
in the border slave States as nearly to have
Abolitionized two of them Maryland and
Missouri ; and it is making similar inroads
constantly increasing upon Virginia and Ken-

tucky.

It is incessantly scattering of
incendiary appeals in our midst.

It has extended fanaticism into our own
borders.

It has invaded Territory by arms furnish-
ed by Emigrant Aid Societies, under State
patronage, and by funds, furnished by foreign
enemies in Canada and in Great Britain.

flt has invaded Virginia, and has shed the to
blood of her citizens on hcrjiwn soil.

ft has justified and exalted to the highest
honors of admiration and fespect the horrid
murders and arsons and rapine of the raid of
John Brown, and has eannonized the felons
themselves as saints of martyrdom.

It has burnt the towns and poisoned the
cattle, and formed the midnight conspiracy
of the depopulation of North Texas.

It has proclaimed to the slaves the horrid
motto "Alarm to the sleep, fire to the dwell-

ings, poison to the food and water" of slave-
holders.

It has published its plans for the abolition
of slavery every where. To "rescue slaves at
all hazards to form associations to estab
lish presses to use tne vote and ballot to
raise money and military equipments to
form and discipline armed companies to ap-

peal to and detach them
from slaveholders in slave States to commun-
icate with the slaves to encourage y

emigrants to the South and West to seize
other property of slaveholders, to compensate
for cost of running otf their slaves to force
emancipation by all means, especially by limi-

ting, harrassing and frowning upon slavery
in every mode and form and finally, by the
Executive, by Congress, by the postal service
and in every way to agitate without ceasing,
until the Southern btate shall be abandoned
to their fate, and worn down, shall be com-

pelled' to surrender and emancipate their
slaves.

It has repudiated the decisions of. the Su-

preme Court It assails us from fgc pulpit
and tbe press, and in the school roam. It di-

vides all sects and religions, as wejl as" parties.
It denounces slaveholders as degraded by the
lowest immoralities, insults them" in every
form, and holds them up to the scorn of man-
kind.

It has already a majority of the States under
its domination; has infected the Federal as well
as State judiciary; has a large majority of the
House of Representatives of the Congress of
tbe United States; will soon have by the new
census a majority of the Senate, and before it
obtains tho senate certainly will obtain the
chief executive power of the United States.

U has announced its purpose of total aboli-

tion in the States and everywhere, as well as
in the Territories and Districts, and other
places ceded. And,

It has proclaimed an "impressible conflict''
of higher law with tho Federal Constitution
itself.

How, then, is the election of its caudidato
for that Chief Executive power to be viewed

by us and by all? His and his rival's senti-

ments are both proclaimed, they are the same,
" tho Government cannot endure half slave
and half free it is an irrepressible conflict

opposing and enduring forces the Uni-

ted States must and wall, sooner or later, be-

come a slaveholding nation, or entirely a free.
Inlior nation." These are Uie sentiments of
