Character of the Funding Bill.

=

The New York Independent, whose commer
cial articles are always full of interest, thus
zives the main features of the funding bill. It
provides for the issue of $1,500,000,000 of
United States bonds, $200,000,000 of which
bear five per cent. interest, redeemable after
ten years, $300,000,000 bear four and a ball
per cert. interest, redeemable after fifteen years
and $1,000,000,000 of which bear four per cent.
interest, redeemable after thirty years. A sum
not exceeding one-half per cent. of the bonds
is allowed for paying the expense of issuing
them. The bonds are to be exchanged at par
for Five-twenties already issued, or sold at par
and the proceeds applied to the payment ol
such Five-twenties as have become redeemable.
'hey are to be paid, principal and interest, iu
¢oin, aud to be exempt from all taxation. The
honds composing the sinking fund, other bonds
purchased and held by the Treasurer, and ali
that may hereafter be purchased are to bhe can
celed and destroyed. The bill also provides
‘hat the Treasurer may receive gold coin on
leposit for not less than thirty days, and in
-ums not less than S100, and issue certificates
for the same bearing interest at the rate of 2}
per cent. per annum, and payable on the
return of these certificates afier ten days’ no
tice; with the provision that this coin so de-
posited, after retaining twenty-five per cent.,
may be used by the Treasurer for the purchase
f Government bonds. The banking clause, as
rontained in the original funding bill of the
Senate, is wholly stricken out.
