The Department of Agriculture, through

Secretary Morton, bas disposed ofall its
'property, consisting of machinery and
buildings, at the various sugar experimen-
tal stations n the country. These stations
were located at Fort Scott, Kans.; Medi-
cine Lodge, Kans.; Runnymedc, Fla.; Au
dubon Park, La., and Lawrence, La. Tho
property and outfits at theso stations,
which were acquired at great expense,
and consisted of Ihc latest machinery used
In the cultivation and production of sugar,
were sold for a mere song to Louisiana
and Fort Scott parties.

Secretary Morton, when Interviewed y,

and asked his reasons for abandoning
these stations and disposing of the build-
ings and machinery thereon, said:

"The government has been steadily los-

ing money In, tbc maintenance of these
sugar experimental stations without accom-
plishing any real good so far as the Industry
was concerned. UpwardsoffSOO.OOOwcre
.pent In Nebraska and nearly $200,000 in
Kansas since tbc Inception of this work of
educating tbc farmers of the West in the
culture and production of cane and beet
sugar, and it can be safely said that the
benefits derived therefrom have been
merely nominal.

"There were ten stations originally, most
were situated lu Kansas and

Nebraska, but by some legerdemain they
have been spirited away one after another
so that now we are unable to find but five
ot them upou t he map."

"How It was done I am unable to say
but that It was done Is evidenced by the
fact tbat tbe machinery Is gone and even
the ownership of the land belonging to the
United States, disputed by those who have
settled upon It. I have therefore decided
that It would be best to do away al-

together with these experimental stations
which, being of no practical utiUty-hav- c

been the means of fleecing the govern-
ment annually out of la rgc sums o f money."

In his argument at the bounty bearing
before Comptroller Bowler days ago
Senator Mandcrson praised the work which
had been accomplished by these experi-
mental stations In Nebraska In tbc way of
leaching the farming element out there the
ecrets of the "sun plant." The possi-

bilities of that branch of agriculture were
said by Mr. Manderson to be so great tbat
with the repeal of the bounty by Congress
a movement was set on foot to secure State
aid for the Industry. By way of encourage-
ment the Nebraska legislature accorded
the planters half a cent 'bounty.

When Secretary Morton's attention was
called to this fact he plainly showed his
attitude toward this kind of governmental
aid by predicting that the sugar producers,
of Nebraska would never gel the bounty,
if some one out there had but the courage
to take the matter to the court.

Death of Hypolyto Grlenmnnl.Hii Of-

ficer of tho French National Guard.
Hypolyte Grieumard, who was an officer

In the National Guard of France under La-

fayette, then attached to the French bureau
of finance, and closed his public career as
Belgian consul at Cincinnati, died late Tues
day night at his residence.

He had been afflicted with
chronic bronchitis for several years, but
was confined to bed two weeks in his last
illness.

Hypolyto Grieumard was born of Hugue-
not parents in thn south of Franco on Au-
gust 17, 1S05. In 1830 he eutered the
national guard of bis country when Lafay-
ette was commandor-in-cliief- , and became
an officer under that distlngulsheil gen-

eral, at whose funeral be was also one of
the guards or honor.

His caree-- r a? a soldier continued fur twen-
ty years, until 1S30, when he was at-

tached lo" the Trench bureau or finance.
In which department he served until 18C0,
when King Leopold of Belgium appointed
him consul at Cincinnati. This urfice he
held for ten s and then retired from
public life.

He resided In Cincinnati nine years longer,
during which time he was a teacher ot the
French language, among his pupils being
the late George Pendleton, minister to
France. From the Queen City he came to
Philadelphia, where be made his home un-

til his death. He was an accomplished lin-

guist, speaking the French, Italian, Span-
ish and Greek langnnges. Men prominent
In France and America were bis close
friends. His wife, one son and one daugh-
ter survive him.
