WON BY WORKINGMEN.

How the Street Rallways of Glase
gow Are Run.

Editor Times: In a recent Isue you speak
of the profits, $118,129, derived from the
tramwnsys of Glasgow with the reduced
fare.

It mn ¥ intereat the pablic toknow that the
fmamways are owned and run by the city,
aml consequently the profits go into the
city revenues, instead of the pockets of
wealthy individuals, a3 is the case in many
European citics, and ahould be every whore.

It Is an intenvsting fact. also, shat this
change of nnnigement was brought atout
by the workingnuin.

Originally the tramways were leased to
a company for twenty-theee years, which
lease expired in 1804, Up to 1891 the
expemlitures amounted to $1,725,000,
while during the same period the ety re
ceived $2,440.000. For the [first three
years the company pald but one dividend
of 6 per cent, but for the Lust nineteen
years it paid from 4 to 12 per cent, and
for ten years they averaged 10 per cent.

The company, however, trented its em-
ployes badly, exacting fourteen to sixteen
hours, and the result was a strike, and a
publicsentinientinfavorof thecit y s running
the roads, The city offered to renew the
lease on conditisn that the hours stouk] be
reduced to ten. The conpauy refused, and
also refuged the offer of the city to buy its
rolling stock. and the result was that the
city stocked the road Itself whih muoch bet-
ter cars and outfit, and a better service
every way was had.

It was not expected at the time that the
city would receive any profit from the
‘roads, for Bomo Years at least, it being sit-
isfiedl topay its ®ay, secure a better service,
and better the o of the emiployes.

The result has been most gratifving.
In the first place, the 1,730 men employed
have shorter hours and better, wages. In
the second “piﬂl‘ﬁ. ‘the lings nnva- been ex-
tended and the fures cheapened, thus
not only better accommodating the general
public, bov whatls perhaps more inportant,
promoting w rémnval of the pourer Closses
from the ¢ ll'd fquarters of the ity to the
more open and ‘salubrious suburbs.

One can ride o mile for a half-penny,
and a red Iamp I8 gt to designate the miles
along the road,” while for lnnger distances
the fares dre Proportionately cheap, and
insome cases 4'Tide ol«three miles costs but
a penny—egual 10 two conts with ns.

Instead of sitaply paying expenses, the
result for the first year s a profit of over
$118,000. Inaddition to thata recent writer
over there 8a¥s: “The handsomerand more
comfortable cars, electrically lighted in-
8ide and out, ¢n which the oty nrus are
gally embinzoned,-and the happier abpear-
ance of the men—smarnt uniforms giving
full protection from the weatber, taking
- the place of the ragged garment with which
they provided themselves out of thelr puv-
eny—compiete the satsfaction with which
‘citizen ‘regards the latest
addition to municipal ownership,”

Truly, this isan object lesson for American
~cities-which ought to be heeded everywhere.
