C Inr Reports Siow That It Is on
the Decrease.

The world's production of wool, accord-
ing to the report of the permanent custom-
house commissioners for 1854 on the tex-
tile industries of France, furnighed to
the Biate Department by Consul Bigelow,
at Rouen, had decreased slightly in the
previous twelve months,

In 1583 the quantity of wool available
for commerce in the world was one thou-
sand and twelve millions of kilogrammes
{about 2,267.000.000 pounds), while the
quantity for 1864 was one thousand apd
two milllons. In France the production of
wool has consteantly diminished,

In 1540 the number of sheep in France
was 32,151,430, while in 1893 there were
only 20,275,716, For the past fifteen
years aheep has been bred for meat pur-
poses, the profit being greater.
