His Vigorous Foreign Policy Too

Much For the Administration.

MUST ABATE HIS ARDOB

This He Refuses to Do, and Tt Is Very
Probable That Ho Will Announce
His Intended Retirement at Friday's
Cabinet Meeting His Colleague
Were n red by Ills Aggressiveness,

An interesting story, believed td l

foundation In fact, to the
effect that Secretary OIney will, at an
early date, retire from the Cabinet, ha
created a sensation In official circles.

At the time Mr. Olney was transferred
from the Department of Justice and mado
Secretary of State, to succeed ihe lato
JudgcGrcshani, there wasaaopenlyavowed
stipulation on the part of the then Attor-
ney General that he should be permitted,
without let or hindrance', to pursue a
vigorous foreign policy.

The President acceded to this reserva-
tion, as was evidenced by the fact of Mr.
OIney's transference, and the new Sec-
retary of Stale, immediately upon his
induction into oirice, inaugurated an ag-
gressive, or what was designated aa a
American policy. He notified Spain that
the Mora claim must be paid, and defined
his Interpretation or the phrase "a reason-
able time" to mean thirty days as a
minimum and sixty days as a maximum
period. Deferment bevond that t.me would
necessitate the institution of forcible mea-ur- e

on the part of the UniUd States.
SENT IT TO BAYARD.

Before the amazement occasioned by this
bold stroke of diplomacy had been di-s-

patcd. Secretary Olney communicated ir
three successive dispatches lo Auihaisado.
Bayard his views as lo the scope atal mean-
ing or the Monroe Doctrine, and warned th
government of Great Britain that encroach-
ment upon Venezuelan territory beyond thi
limits of the Schomkherg line, would not b
tolerated by the United btates.

I'tnding a reply to the three communica-
tions, the delay being aggravated by the
fact that instructions were issued for tb
military occuiialloa of the country lying
far beyond the Schomkbergliueofdeuiarca-tlou- ,

uion which a wealthy and Influ-enlf-

American syndicate has located, in-

vesting millions of dollars in mines and
mining machlnry. Secretary Olney. it ii
said, desired to emphasize the vigor of his
policy by estopping the further occupation
of the disputed territory.

Should the
opposition to his official acts still be so
emphatically manifested his retirement
must follow as a matter or course.

Aliove all things It is known that Mr.
Olney will not permit Interference in his
exce-utiv- duties, ne is alike quick to re-

sent advice or admonition. It Is nn open
secret that during his service as Attorney
General Mr. Ohicy promptly tendered his
resignation when he. was desired to assume
responsibility for "a certain polley to
which he was unalterably opposed.

The status In which Secretary Olney is
said to find himself placed has created un-
usual gossip and comment here. The pre-
ponderance or opinion Is that the limit
has been reached in Hie prosecution of
vigorous foreign policy, and that Mr- - Olney
will be forced by virtue of antagonism to
resign his portrolio and withdraw Iron
the Cabinet.
