The coin was spun in the air and
when it fell on the floor the tail was upper-
most. Without a word or a wink the
loser, who always carries very large sums
of money with him, produced a $500 noto
and handed it to the winner. McLean took
the "long green." which Is the gambler"
term ror a blg-ize- d bill, and, with a care-

less air, handed it to McBride. who stood
by. saying: "Take this, Billy, and go
and buy some cigars with it."

With these sidelights upon the man's
character the story of the Rickey can bo
told. The colonel from Calloway county
spends about two montlisrot every year In
New York City. While In Missouri and in
WashingtonhcisalmostlnvariaUy the most
abstemious of men; when in the metropolis
lie likes to have a mildly enlivening time.

His enthusiastic 'admiration ot the new
tipple such that during his visit to
New York he rarely drank anything else,
and ihe Isirtcnders among themselves In
order to distinguish It tromother beverages
spoke of it as "that drink of Colonel
Rickey "8." In time this wis abbreviated to
"a Rickey." But bear in mind and herein
is revealed Ihe sacrilege of the present
condition of things that Joe Rickey never
drank gin in his life, abhorred gin, and

The "Whisky
Trust was to him the most powerful organ-
ization in the land, and to him the product
ot its distilleries was the wine ot the peo-
ple.
