BEAMED ON THE CUSHING

Another Interesting Bout Between
Search Light and Torpedo Boat.

It ffnn Slit and Tuck lit First, Uut on
Second Triul She (Jot Within

Torpedoing Unnge.

Newport, K. I., Nov. 1 3. The
and torei!o boat had another bout last
night. In which honors were oven. It was
u iwrfcct night for the working of the light.
The sky was clouded and all was darkness.
The water was calm, and theair clear.

The seamen gunners, beneritlng from
previous experience, wero more apt In
tbelr manipulation of the searchlight, and
because of favorable weather conditions
and a finer adjustment of theenrbons in the
light, its rays penetrated far bejond that
on preWous occasions. Besides the Sea-
men trained the light upon the waters of
the bay more unlike no Ices, which counted
much in their faor.

It was 7:30 when Lieut. Kay Smith took
the Cusbing out from her dock and Lieut.
Uulcbins began to direct the long finger of
light about the bay.

It had been hoped to have a greater
power In the light by using a new djuamo
of the most approved build, but setting it
up was not completed in time.

The torpedo boat ran well outside and
delayed running in until those on shore at
the light became decidedly nenous, lest
she had gained an entrance to the bay andwas to make an attack upon the rear; thelight was, swept in cery direction and fi-
nally returned seaward In the very nick of
time, for way out, in almost the extreme
limit of its beam of light, there was sllghf
discoloration, which to the untrained eye
would not excite attention.

Itockets i ere fired, and shortly the roam
which makes about the boat's bow was
plainly seen. She was bearing down under
the light under full speed. As
she came on, the watchersgre wnnxiousand
watched tho time excitedly, for it was
easily seen that whocer won was to do so
by but a small fraction of time.

In fact, she was barely out of the 400
yards range when the signal was fired, tell-
ing that she had been under observation
for two minutes, and hi three seconds after
she fired a green rocket, telling thoseashore
that she was within torpedo range. Two
rockets had misfired, so perhaps it really
was a tie and not a score for the torpedo
station. She then turned on her heel as It
were and steamed seawanl again.

The light was still trained on her and
she was in sight until she had steamed out
fully 3,000 yards, nearly a mile and a half,
as plotted on the boat at a signal from the
'shore.

But while It wasposslbleto followherout
that distance It would not have been possi-
ble to pick her up, since she was so Indis-
tinct. Being lost, the work of picking her up
again was begun, and though she had turned
and was running In, it was impossible to
pick her up with the searchlight, when her
exact location was known for a moment
by the flaming of her stack.

This time, instead of taking the middle
channel she shot over under Jamestown's
rocky shore and this acted as an effective
ambush, for while those on the boat say
the light played continually upon them,
end they were presenting a broadside
to view, those on shore saw nothing, the
color of the boat effectually concealing
uer BKaiust me snore, ay uus strategy
she ran within 1,200 yards of the light
before being discovered and forty seconds
later she was within torpedoing range.

In running into the beam of light this
time, the Cushing barely escaped nlunirinir

her nose Into a barge at anchor, as the
onstrnction was not seen by those blinded
by the powerful blaze until close upon the
great bulk, and disaster was only averted
by throwing the helm hard to starboard
and the quick maneuvering powers of the
craft when under terrific speed.

DEATH OF A FA3IODS HOST.

Hotel l'roprletor Known to the World
Fiie A nay.

Chicago, Nov. 13. John Burroughs Drake,
one of the wealthiest and best known hotel-keeier- 5

in the West, died suddenly last
night at bis residence of paralysis.

Mr. Drake was born In Lebanon, War-
ren County, Ohio, January 18, 1826, and
became a clerk in the leading hotel of that
town. He went to Cincinnati and was
connected with various hotels there, it
not bemnLiery long before he had a repu-tutlo- a

asa good manager. He came to
Chicago in 1855 and bought a fourth in-

terest in the Tremont House, afterward
obtaining control of the house.

The hotel was destroyed In the great fire
In 1871, and while the conflagration was
still raging, he hi.ide arrangements to buy
the old Michigan Avenue Hotel, where
the Auditorium annex now stands, taking
bis chances as to whether it would burn or
not, and making a payment down in casta.

The fire spared this house, howecr, ami
Mr. Drake continued as its proprietor until
1874, nben he leased the Grand Pacific
Hotel, which he "conducted until April
last, when it was closed because of the
high rental demanded. A widow, with
three sons and two daughters, survive him.

With the exception of Potter rainier, Mr.
Drake was the wealthiest hotel proprietor
In Chicago, his fortune being estituati-- at
$2,000,00 .

The Grand Pacific while he conducted It
was the headquarters for Republican poli-
ticians, and until other houses of greater
pretensions were erected. It was the lead-
ing hotel of tbe city.
