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THEIR LATEST LYNCHING

Federick'a Lawless Mob.Denomiced

by Local Clergymen Yesterday.

Citizen Were Infuriated by the; Many
AttuckH of Recent Year. One Ver--

lietrutor ot Which Ik Yet Free.

Frederick, Md, Nov. 18. Quiet suc-
ceeds the lynching excitement of jesterday,
and many ot those who were then willing
for the banging or tin-- negro Goings, who
assaulted Llllle Jones Suturday afternoon,
now regret they did not allow Ihc law to
take IU course.

Several of the preachers or Fiederlck
spoke In denunciation or the lynching In
their Bormons yesterday. Rev. E. II. Deikof
Hogerstuwii, who preached in the Lutheran
Church here, said that the scorn or sixty
million c nould be directed against
Frederick for this deed.

Oolngs was an Insolent fellow, who bad
borne u bad reputation for utile time. He
w.'isabout twenty-thre- e jcargold.and bad
recently go ne from Frederick, w here he was
born and grew up, tn work ou the Padgett
farm, ntarBuckeystown.

He came to tins ell) Saturday, and. with
a crowd of his friends, procured a lot of

hlsky and went ou a spree. In the after-
noon, about 4 o'clock, he went out lhe Cem-
etery road, iu companv with Hiram Bow-
man and John Tonsil, both young negroes.
Bowman became overcome with Mroig
drink and rell in a stupor along the road,
when Oolngs rofcl-- him of S4, the money
being found on Goings by Warden John
Grofr at the Jail, together with a pair or
Hue steel sclssorsabout six inches long, that
were cohered wllh blood and the blades as
sharp as a razor.

They are uew rinlshed in brass,
and were used by the negro in cutting
and backing his victim. When searched he
bad them hid In his boot leg. Bowman,
who declares he knows nothing ot the
assault. Is in Jail, but Tonsil has not been
captured. It Is believed Tonsil and Goings
started out Ugether on a rampage arter
leaving Bowman In the road.

It is known that Goings asked at several
farms ror something to cat. Golngs'right
name is said to have been Bowers, and
he also went by the name or Jim Smith.
He had several times been in Jail, and was
a sullen and dangerous man.

The assault by Goings Is the rifth or
sixth that he has made on defenseless
while women In this county in the past
everal years, and although in nearly every

case the culprits have been promptly tried
and given long terms in Hie penitentiary,
the assaults to continue.

by their recollection or the assault on
August 21 last on Miss Jessie Jeans at
Catoctln by the negro Charles Wilson, who
has never been raptured.
