Cocoa and Chocolate.
The cocoa tree is indigenous to tropical

America and Mexico. It was discovered I y
the invading Spaniards and Introduced to
Europe, antedating tea and coffee b many
years.

The word ''cocoa" is taken from the Por-
tuguese word "coco," meaning a mask, so
called from the onkey-lik- e face at the
base of the nut. The tree varies in height
from six to thirty feet and the fruit is in
the form or an oblong melon. Which when dry
consists of a woody filter and contains
about fifty Leans or seeds imbedded in a
spongy mass.

When the fruit is picked It is creneil and
allowed to slightly ferment. The besns
are then taken out and dried in thcsunaiid
when dry are ready for use.

The' quantity of cocoa used In this aud
other countries is very large. It Is esti-
mated that this country alone during the
past year there have been over 2,000 tons
consumed. In Europe, and particularly
In France and Germany, the consumption
is much larger.

The preparation of the cocoa bcaas Into
fooel requires skill and some chemical
knowledge. Fifty per cent of the bean
consists of fat dn oleaginous substance
known as cocoa butter, which forms the
real nutritive element but this fat Is 1 ct
easily digested unjers scmewliat neutral-
ized: Invalids or dyspeptics cannot as a
rule use rich, oily chocolate ns fcod, there-
fore the cocoa Jiowders from which tl e tat
has lieen removed, are more acceptable to
many persons, but the nutritive value
is not nearly so great at ha lof the chocolate.
