ANALYSIS OF THE SITUATION

Tin Chronic Deficiency of Hoveime
for the Pant Two Yearn und a Ilulf
Ik Stated to Be the Mosit 1'otent
Cauat of the Trouble the Treasmry
Hum Encountered.

In the House of Representatives today tlie
full program of the Committee on Ways and
Means, bo far as it referred to an early pre-

sentation of measures for revenue relief,
and for the 183113111 of bonds in aid of trie
exhausting- - condition of the Treasury e,

was carried out by Sir. Dlngley,
chairman of the committee, presenting
both tariff and bond hills as tbey have been
agreed upon by (he majority of the com
mittee. The bills were accompanied by
the following reports.

The Committee on Wajs and Mejns, to
whom was referred so much cif the Presi-
dent's annual message, and so much of the
annual nport of the Secretary or the Treas-
ury as relates to revenue and the condition
of the Treasury, and also the President's
special message presenting the urgency of
immediate aitmn of Congress in a direc-

tion calculated to bring relief, report
That the committee appreciate the se-

riousness of the situation and the Impor-

tance of prompt remedies, so far js Con-

gress can gle them.
Your rommitiee regard the chronic

alialfaKamostpotenlcauseoftliedirflcultles
which the Treasury has encountered and an
important factor in the creation and pro-

motion or that serious distrust which has
paraljzed business and dangerously shaken
confidence een in the financial operations
of the government. It is as impossible
for a government to have a continuous
deficiency ot revenue for two years and a
half without affecting its financial standing,
as it is for an Individual. It 1 impossible
also for a gov ernment to continue in this
condition without casting a sliailowof doubt
and discouragement over all business oper-

ations within its borders.
"Insufficiency ofreyenue.
The serious fact that we are called upon

lucuii front is that In the two and 11 hair jears
that have elapsed since July 1, 161)3, this
government has had an Insufficiency of
revenue to meet current expenditures
amo inllng in ttieaggrcgaletoalioui $13.1,-000,00-

And even in the first half of the
present risal vear the deficiency will reach
aUmt $20,000,000, and about $3,000,000
in this present mouth.

And up to the present time there Is no
surricienl ground Tor opining that this In-

sufficiency of revenue will 'not continue
during the remainder ot the fiscal jear, and
how much longer no one can safely predict.

If the consequences of such .1 chronic de-

ficiency were only the necessity of borrow-
ing money to meet current expenses in time
or peace, even this would afrord abundant
reason for increasing the revenue; but the
loiiscquences .ire more than
that. Insufficiency of revenue has made
it necessary to use the redeemed United
Mates legal lender notes to pay current
expenditures, and thus to supply additional
means to draw god from the greenback
redemption fund in short, to create the
"endless chain" of which the Sts.rct.irj'
or the Treasury complains and which has
made it nccessarj to sell lssae after issue
of bonds to replenish the reserve.

This will be clearly seen when it Is reincm --

liereil that the becrclarj of the Treasury
has Issued. indsoldlitlle over $162,000,000
of 15 per cent leu jcarsund4percenl thlrtv
vears Kinds, from which he has reaped
nlxitit $182,000,000, and after redeem-
ing $182,000,000 of United Stales legal
tender notes with the prnceiils. lie has
been obliged to Immediately pay out
$133,000,000 of tluse demand noles to
meet current expenditures, und thus has
furnished $133,000,000 or governmental
demand notes to tie again and again used
to draw gold from the Treasury.

RESULT OF SUCH ACTION.
It is evident that so long as there is in-

sufficient revenue this performance will
go 011, and bond sale after bond sale will
be required. It is also evident that if there
had been a sufficiency ot revenue these
redeemed legal-tend- notes would not
have been paid out at once and there would
have been so much the less opportunity
to draw gold from the Treasury. Indeed,
there Is good reason to believe that if in
the first six months of the distrust which
inaugurated the run on the rtdemtpion
fund the Treasury had been receiving reve-
nue more than adequate to meet expendi-
tures, so as to temporarily hold the re-

deemed government notes, the disposition
to present these notes for redemption woukl
have soon been overcome. That would
have undoubtedly been the case ir the re-
demption fund had been increased in the
spring of lS'J.'t and ueverallowed to fall be-
low the $100,0011,000 minimum. And the
necessity for morerevenue from the point
of view of the maintenance of the redemp-
tion fund Is not taken away" by the fact that
we have $50,000,000 or cash In the Treas-
ury, in addition to the $100,000,000 (part
gold) required for the redemption fund
and the twenty-od- d millions required as a
working balance. This $30,000,000 repre-
sents redeemed United State?

legal-lende- r notes, for whose redemption
we horroui-- $30,000,000 in gold.

If we continue to pay them out to meet
a deficiency cf revenue, then presently
they will come back again to draw

more from the Treasury, which
we must supply by selling $00,000,000
more ot bonds. The suggestion, therefore.
that we nevd no more revenue because
we have a ei'Sh balance of $30,000,000 of
government notes in theTreasury that can
be used to pay any ileflclency for the next
six or twelve months, is, in effect, a propo-
sition to Issue more bonds to meet a defi-
ciency which should be met at once by g

more revenue.
BORROWING NOT FAVORED.

In other words, those who oppose raising
more revenue In such a situation, in effect,
whether they intend to do so or not, favor
borrowing in preference to paying as We
go along.

Your committee believe that it is the
duty of tt-- House of Representatives, to
which body the Constitution commits the
Inauguration of revenue bills, to frame
and pass a measure that will yield not far
from $40,000,000, sufficient to put an
end tothceleficlcncy, andtodo this without
delay, too, leaving to others whose co-

operation is required to finally place such
legislation on the statute books, to meet
the responsibility in 11k lr own way; And
the President's special message, setting

.forth so pointedly the seriousness of the
situation and the necessity for the promptest
action, only emphasizes the duty of the
House.

In response to the urgent call of the Presi-
dent, jour committee have felt impelled
to act with all possible dispatch. Two
facts have led jour committee to look to
an Increase of customs duties as the most
appropriate sourcu of additional revenue.
They are: First, the fact that wearealready
raising a disproportionate amount from
Internal revenue, which has always been
regarded as a war resort indeed, Jeffer-

His wife has in the meantime been in
charge ot the business here, but she lias
also bad a hard time, and In response to his
despondent a nd despairing letters, she could
only writetbut hero wncopditlouwusasbad
as nis. For the entire two mouths he has
been reporting nothing but loss and failure,
und lie has been grow lug more and more
desperate.
