Greater Simplicity In Modern Times,
But Many of tho Places Retain

Their Characteristics.

The care is to the Italian what home nnd
office are ti) men or other nations. Here
he transacts his business, meets his rriends.
reads his Journals, and wines, dines, "ami
sups Troiu year to year, going to his house-- he

has no home-on- ly lo sleep. In tbe
summer time tafes have their chairs and
tables on the pavement outside, eten to
the street, and the passerby mui,t go outside
the crowded space. Here whole families
come and sit and that awav the eveiilmr
hours, wl'h the sky above.
In N'ero's golden hojso the dining room was
covered with a roof representing the sky.
which opened as ir by niagicand showered
the guests wllh flowers.

In th" narrower streets are cafes where-
lite iworer part or the iKipalalion lives.
The wooden benihes are rilled Willi men
and women iossessing but the smallest
liortlon or tills world's goods. For a penny
Invested ina.cup of coffee they have the
privilege of. passing the night there, many
having noied elsewhere to rest uixm.

In the suburbs, too, the cares are al-
ways well patronized. The efforts at
adornment are always of the crudest kind
lerhnps a virgin and child over the door-
way, a picture of a fortune wheel on the
wall, or a grotesque sketch of a cock, with
the words:

"Qunndo questo gallo cantera,
AHora, credenza si fara."
(When the cock crows)
Credit will be given.)

There are many famous restaurants in
Rome, but the most famous for over a cen1
tury and a half has recently disappeared.
It was the Veneziano. This cafe played
ah important part In the development and
history of the Roman people for nearly 200
years. It was the first cate estab-
lished In Rome, anil was carried on by one
family for 125 jears. In the beginning Its
appointments were ot the crudest kind
rough-hew- n benches and tables of wood I
constituted the whole furniture. For sil-
verware there was otic siioon. which served
In turn for each cuest to stir tils coffee wllh.

One or Ihe original rounders was a Vene-
tian, and therefore tbe house was called
the Carre del Yenezlano catte because this
was the first introduction of coffee as a
beverage Into Rome. For a time the drink
became so great a fad that chocolate and
even wine were replaced by it. It was here
also that the custom or reading Journals
In public places originated. Such Journalsas the Kraeas, the oldest journal or Rome;
theXotizie del Mundo and theofficial organ
or the government, the Gazette dl Fuligno,
were distributed about ror the entertain-
ment or the patrons. This soon brought the
wraith and rashlon or Rome to sip corree
and read tlie Journals. The greatest men
or the times .congregated about Its tables
and discussed questions or state and or
wa r. of a rt, poetry and of science, of wealth,
rashlon and power. -
