CASE AGAINST A PLUMBER

Thomas W. Kerr Again Brought
into the Polica Court.

CominlsHloiiiTK Find Auotlicr Way of
l'uiilsliltig an Unlicensed Worker.

Tin- - Judge" Decision.

Thomas W. Kerr, the unlicensed plumber,
was fined ?10 before Judge Kunlsill In the
luhce court this morning oil the technical
charge of destroying public property ou
Now Ilainpxhircarcnuc.

It will be remembered that Mr. Kerr, who
lia-- s been In the plumbuu business for eight-
een years. wasseer.ii months ago n fused
a license from the Commissioners, under the
new license law.

Mr. Kerr carried the matter into thecourts.
Justice llagner sustained the Commission-
ers. The cjsc was carried to Uie court
of appeals.

In overruling the decision ot the Commis-

sioners and the lower court. Chief Justice
Alvey said that the need of an education
in physics and chemistry sufriclent to en-

able oneto pass a tcthnicalexammatlon was
not evident in the case of a man who had
been a practical plumber for years.

Still, it was stated, while Mr. Kerr was
permitted to continue the prosecution of
his craft, a license was not granted to him.
In a recent contract Mr. Kerr was com-

pelled to excavate In New Hampshire
avenue. He was arrested for doing so and
taken before Judge Kimball this morning,
where the case was argued at considerable
length. In deciding the case the court said:

"I have but the one thing to decide and
that is the right ot a plumber to tear up
the street unless he is the holder of the
necessary plumber's license. No one can
do It. The streets are public property, and
I will be compelled to hold that this is a
violation of theJaw. I will Impose a nom-

inal fine of $10."

The bill provides that the company Is
given permission lo Jay single or double
trucks, with necessary switches and turn-

outs. In the city Of Washington, as follows:
Beginning at appoint 100 leet east of

the east building line of Twenty-sixt- h

street; on M stret;(along M street, cross-
ing New Hampshire arrenue, betwecu Twenty-sec-

ond and Twesty-flrs- t streets;
on M street to Florida avenue; lo

Eighth street, ito C street south; west
along C to Seventh-stree- t east; to M street
Bouth, to Georgia, avenue; tbencu north
on Ninth street east to C street, to Eighth
street east, connecting with the double
track on Eighth .street.

Also, beginniug at .Fourth and O streets
northwest,' to llarewood avenue, lo W
street, to Seventh street, when W street
has been opened.

Also ticgiuniiig at Eleventh and V streets
west, to Seventeenth street, to Park avenue,
on Lowell street to Nineteenth to Kenyon.

The company almndnns and removes its
tracks on Fourth street and New Jersey
avenue; between O and 1 streets north; on
I 6treet,'lietwecn New Jersey avenue and
Eleventh street westion O street, between
Fourth nnd Eleventh streets west; also on
E street, lietweeii Eleventh and Ninth; ou
Ninth, lietween E and Louisiana avenue;
on Louisiana avenue westwardly to Twelfth
street, and "on T.welfth street southerly to
B street south. It must remove all ties,
etc., and pave the street.

The bill provides that the conuuny shall
maintain a passenger house at Fourteenth
and II streets southwest, lr the District Com-
missioners see fit. It also provides that
the company must not charge more than rive
cents per passenger and must sell within
the District limits six tickets for twenty
rive cents.

AGMNST MUBOR BILL

Commissioners Make Adverse

Report on the Measure.

NOT NECESSARY Ofi. WISE

They Set Forth That ContrHC(Lnlior
Could, Xot llf AbollMlied to

and A.M.'rt That theCluue
l'rov lillng for Mux! ma in Wage Sx
Superfluous Other Object tona.

An adverse report has been made by the
Commissioners on the draft of a bill sub-

mitted to them and to be orftred in Con-

gress, providing Ihat the Commissioners
have Mipcrriilon and central of all iabor
employed on puhllc buildings and public
worts for the DMrlct.

It further provides that they Miall desig-

nate ofrlcers under
all such labor shall be performed: that

labor, skilled or unskilled, on such work,
must be employed by the day, and that no
work shall be done by contract: that all
laborers or mechanics so emplojid shall be
paid at the maximum rate of wages pre-

vailing in their trades In the DMrict. The
Commissioners today returned it to the
author with adverse recommendation.

Inspector of Buildings Brady, to whom
the bill was first referred, reported that
in his Judgment such legU'-alio- would make
necessary an Increase of 2o per cent in
estimates for public buildings lor the next
ru-c- year.

DAY AND CONTRACT LABOR.

The Commissioners Nhould, he thought.
be allowed to choose between the day work
.and the contract method.

Commissioner Truesdell indorsed the
papers to the errcct th.it the first section
was unnecessary, as the Commissioners
have already the power conrerred.

The pecond section was obJectionaLle,
as it would prevent all competition.

It might be well, he wrote.-t- o require all
public work involving expenditure of more
than $1,000 lo be done by contract.

Also the Commissioners might be author-
ized advantageously to employ Jaliorersby
the day to do public work when public
interests would be promoted thereby.

As to the third fecticn, he understands
that it is tl.e practice to pay the maximum
of wages and there is no likelihcod of a
change. For tln'se reasons he recommended
nn adverse report.

DISCRETION IS ASKED.
Commissioner Ross recemmended that

discretion le.n!lowcd the Commissioners to
have the buildings erected by day's labor
or by contract.

In returning the bill to Mr. Elate, the
Commissioners say the, rlrst section is

the second obje-cti- liable as con-

trary to public Interests and in some re-

spects impracticable.
They are or the opinion that in some

cases It might be best to employ day labor
now done by contract, and that authority
should be given them to use their discretion
both in the construction of buildings and
oilier pub'ic works. The provision that
maximum wages must be paid they consider
unnecessary.
