Canned (SoodN.
In buying tin canned vegetables or fruits

those only should lie selected that have a
slight depression in the end of the can.
Thls,byexpcrt,Uncccptcdtisprootlhatthe
contents of the can are in a proper condi-
tion. If the end of the can is raised or
bulged, reject It, as that Is a proof that the
contents of the can were nofheated euffl-clenll- y

at the time of scaling, or that in the
past or present they hae fermented. If
cans aro ordered by the dozen, the mem-
ber of the household who inspects the sup-
plies should return all cans having such an
appearance. Lead poisoning Is not feared
from good brands of tinned goods. If the
contents ot the cans arc emptied as soon as
opened into enrthenwnre or glass. When
glass Jars are used, keep Ihe fruit or vegeta-
bles in them from contact with the rubber
band. Though there is little danger from
their contact, there have, it is said, been a
few cases in which iioisoning Is thought to
hai c liecn caused by chemical changes in the
rubber, when in touch with acid.

HUNT ASKJFQR CHIRM

Suffering Among the Poor In-

tensified by Cold Weaihsr.

MANY GO HUNGRY TODAY

Tho l'olico Fnnd 1 Exhausted ttlld the
Central Union Mixtion Can Only
Take Cure of u Few Appllcmitwfor
Jtollet llfferred to tho Amtoclntcd
CliarltlcH.

With every protracted cold wave there
springs up on all sides manifestations of
actual suffering and want amonthepoorer
class of the city, and never, perhaps, in the
history of Washington, has there been so
much poverty and so Utile with wblca to
relieve It as at present.

The bitterly cold weather of this week has
forced hundreds of families, who are with-
out the actual necessaries of life, to apply
to the police and various charitable insti-
tutions for aid, and in most cases nothing
could lie done for them except to direct
them to the office of the Associated Char-
ities, on a street.

The police fund, that was subscribed by
the citizens' relief committee last winter,
and of which a few thousand dollars re-
mained over for use this winter, was ex-
hausted last mouth, and Chief Clerk Syl-

vester, of the police department, who had
charge of the disbursement of the fund,
is now compelled to refer applicants to the
police stations or the Associated' Charities.
At the station houses only occasional con-
tributions from the neighborhood can be
given, and they are able to afford no per-
manent relief.

The Central Union Mission, which did so
much good last year among the poor.
Is unable this year to afford any ontside
relief at all. They keep a broom fac-
tory and a woodyard going at' their big
building on Louisiana avenue, nnd manage
to keep quite a number of men and women
employed around the building.

The women sew sheets and pillowcases
and attend to the laundry work, and the
men make brooms, saw wood and repair the
building or do an) thing they can find to
do. for a night's lodging and a meal. The
woodyard, however. Is piled high with
wood for which there is no demand, and
it is difficult for HuierlntendentrMiM1cliael
to find work for the men.

THOUSANDS OF AITLICANTS.
Over one thousand people have stopied

at the mission since the 10th of January,
ani aa immense percentage ot these were

I District oeoule. who were wiillne to work
aud haie always been employed until re-

cently. Every day scores of letters and
!crsoiial application for assistance pour
into the mission, but they are unable to
do anything except refer them to the As-

sociated Charities.
Occasionally they receive contributions

of $5 antl sometimes $10. to if devoted
to some poor family, and there is alwa)s
some family on the list on whom it can be
spent immediately. These contributions
are not made with great frequency, how-cie- r,

and as a result thcMiisIon can do but
little outside wort among the poor.

Every day fifty and sometimes a hundred
men crowd Into the warm basiment ot
the building and wail around all day In
the hope of finding something to do that
will at least earn them a meal. It Is a
pitiable sight to ec men, with wives and
perhaps some little ones waiting, sick and
staniug, in a squallid home, ask for help
In charttys name, and turn away with a
face that Indexes a heavy heart when
they are told that they cannot be helped.

The frost of
seventy-fiv- e i Inters has gotten into their
hair, thinning and whitening It. and has
unrobed their poor old hands so that hard
work is impossible.

He was a iainter,andoncedid good work.
and madeeuough money to support himself
and his wife in comfort. Misfortune came,
he lost-hi-s places, and iu their advancing
years the old couple quickly used up the
little savings tbey had mauaged to accu-
mulate. It was not long before they were
destitute.

They were evicted from a hoosc on
Fourth street a few months ago. and the
case attracted some attention. The negro
who carried out the orders of the hearties
landlord was so brutaVtbat he was ar-

rested, and Judge Miller sent him to Jan
for assault- - Then the old man Injured his
leg and had to go to the asylum hospital.
