this time, ns it would disclose the source of
my information. I would add that this
question has been referred to mc especially
by friends in Cuba with an appeal that I
should exert whatever influence 1 may ha e
to bring about a termination ot this fright-Tu- l

state of affairs. I can do nothing
better than appeal to the American press.
The section in a letter from Havana which
treats of the matter is ns follows:

' 'It happens every day that prisoners
arc brought to this city. Some are sent
to Jail, and others to tbe fortifications.

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AIDING THE JXDCSTBIES.

Experlmentnl Stations in Mining and
Engineering Contemplated.

A bill Is to be introduced simultaneously
in both houses of Congress early this week
to establish experimental stations In min-
ing and engineering at all educational In-

stitutions which now have similar stations
