annoyance in bosiness and all lnternatioal
fntercour se.

“The writer admits it 1o be a shame to
Russinns that this*clgpsar of time of no hess
than twelve days should continue fo divide
them from (he rest of civilized moankind.
With the raliwa ¥ completed through Biberia,
& traveler might have one New Year's Do
at Warsaw and a second one on the slhores
of the Pacific a fortnight later. For for-
eigners in Russin the necessity of altemting
o double dates and doubde holidays is a
tiresome nuisance.

TLAYING CARD TAXES
Conecern Felt by the Paris Club at
Governmoent's Aotion.

New York Sun.

The hacenrnt nml pilguet players in
Parisiin clubs are reported to be greatly
distressed over the determination of the
French |mu mwent 0 goforce the new
tax of 2 1.2 francs on each pack of cands

The tax bhas the effect of rendering o
Eame of cards wmwluly - costly, and the
Jockey Chulb, the Ilme Royale, and other
leading clubs where the play Is high are
seriously considering the advisabllity of
abandoning the cosiom, consecrated by
tradition, of uslng a new pack for each
deal. Two years ago the French revenue
officers discovered somewhere in the
nelghtorbood of Bordeaux a factory which
made a specialty of cleaning nod barnish-
ing up ol playing canls, which were sold
at a greatly redueed price by the sl
cafes and liquor shops. The owners of
the factory were convieted on the charge
of defrauding the Siate.

Buch prosecutions have hween rare in the
United Btates for the reason that the
ioternal revenue tox on playing cards was
repeaded many years ago and revived only
recentiy.

1t is a1 custom of card players in clubs and
elsvwhere to change with each game the
pack of canls In complinnce with the
oll saylng that “a new pack is fafrest to
all.” Especlally in poker, any mark on
& card as the result of handling will so
tdentify It as to give the bolder an ad-
vantage and (0 deprive the game of at
Ieast a part of its uncertainty.

The ruled I8 thercfore followed some
tines of taking a new pack for cach game,
and the cards once used are in post clubs
a perquisite for resale by the employes.
The Freach tax on playing cards of fifty
cents & pack, two franes and o half, s, of
course, almost prohibitory, for this tax
amounts (o more than fthe value of Lthe
cardg, whereas the American tax on play-
foz cards Lhas Lecn but & fraction of their
wajue,
