House Naval Committee Favors

More Battleships.

FIFTEEN TORPEDO BOATS

Fully Will We Added to
the Appropriations if Thin Action
1 Approvi-- Beed' Friendis Suy It

mi Effort to Injure Ills
I'rcMdentlnl Cluuioen.

Tomorrow tlic House Naval Committee
will hold lu regular meetbig and will
then agree to reiiort to the House u Ijill

providing for six utff battleships ami fif-

teen torpedo boals. The subcommittee, to
whtcli the question was referred, Iiave
agreed to sucli a report and the full nm-Imtlc- e

is eiecteil lo sustain tlie anion
of Ihc subcommittee.

Several sessions of the subcommittee ha e
been held. Exactly what took plan- - in the
roruiiilltce room is not known. Tlie meet-
ings were In tec ret and Chairman Jmuteilu
has taken extra pains to' prevent any

leaking out until the report is
made to the House.

One of the committee said that he saw
no why the main facts, already
agreed upon, should not be made public.

"Secretary Herbert was before the commit-
tee for some time, but lie said that ills lslt
was purely accidental, as he did not tonic
to tlie Capitol for that purpose, hut hanced
to go into the committee room to make a
call a ud found the committee in session.

IIERIIKRT WAS SILENT.

The Secretary would not express any
opiuion in regard to the action of the com-

mittee, and would, not say that tie knew
anything about what it had decided on.
It is learned that Chairman lloutellc was
outvoted In his committee on the question
of the number of battleships to be author-
ized. Mr. lloutclle was in favor of four,
end members of the Senate Committee on
Appropriations thought that four battle-sblp-s

were fully as many as theSenaiccum-mlile- e

would agree to.
The Democrats in the last. Congress au-

thorized the construction of two new bat-
tleships, but they did not appropriate any
money wilb which to construct them, and
the contracts were not let for their con-

struction by Secretary Herbert until after
the present Congress assembled. Hence,
those two ships must necessarily be cred-
ited to the present Congress, which has to
make the appropriations with which to
construct them.

To authorize six more battleships, thus
really making the number eight, and fif-
teen torpedo boats, wilt bring the aggre-
gate of the appropriation at this session
for the Increase of the navy, each one of
the new battleships to cost $5,000,000, to
an enormous sura, as compared with any
appropriation ever before made for such a
purpose by Copgress,

Mr. lloutellc Is said to hare taken the
ground that as a friend of the new navy
and as one who had always been foremost
In advocating its increase, he regarded the
passage of such a bill as very unwise,

it would react, and the enormous ag-
gregate of the appropriation would hare a
bad Butarguments
of this kind had no effect.

NO MONEY GIVEN.
In the last Congress, when Mr. Cuminings

ef New York was chairman of the commit-
tee, it did not report in favor of a single
battleship, on the pica that the condition of
the Treasury did not warrant suchnuthoriza-tion- .

Two battleships were authorized as
a. result of the action of the Senate, but no
money was appropriated for them.

This year Mr. Cuminings and all the
other Democrats on the comtntlteearc loud-
est in demanding hatlleshliis, and want at
least six authorized, and, in addition, thirty
torivdo boats. Mr. Robinson of rennsjl- -

ania, Mr. Ilulick of Ohio and Mr. Wilson of
New York joined the Democrats on thesub-commltte- e

in the demand for the six
la rgenumbcr of torpedo boats.

The other Republicans on tlie committee
Mr. Ililborn of California, Mr. Bull of Rhode
Island, Mr. Hauley of Indiana, Mr. Foss of
Illinois, and Mr. Dayton of West Virginia,
are said to lunc declared that they would
stand by whatever action the subcommit-
tee took.

This practically Insures the adoption at
the meeting of the full committee on Thurs-
day of the subcommittee's report in faror
of six battleships and fifteen torpedo lxats.

This will mean an increase in the appro-
priation for tlie Nary Department of
$15,000,000 or 520,000,000 at least as
compared witli last yenr, even If the full
amount Is not appropriated. But if the
full amount is appropriated, including the
sum necessary to build the two ships au-
thorized last year, the Increase will lie
over $40,000,000.

GAVE MUCH SATISFACTION

Ten Hordes Were Sent Away Without
Any Troublis mid All Nicely Lined
TJii Drncrlptlun of the Machine
Which Will Give Esery llorxe uu
Even ClmucH ut the Start.

The Sail Francisco correspondent of the
Spirit of the.Timcs sends tlie following ac-

count of the introduction of the Australian
starling machine at the Ingleside track,
near that, city:

There has licou so much said about the
starting at Ingleside that the management
decided to try the Ausralian starting e.

Tuesday it was put In place In front
or the grand Ma I'd. The machine consists
of two bands of strong webbing, each
about four Inches wide, made fast at both
ends lo a frame that sl.des upward and
away from the horse at an angle or forty-fiv- e

degrees. The lower hand is about
four t above the ground, and the upper
perhaps a foot higher.

The frame lo which the webbing Is at-

tached runs lo a cable attached to a pul-
ley, which is about fourteen feet hlghT.
on a post some twenty feet licyond the
slarllug post. The power to draw this
barrier Is supplied by a heavy clastic
band.

WORKED UTl A TRIGGER.

The frame, before lieing raised upon its
flying Journey, is held In position by a trig-

ger on both sides of the truck, the connect ion
between the t riggers being a wire stretched
across tbe track. At. soon as the horses
are lined up racing "the webbing, which is,
perhaps, a foot away, the starter palls
a lever, which raise the triggers, and
sends the wclis flying instantly .n.d noise-
lessly upward ai.d outward, and the hor-e- s

are off In a line. "

There was a one-mil- e hurdle race with
ten entries, and this was the race for the
experiment. The crowd was not in a cry
good humor when the lime came for It, as
in tlie race before it Mr. Caldwell had left
three horses standing at the
post when he drnpiied the flag. Six went
away to a straggling start, while the
other three Jogged back to the stand. So
thecruwd were alleagcrtohacthcnia chine
a success, butlioonethoiight It would prove
tiie Instantaneous success it did.

TEN HORSES SENT AWAT.
Ten horses were brought out, and four of

the lot wcrebadactors. They were a 11 lined
up, none of tlie starters had the benefit of
any schooling with tlie machincandsomcof
the Jockeys did not know Just what to do.
The Starrier was lowered. When the horses
Ilned'up, R. H.de B. Lopez, who brought the
machine over from Australia, pulled the
attachment, and the barrier flew noise-
lessly upward and forward, and ten horses
were off lu a perfect alignment; time, two
minutes.

Spectators, owners. Jockeys, Judges, and
everybody, applauded wildly. A more even
start was never seen on a race track. The
start was a revelation. Many who looked
at the simple construction before could
not believe It, but no w t he unl versa I opinion
Is that the Australian starting machine, like
tlie Australian ballot, has come to stay.

The machine worked like a charm, and
now that the Ingleside people have given it
a chance other associations will folio w. and
before long people will wonder why they
suffered so long without it.

lent position judgment. This is all tbe
more creditable considering both players
at several stages were badly pressed for
time. The game lasted for about ten hours.
