THE JOYFUL CUBANS.
There Is great rejoicing in Cuban circles

today. AH Cubans are singing the praises
of the United Slates Senate and praying
that tin- - llousi; of Representatives ami the
President will give good reason for more
of the same grateful appreciat Ion.

Senor Rubins, who lias been engaged In
New Vorfc in the case or the steamer

arrivad in Washington late last
night. In conversation this morning auent
the Cuban resolutions, he said the principal
effect it would have at the present time
would be to lower the value of Spanish
Securities.

"When tl'c first was reported
to the Senate Spanish, bonds depreciated
in value three points. It is a little too
early jet to learn Just how much the securi-
ties will depreciate as a result of the .Sen-

ate's action of yesterday hut it Is certain
that t here will be a great tumble.

"The value of this to the Cuban cause
Is little known. It Is one of the mut
formidable Mown against Spanish author-
ity, and could tlie IkjiuIs or Spain fall low
enough to force them from the market the
war would terminate In a short time.

"Spain would bi unable to secure money
with which to wage war, and she would be
compelled to relinquish her claim to gov-
ern tlie people who are today fighting for
llieir freedom.

"It Is morally certain that by the time
the resolution Is passed by the House
Spain will have felt to a great degree the
fores of the action of the United Slates."

AS TO THE BERMUDA. ""
Referring to the seizure of the Ber-

muda. Senor Rubens said:
"It is the same tale. They caused de-

tention upon false Information and misrep-
resentation. The ground advanced for the
seizure of the amis and ammunition is not
that It was a violation of the neutrality
laws, but that the boxes were not prop-
erly marked as to their contents. There-
fore, according to their own claim, the
only violation is that of the shipping regu-
lations.

"The Bermuda Itself Is detained without
any reason at all, nn 1 the men arrested,
but released, were taken on the ground that
they constituted n military expedition.
The case has liccn set for a hearing on
Monday, and I have reason to believe that
it will be decided ill our favor."

London, Feb. 29. The question Is now
lieing asked whether the demonstration at-
tending the landing here of Dr. Jameson and
his fellow-raider- s was a genuine outburst
or public feeling, or whether It was not
largely due to plans of the government to
exclle the country against the Trans-
vaal. It would lie, of course, difficult to
obtain tangible proof tliat the cabinet was
resorting-t- tho old trick of authorizing
the use of provocative agents. Some of
the members of the present ministry arc,
however, past masters; lu the quiet game
or arousing thecountry through the use of
paid agents.

If the course followed by the government
In bringing Dr. Jniiie-o- n home from Africa
Is reviewed it will seem that ever thing
was done to keep Interest on the strain.

DEMONSTRATIONS WERE PLANNED.

Instead of wrapping the return of the

It
can be stated that Lord Salisbury is willing
to consent to the reopening of the Indian
mints, and to keep them open under cer-
tain conditions, but to these conditions
neither Russia nor Austria will consent.
In the meantime, the negotiations are
blocked. Nevertheless, tlie prospects that
the negotiations will be continued, caused
some speculative buying of silver.

President's Action on the Ar-

izona Land Bill Upset.

PEOMPT ACTION OF HOUSE

Tho Vote Stood 200 to 3H In Fnvor of
Enacting the School Lund Measorc,
In Splto of the Pre-ildent'-H Opposi-
tion to It Strong Speeches, for nnct
A saln.t tho Proposal.

The army appropriation hill, with Sen-
ate amendments, was laid the House
today and the amendments were disagreed
to aud a conrerence with the Senateasked.

Speaker Heed announced Messrs. Hull,
Marsh and Washington as managers on
the part of the House.

Mr. Laccy, chairman of the Committee on
Public Lands, called up the President's
veto of the bill authorizing the leasing of
tlLC school lands ill Arizona, which bill the
Sneaker stated, the House must, under the
Constitution, now reconsider.

Mr. Lacey stated that the House was con-
fronted with the constitutional interference
by the President with the passage of a bill
unanimously reported by the Committee on
Public Lands, an I which iassej both houses
of Congress unanimously.

