In support of his resolution looking to
the retrenchment of expenditures in the
Beiiate, Senator Chandler has sent a letter
to Chairman Pritchanl, of the Committee
on Civil, Service and Retrenchment, and
Senator Jones, chairman of tlie Committee
on Contingent Expenses of the Senate, in
which hecalls attention to the many extrav-
agant expenditures of the body he now
seeks to have investigated.

Senator Chandler accompanies Ills letter
Willi a tabic of facts, from which he draws
some very Interesting conclusions. He
shows that the total iiuiuncr of employes
un.ler the Senate aggregate 3f3, among
whom are 121 clerks, 67 messengers, 52
lalwrcrs, 23 ugc, 18 folders, and 15
Mlicemeu. Tlicoihcrilcpjrtmciitsarcmuch

smaller, there lieing, for instance, 7 mail
carriers, 8 walilinicu, 5 conductors of ele-

vators, 4 messengers ailing as assistant
doorkeepers, 4 assistant engineers, 5 fire
men, etc.

Many Pitiful Cases Reported to

the Associated Charities. '

FOOD AND CLOIHlNG WANTED

Ileiidss of liiiiillles Look In Villa for

Although misery and want have not
walfcesl broadcast in Washington so much
this winter as on many previous ones, jet
sonifof the mostpitirul case-so- record have
been calle-- to the attention or the charity
people. The root of the evil at the present
time may be tracnl to the stringency of
the times and the impossibility lor many
worthy people to secure work.

"I would like to describe to you four or
live cases that have come under iiij ob-
servation within the last few davs," said
Mrs. Sarah S. I'uIIrr, the age-n- t lor the
Southeast Washington division of the
Associatcsl Charitle-s- , when a Times re-
porter cnlictl upon her this at the
association's branch office, No. 610 II
street southeast.

"I will not give you the names or the fam-
ilies I going to elescribe, as I tl ink it
would be injustice to tlii-m- . Ever ons is
worthj- - or help, but there Is a liuniin.it. on
about seeing one's name in print uu such
matters that is hard to live elonii. If any-
one wants to help them though the-- will
be taken to them bv- - mjseir or our agents.

The mother
asked ror fuel ami food, nut for herself,
mind but for her children.

"She had a felon on her linger, aril the
first Joint or that member had to be. ampu-
tated. She is suffering now from tjplio.d
pneumouia and bronchitis, and. though
willing to work, Is unable to do so. When
she came here she was dressed in :i coat,
straw hat and black gown, with her feet

on tbe ground. Hut hercIoihe,Ktir
as they were, were tidy and neatly brushed.

A PITIFUL CASE.
"I Went home with her. There I found

her living with her four children la a single
room. All it containcel was a stove, tabic,
trunk, feather led 'and a comrorter rolled
up in one corner. She and the children slept
on this. Everything, however, was neat
aud clean.

"The mother had had the room four
months. The rent was S- - a month. She
had not been able to pay since the first
month. The woman she rented the room
rrom was poor and had been compelle-i- l to
re rent It. Another woman had taken it
and she had moved her earthly goods, con-
sisting or a lied and two trunks, into the
other corner or the small apartment. That
Is the way they are living at present.

"The Ikiv-- or ten was so comical-lookin- g

that I could not help laughing in spile
or the circumstances. He had on trousers
that would fit a boyor sixteen years. They
were drawn up as far as possible anil fast-
ened right under his armpits by a small
belt. A sort of shirt-wai- completed
hiS( attire.

"'I have lx-e- looking for a room,' said
lhe woman, 'but know people wcnt
take us In like tbej- - used to If we can't
pay the rem in advance." I gave them a
temporary supplj-- of coal and provisions.

"Tlie second easels one where tbej have
a new-bor- n babe. Vehen the child was
born they had not bad a morsel of food In
the house for the past twentj-fo- ur hours.
It was during the last cold snap, but there
was no fuel.

"The husband was in the hospital from
the middle or last May to the middle of
August. Then he began working on one
of the public buildings here, and con-
tinued until be was forced to go out with
the big discharge of men laet fall. While
he worked he managed losavu gome money;
but luechildren were sick In the winter, and
the little earnings gradually disappeared.
He has never asked for alel before, and as
be Is now getting a little work to elo he
will pull through nil right If he is rclped
temporarllj- - over the stringency.

BABY'S STRANGE DRESS.
"In another case the babj-- will be two

weeks old toda j The husband is a laborer
and gets about two dajs' work a week.
There are seven children In the family.
When baby appeared there was nothing
to make it a dress of. I visited the house
and found that a neighbor bad provided a
garment by cutting a hole In the bottom of
muslin flour sack and inserting sleeves
at cither corner.

"In one Instance I found Ihehustiand sick
with typhoid pneumonia. He hail been in
bed for five weeks, and there was neither
food nor fue-- I lit the house. The wife Isabout
to becomen mother. The place wasneat ami
clean, despite the misery that stalked there.

"A joung couple down toward the
commons have the wire's aged mother to
support. The man's brother lives with
them. too. There is one child, and the frail
little woman Is soon to become the mother
of another. The husband Is bnleand heart y,
but he has walked the streets from morning
till night in search of work.and has been un-

successful. The brother has done the same.
"Both men are under thirty of age.

Tbej-- are honest, and more than anxious to
work. The husband can drive and is quite
Intelligent, but it seems that f.itehasfrowned
upon them mot unmercifully, and they cau
get untiling whatever to do. They never
asked for aid before."