The bill was identically similar to tlie bill
passed in 1891 at the suggest bin and upon
the recommendation of the Commissioner
of tlie General Land Offlce and Secretary
of the Interior, and which subsequently be-
came a law. As In the Arizona bill,' the
Oklahoma bill provided for the leasing of
the lands by a board of State officers, their
action not subject to the approval of the
Secretary of the Interior, a provision in-
serted at tlie express request or the laud
officers.

Under the operation or that law, the Ter-
ritory or Oklahoma received in 1895 the
sum or $e,G28, while in the previous
year, from leases made by the Secretary
of the Interior, the Territory received but
$40,594.

The bill, Mr. Lacey said, was not an
it had worked w ell In the case of

Oklahoma, and there was no reason to as-
sume that the officers or Arizona would
lie or were less carefulpf the Interests of the
Territory than thcofficers or Oklahoma liad
been. Certainly, he said, they were better
qualified to act with intelligence than the
Secretary or the Interior, 1,600 miles
away.

There was opposition to be bill, Mr.
Lacey said, as there had lieen opposition to
the Oklahoma law. The cattle barons did
not like the latter measure, and It could be
easily apprehended that the same class or
people in Arizona would object. Whether
or not they had Induced the President to veto
the bill, hedld not know; but it wascvident
that the veto liad been prejiared without
full knowledge of the facts.

Mr. Lacey read from the annual report
of the governor of Arizona, wherein ho
advocated the legislation contained In the
bill, to answer President Cleveland's as-
sertions regarding the effect of the prob-
able operation or the bill upon the inter-
ests of the residents of the Terrilory.

Without the passage or the hill. Mr. Lacey
said, the lands would be occupied by men
who paid neither rent nor taxes, and until
tonic-thin- of this kind was enacted the
Territory would lose the revenue to which.
It was entitled.

OVER THE VETO.
Thepassageofthebillover the President's

veto was advocated by Mr. Underwood, a
member or the committee.

Mr. Sayers asked Mr. Lacey if the com-
mittee had any official expression from the
Secretary of the Interior upon the bill.

Mr. Lacey replied that the bill had not
been submitted to the Secretary for tho
reason that he had relied upon his printed
report, together with that of the commis-
sioner of the general land office, uiwn the
Okhaloma bUl. the latter of which be had
read by the clerk.

The conditions In the two Territories
were the same, and the committee acted
upon the report referred to.

Mr. Sayers called attention, without in-

tending or desiring to reflect on any one,
to the fact that the House had only re-
cently passed a bill relating to public
lands in California, similar to one passed
regarding the lards in Idaho and Mon-
tana, upon the understanding that the con-
ditions were the same, and that to execute
the law would require $20,000.

He asked
that before the House be called upon to
act the Secretary of the Interior be re-

quested to state In writing his views upon
the bill.

Mr. Laccy That would be a most indeli-
cate tiling to ask. I don't think the Secre-
tary of the Interior, with even his colossal
assurance, would instruct Congress to pass
the bill over the President's veto.

Mr. Murphy stated that the Secretary of
thclnteriorhad personally assured him that
he the Secretary was In fax-or- the pas-
sage of the bill. His opinion had been la td
before the President, and that orflclal had
acted with a ktiowledgeof Its nature.

FAVORED THE PASSAGE.
After brief remarks by Messrs. Turner

and McRac. the latter of tho
Committee on I'ublic Iiinds. who urged
the passage of the bill, not withstanding tho
veto. Mr. Murphy, delegate from Arizona,
addressed the House in favor of the passago
or the bill.

He said it had been the anxious desire of
the people o! Arizona, for the xears that
he had been In the territory, that the school
lauds should y ield some revenue to the sup-
port of tlie gov eminent. Under the existing
statutes there was no authority to collect
rent or taxes from squatters on the school
lands, and ever) body concerned except the
beneficiaries of lite present conditions of
tilings wanted the bill passed.
